The question of a cement pavement
Joining the West Main street pave-
ment and extending to the corporate
limits of the village was discussed in
these columns two weeks ago. If we
are correctly informed a pétition will
soon be circulated to bring this quest-
ion before (he tax of the
township at the April election, It
will be remembered that this streteh
of pavement was voted by the town-
ship meeting last year, but the work
was not started for the very good
reason that the Township Meeting
had no jurisdiction. The True Nor-
therner believes that the question of
building this pavement should receive
the favorable consid®cation of the en-
tire township, when brought to a vote
Estimates made by competent road
men place the cost of this pavement
at approximately §18,000, This would
be for a twenty foot pavement as far
as the bridge and sixteen feet wide
from that point to the corporate
limits, Of this sum, £5,500 would
come back to the township from the
state, making the cost the job
about $12,600. If this sum should all
be raised in one year, it would re-
quire an assessment of a little less
than five mills on the dollar, or $5.00
on a thousand. But the money would
probably be raised by the gsale of
bonds, the first payment of which
would come due in thrée years, when
the last of the Court House bonds
were paid. Then by spreading the
amount over a period of several years,
_the tax would be so small that it
would scarcely be noticed. In any
event, this stretch of road will have
to receive attention next year, and an
ordinary piece of work in gravel would
cost in the neighborhood of five or
six thousand. 1t would be short lived
and the expense of ecement would
eventually have to come. It would
seem then that a cement pavement is
the economical thing to do, and that
this year is the time.
