LOSS 8200,000 !

Charles lloore Burnt in tlie Ruins.

A destructive fire occurred in Nashville
Tuesday cightlast, originating in the count-
ing rexfm of Messrs. Cook, Moores & Co,,
North side public squaie, next to Interna-
tional Hotel, destroying several houses and
doing great damage to property.'

The charred body of Charles Moores, of
the firm of Cook, Moores & Co., formerly
of Fayetteville. was fotCid amid the ruins
next day. How ho came to his death Is
only a matter of conjecture.

The safe of the firm was found next day
to contain the assets uninjured.

The Press and Times estimates the lo39-a-

follows: - r i :

" Tho loss ot Cook, Moores & Co., can-

not be exactly determined, though it is es-

timated by tile senior partner to be some
820,000 more than tho amount of insurance,
policies having been taken in several Nash-

ville andtLouisville companies.
The loss of R. S. Page is from 815,000 to

820,000; no insurance.
The loss of Furman & Co.iii clothing

and dry goods, is laid at 15,000, with in-

surance for 25,000.
The loss of Adams, Gibson dr Co., is

estimated at 000,000, with insurance foi

half that sum.
Two thousand dollars will probably cover

the loss of the International Hotel, and
200 that of Skiff & WillsVmainly from

water.
Tho three buildings are almost a total

loss, 'which piobably will be covered by
810,000. JOne belonged to Alexander Fall,
a second to II. S. Page, Rnd tho third to

INFLUENCE OF THE PRESS?
.

Iu a sermon on Thanksgivirg Day by
theRev. Mr. Leaken, Rector of Trinity
(Episcopal) Church, Baltimore, he 6aid,
" 1 shall reserve the remainder of my re-

marks to a subject which is rarely alluded
to in the pulpit, but which is exercising a,
most important influense upon every State,
city, village, county, and family of our
Union. I refer to tho press the newspa-
per which from the smallest beginning, a
luxury to th-- favored few, has become in-

dispensable to millions, and whose" power
in forming puhlio sentiment is unmeasur-able- .

To illustrate remotely the influence

of this power, suppose a person of intelli-

gence coming to your family every morn-

ing. Ho informs you of ali that has occur-

red in your city, in your county, in Europe,
or distant Asia. He gathers Use details of
each interesting event; he attends each

; important meeting, and tells you what ivas

said and done. in ram and tempest, in
summer and winter, does th-i-s person pay
you his daily visits, and not only brings
ytu information, but gives you his opinion
on each question that arises. In time he
becomes one of you; he is identical with

rour family; and the character of yourself
and those around have been moulded by

this constant contact. But the "newspaper

does more. It brings you an hundred
j different articles, besides advertisements.

It can be read by seivants. It terms the
subject of conversation and plies its cease-

less visits to your home, instructive, enter-

taining and interesting to all. Have I
over-estimat- ed the force of this mighty
engine? The French Encyclopaedists helped
to produce the French Revolution by means
of ponderous books reaching the learned
few. What increased influence must the

modern press exert, scattering its myriad

thoughts daily among the millions ! How
noble the ministry of the Editor ! How-vas- t

his capacity for good or evil ! He
may enter the family daily and diffuse
cheerfulness by his diversified thoughts."
He may dry the tear of Borrow, animate the
weary pilgrim to renewed exertions, arrest
the young man in his downward career,"
and shield the humble and defenceless-agains- t

the invasion bf power. W,e.have
prayed for . the President of the United
Slates, and for all ia authority for our
Senate and Representatives in Congress as-

sembled And, shall we forget those who
make our Presidents and determine our
Representatives"

Conflict with. Ilegrees.

We learn from the Press and Times that
a serious difficulty occurred in Nashvillo
on Wednesday morning, bUveen negro
soldiers and the police, in which the police
came out victorious. An attempt was made
to arrest a drunken and disorderly soldier,
which succeeded after some difficulty, when
the police was interfered with by an armed
squad of negro soldiers, beaded by a Col.
Trancracht.. The Col. aad his guard were
both disarmed and put under arrest, after a
sharp conflict. Tho Press and Tunes com-
pliments tho police, and says they acted
with enoigy and moderation

."The conduct of General Grant in ursine
on tho President a policy of immediate re-

construction, commends him to the grati-
tude and admiration of the people. He has
helped to achieve a victory in the benefi-
cence of whoseV results ho wlil find the
record of a purer fame thau that which
attaches to hi3 military career. Now, in-

deed, is he fighting the battle for the Union ,

and tho laurel that ho will win in that con-
flict he can wear in the South, as in the
North, with the assurance, everywhere, of
the tribute of popular respect.

General Hampton of South Carolina was
in Montgomery. Ala., last week, and was
invited to a seat in the Legislature, which
he mo.st gracefully accepted, in a short,
well-time- d address taking occasion to
compliment the noble bearing and gallantry
of Alabama'ii soldiers during the late ter-

rific conflict now happily passed forever,
lie was cordially received and enthusiasti-
cally welcomed.

It requires- - the assent of threo-fourth- s

of the States to ratify an amendment to the.
Federal Constitution. The radicals are
urging the Southern States to act in their
capacity as such, in order to carry the
constitutional amendment. While thus
recognizing their Statehood, they refuse to
allow their members to take seats in Con-

gress. They aro States' enough to assent
in changing the fundamental law of the
land, but cannot 'be permitted to act as
States in Congress! They are States for
abolition purposes, but for no other. If,
according to the Seward theory, the South-
ern States aro out of the Union, why do the
radicals insist on their acting as States to
amend the Constitution of tl5rlJnited
States ?

The intimationthat an understanding
had been effected b- tween the United States
and France in rog,d to Mexican matters, i3

wholly unfounded. ' The last phase' of the
affairs was the proposition of the French
Emperor to our Government to recognize
Maximilian's Government a de fac.o one.
Secretary Seward's letter in reply, which
tho President indorsed, flatly refused such
a recognition, and gave tho reasons therefor

"at length, bringing a rejoinder from the
French Government. Until it is received,
there will be nothing done by our Govern-

ment beyond fitting out Mr. Campbell as
minister to the Republic.

. The Memphis Bulletin siys that ten
thousand biles- - of cotton have been stolen
along the Mobile agd Ohio Railroad; from
four to five thousand at Columbus, Miss.;
from five to ten thousand atilacon, Ga.;
and smaller snaounts at other points. Gov-

ernment officers are now investigating the
matter. , :

j A- - company has been organized at San
Francisco, to build a railroad from that
city to a town , in San Diego, thence east-

ward to. the State line, and there connect
with ihe contemplated road to the Missis-
sippi River. The capital is thirty million
dollars, and tho length of the road seven
hundred and twenty miles.

SENATE.

Washington, Jan.-9- . Mr. Sumner pre-

sented a memorial, asking for donation of
public land for educational purposes in the
States hitely in rebellion. Referred to the
Committee on Public lands. .

Mr. Henderson presented a memorial, of
the St. Louis Chamber of Commerce, ask-

ing for jm appropriation for the improve-
ment of the Mississippi River, which was
referred to tho Committee on Commerce.

Mr. Sumner offered the following:.
Whereas, It is reported that persons de-

clared free by proclamation of emancipation,
and by recent amendment of the Constitu-
tion, aro now kidnapped and tiansported
to Cuba and Brazil to be held as slaves, and
that in this way a new slave trade ha3 been
commenced on our Southern coast; there-

fore be it
Resolved, That the Committee on Judici-

ary be directed, if any further legislation is
needed, to prevent the kidnapping of freed-me- n,

and cause the removal of the slave
trade on our Southern"costN

Mr. Sumner read a letter from a gentle-
man in Alabama, setting forth that the fact
stated ia tho above preamble actually ex-

isted, and Federal officers were aiding the
guilty parties.

Mr. Johnson called for the name of the
author of the letter.

Mr. Sumner refused to give the writer's
riamo, but said he was well known in the
other House. .Mr. Sumner then read a let-

ter of a similar purport from the United
States District Judge of Florida.

Mr Davis had no doubt that the Yankees
were endeavoring to re-op- the slave trade

said he knew they would do so if they
could make, any money out of it. lie was
in favor of tho resolution. It wa3 adopted.

Mr. Wilson gave notice that he would,
introduce a bill to increase aad

fix the number of men in the regular army.
On motion of Mr. Foote, the Sanate went

into Executive session at 12:30 p.m., and
soon after adjourned.

; Washington, Jan. 10. Senate. The
District of Columbia Committee has re-

jected the bill granting unqualified suffrage
here, but will report a bill permitting ne-

groes to vote who have resided here six
months, and can read and write.

Mr. Wilson introduced a bill to increase
and fix tho military peaco establishment of
the United States Army. It provides that
the United States army.jshall bare after con-

sist of seven regiments of artillery, ten
regiments of cavalry, and sixty regiments
of infantrv. In addition, to tho five reiri-men- ts

of artillery now organized there shall
be two new one3, one to be composed of
negroes, and one of white persons, officered
by selections from volunteer officers, and
three new regiments cf cavalry one to be
of white and two of colored persons. In
the infantry there shall be eight regiments
composed of men from the reserve corps,
and ofilcerod by officers of that corps."
There shall be one Lieutenant General, five

Major Generals, and twenty-on- e Brigadier
Generals. The bill was refered to the Mili-

tary Committee..,
--Mr. Biugham offered tha following as a

substitute for a resolution offered by Mr.
3Voorhies:

' Resolved, That this House have an abid-

ing confidence in the President, that in
future as in past, he will with
Cengress in restoring to equal position and
rights with tho other States lately in insur-
rection.

Mr. Stevenson asked that the resolution
be referred to the Committee on Recon-

struction.
Mr. Bingham assented to this.
Mr. Voorhies I should like to seo the

question met
Mr. Bingham I demand the previous

question.
Mr. Voorhies That is flying in the face

of the enemy. If the question should be
decided in tho affirmative, it would not
carry my resolution.

The Speaker replied that it would.
The demand for tho previous question

wa3 seconded and under its operation tho
question was referred to tho Committee on
reconstruction, yeas 107, nays 32.
