Cotton. We have little change to note

in last week's quotations. A decline of one
cent will mark the difference. The strin-
gency of the money market has "discourag-
ed buyers from making demands on a'scale
of any magnitude. The same cause oper-
ates here that serves to restrict our grocery
and dry goods merchants to such close tra-
ding. When sight paper on New York
comes to be held at a discount, it must be
admitted that money matters are a little
tight, and that there is little margin for ex-

tensive operations in cotton.
The, market yesterday closed rather, dull

at 404Ic. for a: very fair article. 3Some
176 bales changed hands during the day,
at prices ranging from 40 to 41c the lat-
ter price being, however, obtained in only
one instance, and for smnll a lots.

New York dispatches yesterday quoted
the market as quiet; middling 2$"anjd or-

dinary 45c.
The total receipts of the week at this

point amount to 1,600 bales, a slight falling
off, as compared with last week.

During the week, the gro-
cery market has displayed unusual activity,
although confined almost exclusively to the
local trade.
