It was announced as the result
of conviction, of mature consideration, as a

necessary consequence of the principles
upon which this Government rest3. That
policy, which I honestly regard as be-

ing best for the country, will continue be-

fore the people, without the slightest devi-
ation, and without being swerved from on
my part. I do not say this in a spirit of
menace or threat to anybody, but 6imply to
give assurance that there will be no aban-
donment and no shrinking from that policy;
because it is believed that the very exist-
ence and perpetuity of the Government de-

pend on the maintenance of the principles
which have thus been enunciated. : :

President no longer makes a State sacretof
the fact that he will in a very short time is
sue an official proclamation declaring the
late civil war ended. When he does this
he will have accomplished the last and the
highest act which the Executive department
of the Government can perform toward the
restoration of peace.

lie cannot compel Congress to admit
Representatives from the Southern States
but his proclamation will subordinate mil-

itary to civil authority, and place all the
States composing the Union upon a footing
of equality in that reepect.

The privilege of the writ of habeas corpus
will then be within the reach of the hum-

blest citizen of the South, and our State
governments will become supreme within
the limits of the States for the protection of
whose citizens they were organized.

Martial law, which now reigns supreme
in eleven States, will then only be potent for
the control and punishment of those who
are connected with the army, in the manner
defined by the Articles of War.

Proclamation by the Governor.
It is my painful duty to announce that

civil government is again imperiled in the
State of Tennessee. The events of the last
three weeks give iise to serious apprehen-
sions that a large portion of our people have
not sufficiently recovered from the demor-
alizing effects of the late rebellion to enable
them to appreciate the blessings of peace
that their passions have not sufficiently
cooled to enable them to avoid a relapse into
anarchy or military rule.

A small minorty of twenty-on- e members
of the House of Representatives, by factious
and revolutionary proceedings, rfltvo suc-

ceeded in breaking up the Legislature and
paralyzing the State Government. I char-

acterize this conduct as revolutionary, be-

cause it was violative of the spirit of the
constitution and laws, and arrested the
machinery of the State government as ef-

fectually as if the same had been done by
force of arms.

They have been able, under the construc-
tion of parliamentary law which prevailed
in the House to reduce ft below what was
held to be a quorum for the transaction of
business, and the great body of the mem-

bers of both Houses have gone to their
homes, and legislation has entirely ceased.

When an important measure of State poli-

cy was proposed a measure referred to,
and a duty imposed upon, this Legislature
by tho amended constitution they either
withdrew from their seats or remained and
refused to answer to their names when call-

ed, tho Speaker holding that a member in
his seat, refusing to answer, was not pres-
ent so as to be counted as part of a quorum.
After worying the majority in this way for
several weeks, and after the consultations
of the convention of the 22d February, they
have publicly announced their secession
from the Legislature, through the newspa-
pers, in a document that will not fail to re-

mind its readers of the address of the Legis-

lature of 1861, who transferred the State to
the Southern Confederacy.

Now, therefore, I, William G. Brown-lo- w,

Governor of the State of Tennessee, do
hereby command the Sheriffs, Coroners, or
other officers authorized by law to open and
hold elections, at all the places of voting in
the respectiye counties of Davidson, Shel-
by, Overton, Warren, Haywood, Coffee,
Grundy, Van Buren, Marshall, Dyer, Lau-

derdale, Sumner, Lincoln, Cannon, Frank-
lin, Carter, Giles, Stewart, Bedford, Haw-
kins, Dickson, Hamilton, Robertson, Mont-

gomery and Smith, on Saturday, the 31st
day of March, 1866, for the purpose of fill-

ing the vacancies from said counties respec-
tively, as hereinbefore set forth. Said
sheriffs Bhall make returns of said elections
according to law.

In testimony whereof, I have here-

unto subscribed my name and caus-
ed the great seal of the State to be

city of Nashville, this 8d day of
March, 1866.

Admittance of Tenissee,
A Washington dispatch of'lth, eays:

"The following is the resolution for the ad-

mission of Tennessee, agreed on by the
Joint Committee on Reconstruction yester-
day:

Itesolved by the Senate and Ifuuse ojTIiep- -

resentatives, mat tne sstaw-ienne- ssee is
hereby declared to bx 'e JJnited
States ofAj ?qual footing--

Two reports will be submitted from the
Committee, one a majority, the other a mi-nori- ty

report. The latter will take the
ground that the above resolution assumes
that the State has been out of the Union.
The resolution, being a joint one, will re-

quire the signature of the President, who,
it is believed, will veto it on this ground.

It will be sure to pass if the committee
has recommended it.

The Governor of Norih Carolina has is-

sued the following circular to the sheriffs
of the several counties of that State:

Executive Office, )

Ealeigli, N. C, Feb. 25, 1S65. J

Sir: The General Assembly has ordered
me to supply an artificial limb to every
Soldier who lost his limb in the service of
the State in the late war, which I under-

stand is intended to embrace every citizen
of the State who lost an arm or leg while in

tho service of the Confederate or State
Government. It is necessary that I should
know how many are to be supplied. I ask
you, in behalf of the maimed men, to re-

port to me at an early day how many such
soldiers are in your county, distinguishing
those who have lost a leg from those who

have lost an arm. Jonathan Worth,
Governor of North Carolina.

Stamps on Subscriptions.
The following decision of the Commis-

sioner of Internal Revenue is reported:
" In the case of a subscription list, where

the heading involves a promise to pay the
sum ennexed, the party signing is liable to

the stamp duty required on promissory
notes, isless he pay the amount annexed to

his name at the time of signing; in which
case the signing hi3 name should be as a
mere memorandum. Where the heading
of a list involves a condition that the sub-

scribers will pay the sum annexed to their
names, then each signature is held to create
an agreement subject to a duty of five per
cent."

scribe for books 6old by canvassers, a&d

subscriptions for charitable purposes.

"All Right."
The Washington correspondent of the

Look for me on Monday, unless you hear
that I come sooner.

Washington, March 3. In order to put
a peremptory stop to the treasonable utter-
ances of the Virginia press, still persisted
in, the commanding officer of the depart-
ment of Virginia has issued au order, re-

quiring the publishers of newspapers in
the State to send a copy of every issue to his
headquarters by mail on the day of puliat-
ion.

The order is not limited to the Virginia
press. We suppose all newspaper offices
in the South have received a similar order.
We have been ordered by Gen. Stoneman
to furnish his office, at Memphis, with a
copy of the Citizen each week.

Something of a flutter was caused in the
lower House of Congress, last week, by the
introduction of a resolution proposing that
this Government guarantee the payment of
fifty million dollars of a loan of the Repub-
lic of Mexico. The vote on receiving was,
yeas 64, nays 64, and the Speaker voting
in the affirmative, it was allowed to come
in, and wasreferred to the Committee on
Foreign Affairs. As General Banks, Chair-

man of the Committee, voted against its
reception, even, for reference, it will proba-

bly never sea the light again.

Hershal V. Johnsou,
of Georgia, just pardoned, is likely to be
called in; as also A. O. P. Nicholson, of
Tennessee, formerly a Senator with John-
son. F. P. Blair, of Missouri, is reported
as Secretary Stanton's successor.

Lager Beer in Council.
A mass meeting of Germans was held in

Chicago, on the evening of thft 5th inst.,
at which resolutions were adopted declaring
it the duty of Congress to impeach Presi-
dent Johnson, and recommending the abo-

lition of the Executive branch of the Gov-

ernment. There will probably be a consti
tutional amendment offered to that effect j

before the present Congressional cabal
adjourns.

Senator Wilson has offered resolutions
for the admission of all the Southern States
except Tennessee, whenever they shall so
amend their fundamental law as to abolish
all distinction between citizens on account
of cobr. We don't know why Tennessee
is excepted.

The decision of the Supreme Court on
the constitutionality of the oath will, no
doubt, be made-- ere the lapse of many weeks,
and well-informe- d parties say they will de-

clare it unconstitutional. There is no hope,
however, of its repeal or modification by the
present Congress.

It is intimated that the Government has
decided not to bring Raphael Semmes, of the
Confederate steamer Alabama, to trial,
having come to the conclusion that his pa-

role under the surrender of Johnson to
Sherman was valid. Should this be the
case, he will, probably, be speedily released.

A special to the Cincinnati Gazette says
that Mr. Seward says, in the most emphatic
terms that he is responsible for the posi-

tion the President has taken in opposition
to Congress.
