The General isa very pleasant
appearing gentleman, and is a man of de-
cided talent. Neil and John Brown are the
sons of a worthy cooper, who moved into
this country at an early day.

Both the boys were school
teachers, and have raised themselves to
position and influence by their own talents
and energy.

BEY. EDWARD M'MILLEN,

Rev. Edward McMillen, formerly of Giles
county, married a sister of the]Browns. He
was 4 man of intense loyalty, and was chap-
lain of the 31st Illinois, and died in the
service at Kenesaw Mountaiu. The Pres-
byterians in this county were more opposed
to secession and rebellion than any other
religious denomination.

THE M. E. CHURCH BOUTH.

At the outbreak of the war the M. E.
Church South, had a largs congregation of
blacks worshiping in the basement of their
meeting house. Indeed the colored Metho-
dists had paid for the basement with the
understanding that it should be théirs. But
whan these sable Methodists becams free, a
change c¢ame over their white brethren.
They lost all interest in their souls, and
excluded them from the basement of the
church! The poor black brethren think @1
hard, and are now without any place for
worship, except as they find one in the
basement of the Presbyterian Church. Mr.
Mooney, pastor of the M. E. Church, seems
to be a very zealous Christian, but has no
interest, it scems, in the salvation of free
negroes! This is one of the curious prob-
lems of religious life.

The Great Fire in Cinecinnati.

A correspondent of the Nashville Banrer
gives the following particulars of the late
fire ia Cincinnati:

Cixcrsvari, March 23, 1866.

Cincinnati is enveloped this morning in
an uproar of excitement, slmost equal to
that of the flames which converted the city
last night into mid-day, forbidding eleep,
and calling out the entire population.

Nothing since the news of the assassina-
tion of Mr. Lincoln begins to compare with
it. The scene of the conflagration is sick-
ening. For a dozen squares up and down
Fourth street the traces of the Fire King
are visible. Crowds of people throng the
region roundabout. Business for the mo-
meat is well nigh suspended. The Opera
House is gone; the Enguirer office is gone;
and a row of the finest huuses in the Went
has suddenly vanished away. Even the
gambling hells on Baker sireet, just behind
the main block, have been sweptaway, and
two card boxes and bevelled decks of cards
have gone up fifiy ; er cent. in consequence.

The loss of the Enguirer is irreparable.
Its wood cuts were Lhe finest in the world,
and its apparatus for ornamental job work
more complete than those of any other
establishment this side of Printing House
Square, London. Mr. Reid lost masy very
valuable books in the editorial room, in-
cluding the files. Thisis the second burn-
ing out sustained by the Enguirer in the
last year, and much sympathy is felt for the
proprietors,

Mr. Pike, who 1s the largest loser, is
worth over ten millions of dollars. Ilis in-
come is unearly seven hundred thousand
dollars a year. I hear that he declares he
will rebuild the Opera House if it cosis
him half his fortune.

The office of the Gazetle, nearly opposite,
was several times in immineni peril, and
poor Enos Reid has to moura quite a loss
iu books and files belonging to the Sunday
Union. The offices of the Commercial, a
square lower down, and of the T¥mes in the
rear of Third Street, were untouched. Shil-
litot’s and Robert Clark’s were thought to
be on firs several times.

You will grieve to know of the destruc-
tion of the Opera House. It was a noble
temple—perhaps the most gorgeous in the
world. It is gone glimmering, and the
ghost of McKean Buchanan will peyer
haunt it more,

The entire loss will exceed two millions
of dollars, of which hardly one-tenth is in-
sured. [

Planters, Plant More Corm.
The recenmt “‘tumble’ in the prices of
eotton comes in good Lime to warn the gren#l
hosts of Southern people, who are o madly
beading all their energias to the preduction
of that staple, to the almost entire exclusion
of all others, agsinst the folly of a course
which all experience proves to be suicidal.
We thought, at one time, that the prices of
cotton were bound to.hold up within the
neighborhood of present figures for two or
three years to come. But the production
has been, and continues to be, so greatly
stimulated throughout all the ends of the
earth, that we begin to doubt. When the
erop of the world for 18u6 is estimated by
some of the shrewdest cotton dealers both
in Eogland and America, at 6,000,000
bales, it is time for every one to begin to
doubt; and especially is it time for our
planters to revise their ealculations of “four
or five acres of cotton to one of corn,” and
“pitch™ their crops on a different and more
grain-growing scale.

That the bard legsons of economy and in-
dustrial independence, which the last four
years of the war were supposed to have so
deeply inculeated, should have been sosoon
forgotten, is almost incredible. Could the
planters be entirely certain of 50 cents per
pound for their cotton, every year for the
next five, it would still be their true policy
to raise a full supply of grain. And it
would still be their true policy to invest
their every surplus dollar in the establish-
ment of manufactures of all kinds in their
widsl,—Memphis-Argus.

There are now splendid twenty dollar
counterfeils in eirculation, purporting Lo be
issued by the First National Bank of In-
dianapolis, and the plate will, doubtless,
soon be altered to other banks, The plate
is so perfect as to have deceived the best
One-half
of the higher denominations of greenbacks
are refused on account of being so success-
fully imitaled; the leading railroads of the
country throw out large quantities of them
wlien offered, and Gen. Spinver himself has
been unable to tell the counterfeit from the
genuine. This is the state of things which
bank notes, uniform in design, have brought
upon us.
