Basking Tkbes, fob Taw, With
Steax. An apparatus patented by Mai-tr- e,

for the employment of steam in
perling bark for tan ( 1 escribed in Dia-gler'- a

Journal for 18G7), in regard to
which very contradictory opinions were
expressed, has been tested at Wiesbaden
under mpervision of the government,
with the following results : The quality
of the leather corresponds to the amount
of tannin in the bark. The variation
of the amount of tannin in the bark at
different seasons of the year is too small
to be regarded in tanning. The amount
of tannin in bark removed by the aid
of steam in the spring, fir m trees felled
in winter, showed ia loss either by
chemical analysis or by actual experi-
ments in tanning. The process, there-
fore, on these points, is not objection-
able.

Tuns Maonetizattow op Gi.a8. An
inteiesting paper in Poggeudorfs An-nalo- n,

by Prof. Villari, treats of the
time that flint glass takes to be magne-
tized, demagnetized and to turn the
plane of polarization. lie rotated a
glass cylinder between the poles of an
electro-magne- t, where it acted like a
cylindrical lens with polarized light
passing through the poles. When not
magnetized, the cylinder, whether in
motion or at rest, was neutral to the
light ; but when magnetized its plane-rotatin- g

power diminished considerably
with increasing velocity of rotation,
each diameter remained too short a
time in the axial direction to acquire all
the magnetism it would otherwise have.
To give flint glass such diamagnetio
intensity as became observable by rota-
tion of the plane required at least
of a second of time, while to give it all
the diamagnetiam it is capable of taking
under a strong magnet at least of
ft second was needed.

Mondes says that eleven principal na
tions oi me world, ureal .Britain.

A Simptb IdEVExiNa Instrument.
M. Gonlier proposes for the above a
pendulum hung by a double point, which
carries, rigidly attached, a collimeter
formed of a small tube hermetically
cloned at one extremity by a piece of
ground glass. At the other end is a
converging lens, eighteen inches in
diameter and fifty four-inoh focus. The
radius of the exterior faoe of the lens
should be six or seven times less than

. that of the interior face. At the princi-
pal focus is a diaphragm pierced with a

.hole 0.6-ino- h in diameter, across which
is a thread of black cotton. By suita-
ble construction, the pendulum being
at rest, the plane passing through the
thread and the optical center of the
lens is horizontal. On looking through
the lens the observer sees the thread as
a horizontal line which marks on the
field the intersection of horizontal plane
through the instrument. By placing
the eye in proper position, the thread
and exterior objects may bo seen at tho
same time, and the mark on a leveling
rod may be adjusted to coincide with
the thread, so obtaining a level.

Tint Relationship Between Eleo-tricit-t.

Heat and Moi.Eotii.AB Foaces.
Professor Barrett, of Dublin, calls at-
tention to certain remarkable molecular
ohanges occurring in iron wire at a low
red heat. Mr. Oore, in 1809. published
the important fact that when an iron
wire is heated to bright incandescence
and then allowed to oool, a momentary
elongation oooms just after it has begun
to contract by cooling. Mr. Barrett
having undertaken to investigate this
subject, fiods thpt during the prelim-
inary beating of the wire a slight and
momentary retrogression in the other-
wise regular expansion was noticed at a
temperature corresponding to the pow-
erful jerk that occurred on cooline: and.
again, it was evident that the anomalous
deportment of the iron occurred at ap
proximately the same temperature at
wbiou iron undergoes magnetic change.
All kinds of iron do notfxhibit this be
havior, some showing it in a more or
less marked degree. Barrett was not
able to detect any charge in heating or
ououng ia ceriRio specimens oi good,
soft iron wire; bnt in hard iron wire,
and notably in steel wire, it is very ap-
parent.

Gettinq On op Bed. Dr. Ilall does
not approve of the old doctrine which
was formeily instilled into the minds of
children that they should spring out
of bed the instant 'they awaken in the
morning. lie says up'to eighteen years
old every child should be allowed to
rest in bed after the sleep is over nntil
they feel as if they wonid rather get np
than not. It is a very great mistake for
SerEons, old or young, especially

sedentary persons, to bounce
out of bed the moment they wake rip;
all the instincts shrink from it and
fiercely kick against it. Fifteen or
twenty minutes spent in gradually wak-
ing np after the eyes are opened, and
in turning over and stretching the limbs,
do as much good as sound sleep, be-
cause the operation sets the blood is
motion by degrees, tending to equalize
the circulation ; for during sleep the
bloods tends to stagnation, the heart
beats feebly and slowly, and to shock
the system by bouncing up in an in-
stant and sending tho blood in over-
whelming quanti ies to the heart, caus-
ing it to assume a gallop, where the in-
stant before it was a or ep, is the great-
est absurdity. This inatantaneons
bouncing out of bed as soon as the eyes
are open will be followed by a weari-
ness long before noon.

Sleep at WrLU A Mr. Gardner,
professed to produce sleep at

will, and it was added that his system
of producing it was lost with his death.
Major-Oener- al Sir J. E. Alexander, O.
B., K. C. L. a, states that Mr. Gardner
imparted his secret to him. Mr. G.
said to him : I had a complaint which
prevented my sleeping, and I tried all
the usual means to induce sleep, bnt all
failed. I had no sleep for many days,
and was worn out. At lat I discovered
that something of a monotonous nature
would produce sleep. While we live
we must breathe, and it, after compos-
ing our limbs in bed, we tryto'divest
our thoughts of all else except the act
of breathing, and attend to the heaving
of the chest, and fancy we see the air
masing in and out of the nostrils, this
becomes so n.onotonous that it sensibly
mesmerizes nn, and we fall asleep. This
is my secret." Gen. Alexander adds :

"On one occasion, while on service in In-
dia, I met with a serioun accident ; was
blown np with, gunpowder, and got no
sleep till my servant shampooed my

feet. Finally, it was found that sleep
will be promoted by walking about the
room for ten minutes or a quarter of an
hour before going to bed, and exercis-ic- e

with a pair of liprh dumb-bell- s. The
extiemeties will be warmed, and good
circulation induoed ; few can sleep with
cold feet."

Hydrophobia. Contemplating the
horrors of hydrophobia one madly
grasps at any prevention of their occur-
rence, and therefore readily listens to
any suggestions concerning the beet
means to adopt to protect the commu-
nity from ita ravages. A celebrated
veterinary surgeon savs : J.ne means
of preserving from rabies consists in

by the aid of nippers and files. The
surgeon tried the operation upon three
dogs w hen they were raping mad, and,
notwithstanding the evident danger to
which he was subjected, succeeded.
Six dogs were then let loose to the mad
curs and were bitten furiously, but
without breaking the skin of any of
them. The bitten dogs were watched
for six months, daring which time none
of them ran mad, or exhibited the
slightest sign of rabies. The surgeon
was so convinced that the blunted teeth
of the dog could not penetrate through
clothing that he gave his band, covered
with a glove, to one of the mad dogs.
He mouthed it viciously, but when the
band was relieved the glove was intact,
the bite having only made a deep im-
pression, and, of course, no abrasion.
The conclusion, of course, is that ani-
mals in danger of going mad should
have their teeth blunted instead of
their mouths muzzled. It would prob-
ably be the more humane proceeding,
as a muzzled dog in midsummer suffers
miseries of an awful kind.

lira warmth pr (jlothtso. In a
carefnl study of the subject of the
warmth of clothing, recently published.
Dr. Max Von Pettenkofer has pointed
out that the permeability of staff to
air is a con ait ion oi ineir warmtn. xne
London Medical Record gives tho fol
lowing abstract : Of equal surfaces of
the following materials, he found that
they were permeated by the following
relative quantities oi air. the most per
ous, flannel such as is used ordinarily
for clothing, being taken at 100 : Flan
nel, 100 ; linen of medium fineness, 58;
silk, 40 ; bucksin, 58 ; tanned leather,
1 ; chamois leather, 51. Hence if the
v armth of cloth depends upon the de
gree in which it keeps out the air from
our bodies, then glove-ki- d must be one
hundred times warmer than flannel,
which every one .knows is not the fact.
The whole question, then, is resolved
Into that of ventilation, if several lav
era of the same material be placed to
gether, and the air be allowed to per
meate through them, the ventilation
through the second layer is not much
less than through the first, since the
meshes of the two form a system of con
tinnous tubes of uniform diameter, and
the rapidity of the movement of the air
through these is effected merely by the
resulting friction. Tl. rough our cloth-
ing, then, passes a stream of air, the
amount of which, as in ventilation, de-
pends upon the size of the meshes, upon
the difference of the temperature be-
tween the external and internal atmos-
phere, and upon the velocity of the sur-
rounding air. Oar clothing, then, is
required not to prevent the admission
of the air, but to regulate the same bo
that our nervous system shall be sensi-
ble of no movement in the air. Fur-
ther, our clothes, at the same time, reg-
ulate the temperature of the contained
air, as it posses through them, so that
the temperature of the air between the
clothing and the surface of our bodies
averages 84 to 80 degrees Fab. The
hygroscopic property of different ma-
terials used for clothing essentially
modifies their functions. This proper-
ty varies with the different materials ;
wool, for instance, takes up more water
than linen, while the latter takes up
and gives off its watery contents more
rapidly than the former. The more air
is displaced by water from the clothes.
the less will be their power of retaining
the heat ; in other words, they conduct
the heat more readily, and hence we are
quickly chilled by wet garments.

The Lengthening Tears of Man.
In an interesting paper by Dr. Ed-

ward Jar vis, in the fifth annual report
of the Massachusetts board of health.
the following vital statistics, past and
present, of various countries, strikingly
show how the advance of civilization
has prolonged life : In ancient Home.
in the period 200 to 500 years after the
christian era, the average duration of
life in the most favored class was 39
years. Ia the present century the av
erage longevity of persons of the same
class is 50 years. In the sixteenth cen
tury the average longevity in Geneva
was 21.21 years; between 1814 and
1833 it was 40.68, and as large a portion
now live to 70, as lived to 43, 00 years
ago. In 1093 the British government
borrowed money by selling annuities on
lives from infancy upward, on the basis
of the average longevity. The treas
urer received the price and paid the an
nuities regularly as long as the annui-
tants lived. The contract was mutually
satisfactory and proStnble. Ninety- -

sven years later. Mr. Pitt issued an
other tontine or scale of annuities, on
tho basis of the same expectation of life
as in the previous century. These, lat-
ter annuitants, however, lived bo much
longer than their predecessors, that it
proved Jo be a very oostly loan for the
government. It was found that while
10,000 of each sex in the first tontine
died under the age of 28, only 5,772
males, and 9,416 females in the second
tontine died at the same age of 100
years later. The average life of the
annuitants of 1693 was 26.5 years.
while those of 1790 lived 33 years and
9 months after they were 80 years old.
From these facts, says Dr. Jarvis, it is
plain that life, in many forms and man
ifestations, and probably in all, can be
expanded in vigor, intensity and dura-
tion, under favorable circumstances
amid which, and the conditions in
which, any form of life is placed, should
be brought into harmony with the law
appointed lor its being.

CO METART.
A Little Popular Science About Coggia'a

and Outer Comets.
The second comet of 1874, in which

the popular interest is daily deepening,
appears to have defied astronomio com
putation till very recently. For some
weeks in June it was approaching the
eartn in so direct a line tbat the calcu
lations were very difficult. The Berlin
ephemeris of its position, brilliancy and
future pathway, so freely published
last month, because so confidently trus-
ted in this country, proved to be decid
edly fallacious in some points. In the
last few days the meteor has altered its
course and is now more easilv atndied ?

but very precise predictions are as yet
premature. It now appears that itsgreatest brilliancy will oocmr from July
31 to the 3d of An gust, and the degree
of luminosity will be between that of
Jnpiter and that of Venus. The nu-
cleus will be then seen to the best ad
vantage about twilight, the comet being
so near the sun that it will not be ob
served two or three hours after the lat
ter sinks behind the western horizon.
lhe brigntness of the meteor stream
will then be three times as great as it is
now.

On Tuesday, the 9th of June, from
micrometneal comparisons with a star
in the lionn catalogues, the distin
guishad astronomer, J. Ii. Hind, of Mr.
Bishop's observatory, Twickenbam.Eng-
iaiiu, iouna tnat uoggiaB comet was
then rather brighter than Argelander's
stars of the sixth magnitude, and the
tail was traceable about two degrees
from the nucleus, which still presented
a very stellar appearance. Mr. Hind
also determined that its perihelion pas-
sage would take place on the 8th of
July, when its distance from the sun
would be sixty-seve- n minutes of the
eartn a.mean distance . e., about sixty-

-one million miles. This seems to be
very near the central orb of fire ; but
there are instances of much nearer ap-
proach, as in tha comet of 1860, which
swept within six hundred thousand
miles of the sun. It did not, however,
merge into the sun, as comets have never
been known to do, contrary to a vague
theory that has been largely enter-
tained, as if the nebulous matter was
fuel for its mighty furnaces. So far
from this raah venturer upon the sun's
domains effecting a lodgment on his in-
candescent and tumultuous surface, it
was subjected to an enormous repulsion,
and from the point of perihelion was
shot out into space with an inconceiva-
ble force, far greater than that with
which the solar heat acted upon and
controlled the head of the comet itself.
The amount of this force may be faint-
ly indicated when we reflect that the
oometary matter was then glowing with
a heat twenty-fiv- e thousand six hun-
dred times as intense as that which
rages at noon-da- y on our equator a
heat in which any terrestrial substance
known to us would instantly be conver-
ted into vapor.

The condition of a comet, after it has
passed the perihelion, must be very dif-
ferent from what it was before ; but
that difference is yet to be ascertained,
except in the mere fact that from disun-
ion by action of heat the meteor has
undergone great attenuation and analy-
sis. The comet of 1680, to which ve
have alluded, and that of 1843, after
their immersion in the sun's rays emerg
ed from them in augmented splendor
and with vastly enlarged tails, as if
they had caught up new supplies of
light and fire from the great luminary.
It would not be, therefore, a great sur-
prise of Ceggia's comet should do the
same, though instances are recorded in
which iminerson in the solar rays has
.stripped the flying meteor of much of
its glory. The idea has been expressed
that the present comet will intersect the
earth's orbit and come in collision with
us. The opinion prevailed with Sir
John Eerschel and others that if ever
the earth swallowed up a comet it would
be on the 30th of November, when
Biela's comet approached very near.
But there is great doubt whether, in
the event of actual collision, any harm
would ensue or even any one be cogni-
zant of it. The comet is a material
Bqbstanoe, since it has been proved that
it shines by reflected light; but its
tenuousness is almost inconceivable.
The eometio particles form a cosmieal
fog or vapor so light that, through Do-nat-i's

comet, where the tail was ninety
thousand miles thick, the stars clearly
shone. Arcturus was in no degree
eclipsed, as it beamed directly through
this enormous band of mist. We may,
therefore, safely dismiss the long stand-
ing superstition of

A pathless comet and a curse
Themenance of the universe.

Various theories have been offered as
to the purpose for which comets were
created and sent flying about through
illimitable space. By some it is thought
they may be the scavengers of the uni-
verse, sweeping up the impurities that
accumulate from the countless worlds
of an infinite creatien. They have been
regularly appearing in our solar system
as long as astronomy can recollect, and
mayhap if they did net put in an ap-
pearance at intervals some dreadful ex-
plosion of electricity might occur that
might blow our globe to pieces. Those
of religious turn will have it that they
come to remind man of his contempti-
ble helplessness, of the little account
be could possibly be in the struggle
with the tail of a comet, and to drive
the ruinous and sinful passions of pride,
avarice and ambition from his heart.
Again, there are those who believe tbat
comets may act as a balance wheel in
the vast machinery of the universe. No
serious thought can be given the notion
that comets are rebels who have de-
clined to submit to established authori-
ty and broken loose from their allegi
ance, in or will it do to contend that
they are sent around the universe to
inspect the condition of the regular old
stagers, such as we happen to have in
our solar system. Certain it is, they
are the mystery of the skies, and when
we think we know most we know per-
haps least about them.

Sir Isaac Newton gave some attention
to the subject, and the conclusion he
reached waa that the- course of a comet
waa as regular as the course ot our own
planet. He contended that the orbit of
the comet was an eclipse, but since his
day the idea appears to be taking

of the minds of astronomers
that the comet describes an 'ccentrioparabola o int'y-at- e as to baffle calcu-
lation. Many comets have come and
gone and have never been heard of
since, though, according to astronomi-
cal calcnlatiors, thev should have turn
ed up long since and obliged the obser-
vatories. Donati's comet was said to
have visited this earth about 3,000
years before its discovery by Donati,
and that it would come 3.000 years
heno? on another visit, when Donati and
all of us are dead and buried. It is
clear that astronomy has not yet reached
that perfection of calculation which can
furnish the precise travels of a comet.
If a comet comes front the depth of
space, as it has been said, and retnrcs
thereto, the journey is not ended. She
must keep forever on the move to fulfill
her evident destiny, and she cannot
stop here or there for refreshments.
cannot turn down a lane to see a frieDd,
but must hold on to an allotted track
as evenly as a locomotive.

Now. as to the tail of the present
comet, it streams, according to Prof,
Perkhurst,-3,000,00- 1111168 across space
like an enormous mantle of Brussels
lace. It resembles the Milky Way,
with more milk in it that ia to say,
it is more condensed. It spreads like a
fan, and in that respeet resembles the
comet cf 181L

People ignorant of astronomy and lit
tle given to the study of the heavens,
except when they want to find. out when
it is about to rsin, have an idea that
the tail of a comet is like the tail of a
cow, whisking around in warm weather
when coming rather close to the sun,
moon and earth, and hanging down
straight and quickly when passing
through the milky way. If the tail of
this comet had anything like the solidi
ty o a cow s tail and were to whisk
around ever bo playfully at this moment
it would take the top off the north pole,
the Bunker Hill monument, and re-
lieve the goddess of liberty from duty
om the summit of the capitol at Wash-
ington.

Another erroneous idea, that must be
corrected, is that comets are a sort of
celestial maniacs or fanatical reformers.
DucKing against the established order of
the universe and racing around space
to irignten conservatism and earn a
cheap notoriety. Prof. Chapman says
that a comet is merely a collection of
small particles of matter, about the size
of meteorites, from an ounce to a pound
in weight. His reason for this state
ment is that you can see the stars
through the matter radiating from the
comet, even close to the nucleus. He
even thinks you might see the star
through the nucleus, only that the light
of the nucleus destroys it. It would be
curious to observe an enormous cobble
stone pavement a million miles long.
hung up in the sky ever so high, and
science levelling the spectroscope on
the singular phenomenon. The tail of
the comet, according to the rtrofessor.
is little more than this, and perhaps he
is right, for is there not a " path-wa- y of
light through the sky ?" as the poets ex
press is.

This will hardly prove as beautiful or
as large a comet as many tbat have ere
ceded it. The one of 1811 was esteemed
by astronomers as a most magnificent
oomet. Its nucleus was 400 and its
head 112,000 miles in diameter. Its tail
was a beautiful fan shape, extending
112,000,000 mile. It is light to say
that among the numerous comets ob-
served up to the present time, either
witn tne netted eye or by means of tele
scopes, the majority are distinguished
Dy a nebulosity surrounding the nu
cleus, and a great number, especially of
the most brilliant ones, possess a lumin
ous i rain or tail.

The diversity of aspect will perhaps
some day enable astronomers to class
comets into genera, species and varie-
ties, and will doubtless facilitate the
perfection of the theory of the phenom
ena which these bodies present, and
which is still so obscure. According to
Prof. Spoor, of Rochester, comets are
controlled by the same specifio law
which governs planets of the solar sys
tern. When in their orbits thousands
of millions f miles away from the sun
they move very slow in the arc of an
eclipse almost immeasurable. The sun
being positive and they deenlv negative.
it begins to exert acontrolling influence
over them, and as that attraction in
creases continually in proportion as the
squares of the distance decrease, they
mov-- s wifter and swifter until, as they
approach the sun, they sometimes fly
more than 800,000 miles per hour.

At their perihelion they are very near
tne sun, at; a become highlv nositive.
and hence are propelled back again into
neias oi space with tne same lightning
speed they were attracted towards the
great fountain of all motion. The rea-
son comets pass out of Bight eo rapidly
after passing their perihelion is because
they move around the sun in orbit.

at their aphelion point.
Prof. Chapman believes that there

was an attempt to use the spectroscope
upon Donati's oomet, and the lines were
believed to indicate carbon. But the
use of the instrument was not very well
understood in those days. However,
with the experience we have since gained
not only in regard to the magnificent
development oi tne instrument itself.
but also in regard to the lines of the
various chemical elements, we are in an
immensely better position for observa-
tions that is, if the oomet shines bv a
iignt oi lis own. xt it merely. . reflectsii ir i i ii ime ngni oi tne sun we shall get a con
tinnous spectrum without lines at all--

in a recent interview Prof. Parkhurst
said, in reference to the comet of 1843,
that in that year the Millerites were in
a state of great excitement, as one of
their prophets had predicted that the
ena oi the world was at hand, and the
appearance of the great comet in that
year seemed to justify all that they had
saio, ana a great many good and sensi-
ble people who were not Millerites be
gan to be seriously alarmed. The comet
of 1848 was a most brilliant one, and
was perfectly visible in the day-tim- e.

You had only to hold up your hand to
shield off the sun and the comet could
be plainly seen. Some of my friends
who felt a little uneasy about these
matters came to me, knowing that I was
a bit of an astronomer, to ask me
whether I thought the comet was reallv
going to strike the earth and d strov it.
I was then serving ray apprenticeship to
a jeweler in Portland, Me. I went out
oi doors and made an observation of the
motion of the comet. I did not observe
it more than fifteen minutes and I had
no instruments, but what I saw con
vineed me that the oomet would not
come near the earth. So I told mv
friends that they need not feel no more
anxiety on that account, for whatever
else might destroy the earth it certain
ly would not be the oomet.

Vary the Feed of Swine.

riety of food. He will eat animal and
herbaceous food alike there ia nothing
that comes amiss to him, and he thrivesupon an. xo select food for him, then,
is not the thing. Though you can fat-
ten him on one kind of food, you can
not oo it economically. Take what
Dreea yon line, and it is economy in
puuuumg ixio greatest result trom a
given amount of food ; that is the point
iur gives tne greatest profit in hog hus-
bandry. The cheapest food, then, is to
ua ruugm, u ii answers the pnrpose.
isy the cheapest we mean - that which
also accords with his nature, and which
ne rensnes and tUrives nnnn. fVim
alone, though the great hog feed made

rpcumn v is not tne most advantage-
ous. The exception to this is in !vhe
west, where corn is very cheap. But
even Here, other grain and feed added
will produce a better growth of muscle
and fat. All animals require a variety
of food, aDd the hog is no exception.
His appetite then will be satisfied, and
all the wants of his system supplied.
Grass ia summer suits him ; he revels
in a clover field. Milk suits him all the
year round, and assists rapid growth.
Milk contains a great variety of ele-
ments in solution, and is an aid to thedigestion of more solid food. He likes
vegetables they Btimnlate his appetite,
not culy for the vegetables but for the
rcore concentrated and richer food.
Though a " hog " he is governed by the
same physiological principles as other
animals, and is, therefore, liable to dis-en- se

to many ailments ; but most of
these are caused by abuses in manage-
ment. Where he is well attended to and
supplied with a variety of food he sel-
dom suffers from disease.

The Lee Estate.
By a decision rendered in the United

States district court for the eastern dis
triot of Virginia, Judge Hughes pre-
siding, in an action of eiectmhnt.
brought by Gen, W. C. Lee vs. Azro
Chase, the mill property on Four-mil- e

Run, in Fairfax county, was ordered to
be restored to said Lee, the devisee of
the late G. W. Parke Cnstis.

The significance of this decision lies
in the fact that the tract in ques-
tion is a part of the old Arliogton
estate, belonging to the late Mrs. Robert
Lee, with remainder over to George

v. yj. jjee, ano was sold by the govern-
ment for alleged non-payme- of taxes,
under the direct tax act of 1862. The
government holds the Arlington prop
erty Dy tne same title precisely as the
estate jnst adjudged to Gen. Lee. Pav--
ment of the tax in question, which was
very small, was tendered at the time
by a friend of Mrs. Lee. and waa re
fused under a rule adopted by the tax
commissioner, not to receive the tax
from any one but the owner in person.
Other estates were sold under similar
circumstances. In two of these cases,

i . - . . .wnere actions oi ejectment were
brought, the United States supreme
court have held, without any division
oi opinion, m the last two years

First, the tenders of uavment of tax
by a friend or relative cf the owner was
goo and a subsequent tax sold vcid,
Secondly, that tho publication of the
rule adopted by the commissioners,
refusing to receive the tax from anv one
but the owner, vitiated all sales for non
payment of taxes, and dispensed with
the necessity of a tender.

Alps by Iverner. His investigations ol
the vegetation on the margins of the
snow fields clearly prove not only that
germination can take place at thirty-tw- o

degrees but that stalks and flowers may. . . .i i i i i i i" uo uBveiopou re mac temperature.
Water formed by the molting of the
snow, sinking into the earth, serves to
excite organic changes in small plants
buriedlbeneath the snow and ice, and the
neat ii Derated oy tne respiration of the
plant melts the ice in contact with it,
and the growing portions force them-
selves into the cavities thus formed.
Th small stems thus frequently force
ineir way up tnrougn one or two inches
of ice, and finally perforate it, and ap-
pear, with their blossoms, above it.
Alpine flowers ere even found in full
bloom incased in ice, just as insects are
in amber, aitbongb, as a rule, the com-
plete development of the flower only
takes placej above the ice. Not un fre-
quently the margins of the snow fields,
converted into ice and granular snow.
are diversified by hundreds of Alpine
flowers, among them, at times, the
Boidaneua.

Farmers' Boots and Shoes.
A farmer who has been accustomed

to wearing thick boots for more than
forty years past says that, before wear-
ing the booto, give the bottoms a good
coating of tallow or coal tar, and dry it
in tlion nil ? h A ntiruiM" vit k .n.tn.
about one tablespoonfnl to each boot.
then oil them twice a week with the cas
tor oil, when one teatpoonful will be
sufficient. If the weather should be
rainy, or you are comoelled to work in
water during the day, wash your boots
clean at night, hold them by the fire
until quite warm, and il Ihem while
wet, and you will have no troub'e about
your boots getting hard and shrinking
up so that yon cannot get them on. If
the leather should become it d, give a
coat of ordinary shoe blacking before
oiling. The effect of castor oil is to
soften the leather, while it fills the
pores and prevents the water from en-
tering. I lave stood in mud and water
two or three inches deen for ten honrs
a day for a week, without feeling any
iimpupp or navicg anv aimcnity ingetting my boots on or off.
