TIMELY TOriCS.
Orn relations with Spain, according

to the announcement of tho formal sig
nature of the terms o! settlement of
the Virginias question, seems to be
premature, as it is known from the
best authotity that the final conolnsion
of tha arrangement has to await the
formal recognition of tbe new govern-
ment of King Alfonso by the United
State j. The credentials and instruc-
tions under this head aie now on their
way to Minister Cashing. The prelim-
inary agreement stipulates for the. pay-
ment of $18,000 in full satisfaction of
the Virginius claims of a personal char-
acter, and the abandonment on the part
of Spain of all reclamations agaTnst the
United St.ites. The autograph letter
from Alfonso to the presi.-Jen- t is purely
a formal oae, ouly announcing bis ac-
cession to the throne tnd expressing his
desire for a continuance of good rela-
tions. No d ay Las yet been fixe d by the
secretary of stite for the presentation
of this b!ter to the president by the
Spati.-- h minister. It i presumed it
will not tak place until the government
of King Alfonso shall have been recog-
nized by our government, through its
representative at Madrid, and pending
questions f ntisf ctorily adjusted.

The bouse committee which visited
Mississippi to investigate the condition
of affairs in that state, have submitted
two repsrts, the republicans uniting in
a majoiity report, and the demosrats in
a minority.

A Cairo correspondent describes

ball recently given by the khedive as
follows : " It took place st the Gue- -
zireh pulac?, fcituated on the Nile. As
one entered the tvenue leading into the
garden et the palace, fairv laud be sruu

Chinese latt.-rn-s suspended along the
avenues, slid gleamicg amid the broad
green leaves of lof 'y palms, giving them
tee appearance of being covered with
gorgeous flowers ; fountains sparkun
like sprays of diamonds iu tho flashing
l'gut ; graceful statues nrapeit witti gar
lauds as if trying to conceal their leve
liness : gis-jet- s placed c'ose togethei
round the top of the palace, sivinsr the
effect at a distance of an unbroken chain
of Dime : revolving light3 in macy col
ors, so arranged as to be reflected in
the river for almost a mile, combined
to form a scene of magical beauty nn- -

eqnaled by any in the 'Arabian lights.
When the invited guest reached the
grand entrance bis eyes were dazaled
by tbe flood of light poured upon him
from the richly gilt chandeliers in the
vestibule: the marble pavement and
the broad marble steps were covered
with ricii Persian carpete. As the ladies
stepped from the carriages uchers dress
ed in the native costume tffered their
arms to the cloak-roo- ; then up the
grand staircase, and, as they could not
speak Englivh nor most foreigners
Arabic, they could not present the
ladies whom tluy escorteJ, but now
and then a gentleman who had been
presented and who uodei stood French
conducted the strangers to the room
where the khedive stood alone, receiv-
ing his guests like any oidinary Ameri-
can gentleman. When introduced he
shook hands and smiled pleasantly.
As he, too, could not understand those
who did not speak French, he remained
silent till another group came up. The
next thing in order was to walkthrough
the various rooms, particularly admir-
ing those occupied by the Empress
Eugenie, of France, when here on a
viBic some lew years siuee. They were
elegantly fitted up in blue. It would
be impossible to fully describe their
migniBceut beauty. Vhen we entered
tho ball-roo- which was superbly dec-
orated and lined with mirrors, a single
set had been formed f;r the 'Lanciers.'
Tho gentlemen iu the set where Prince
Arthur, two princes (sons of the khe-
dive), and the duke of Mecklenburg.
The Jadies were very handsome and
magniticiently dressed. The dresses of
the women in ral at this princely
ft.te were surpassing ii their splendor.
Uiittericg coronets, necklaces of pre
cions stones, and on their arms, in thpir
hair, and even around their waists and
on portions of their dress were some of
the largest diamonds that were ever
seen outside of palaces when the court
jowels were displayed. Weary of the
glitter of the ball-roo- we passed out
ou the balcony to there ravel in tLe
panorama sjiioix-- l beiore us. It, waa
beyond description, and still (though
the hour was late), far as tho eyo couid
reach carriages could be seeu coming
up the illuminated avenue as though
bringing guests from the uttermost
ends of the earth. The khedive's bullet
was next in order. Here there were all
kinds of refreshments for the gentle-
men, with a prolusion of rare wines.
All through the eveniDg waiters carried
around trays of ices, wine, lemonade,
and sherbet. Half an hour after mid-
night supper was announced. The
guests were all seated at tables glitter-lu- g

with crystal, silver and gold, and
laden with all the luxuries of the east."

' People Along the Mediterranean.
A writer sajs : " The consanguinity

between tho different branches of the
Latin race is nowhere so conspicuous
as along the shores of the Mediterra-
nean, no people bearing a closer resem-
blance to each other than the Vfuioua
tribes on the seaboard of Spain, France
aud Italy. In oountenaoce, in dialect,
in manners, iu character, a Catalan is
much more like au Italian than like a
Castilian, a Provencal (not of Mar
seilles) much more akin to a Genoese
or FioiimontcHd than to a Gorman or
Breton. TLero are many reasons, both
ethnographical and historical, why th:s
should be 60 ; reasons into which it is
nt'dlees for uio to enter, but chiefly
traceable to identity of original descent
and long association in common politi-
cal destiuies and commercial enterprise.
And yet, with all this kindred nature,
with all this family likeness, considera-
ble differences are perceptible, and a
very decided distinction must bo drawn
bit ween them. The Catalan is more
Spanish vhan his two neighbors, the
P ovencal moie French, the Ligurian
more Italian ; acd it is impossible for
oae who looks about him, even notwith-
standing the speed with which the train
conveys him from bind to land, not to
become aware of the transition of one
shade to tho other of what appears at
the first glance, and what is in reality,
a common ethnical type. The three
peoples are equally intelligent, equally
thrifty, quick-witte- d and cheerful. But
there is a roughness and uneouthnesB
iu the Catalan that reveals his backward
Iberian civilization ; there is a

a tendency to official pedantry
in the Provencal which was caught by
long submission to Gallia rule and dic-
tation. The Genoese and Piedmontese,
as Italians, are less formal and abso
lute, and mJetd only too easy and care-
lessly intobrsnt.

"The Mikoshi."
Speaking of New Year's day in Japan

a correspondent of the Cleveland Her-
ald writes: "Tho 'Mikoshi' bears a
prominent part in all these festivitit s.
It is a miniature temple, like the Uaxfii
placed upon a platform, being carried,
however, upon the backs of rneu by
means of two long poles. In the morn-
ing it is brought out from the temple,
and volunteer beaiers are always at
haul to cirry it about the sireets for
the sake of religion and the free drinks
wh ich always abound on such occasions.
At a given signal the crowd start off at
a breakneck pace with the Mikoshi
uon their shoniders. They are pre-
ceded by several men furnished with
iron rods garnishee! at the end with
iron rings, which being struck on the
ground make a rattling, crashing noise
ajflicient to nttiuc; the attention of
everybody. The Mikoshi bearers rush
along iu a most uproarious style, from
tiiis side of the road to tliat, now back-
ward, now forward, aud as they tumble
fel niell on their courte the Mikohi is
t tsed high in the air anl bometimts
almoet touches the gtennd. As tha day
I rogressM, aud as the saki fcepius to
tell upon the bearers, their antics wax
madder aud madder, until i na'ly you
can hear their frantic shouting half a
mile off, and cau see them struggle
fiercely over their sacred burden, until
it seems as though they must surely be
on the jHiiat of tearing" it asunder. The
method of all this madness is apparent
ia tho roar of the procession, wheie can
l found the xuoitt-y-lut- of the teiupie
to which the Miko.sLi belongs, iu the
charge of a prie.--t wl.osc especial cire
it is tote j that the loult f this pious
uproar is a line lmiet of copper coin
for his golship."

CONGRESSIONAL.
In the Senste.on the 3rd, Mr. Howe,

from the committee on tho library, called Bp
the bill making further provision for the ac-

commodation of the library of ColiRres, which
provides for the erection of a bnfldinc in Jn
diciary Square. The bill waa discussed till the
expiration of the morning hour and then laid
over. . .The senate then resumed the eont-iil- -

eraion of the poatoftice appropriation bill.
the pending question being whether the sec-
tion in the hill ai it came from the honfe, re-
pealing the act of June. 1372, authorising tbe
I'arsno Mail contract, should bo ntucken ont.
The vote waa taken on the question of strik
ing out the repealing clans- -, and resulted
ayea, 11 ; noes, 52. Tho action of the house
in repealing the contract of 1872 fit additional
snbbiuy was then conenrred in. Tha bill waa
then read a third time and parsed Mr.
Spencer presented a memorial of the republi-
can members of the general assembly of Ala-
bama, addreesed to the president and con-
gress, claiming that the change made by the
Alabama legislature in the penal co!e of tha
state, made a system of involuntary servitude
for Afiinan citizens; that 03.0(10 republican
voters were disfranchized by political legisla-
tion ; that the democrats proposed acts
amounting to a practical nnllifiation of the
c mstitutiou&l amendment : and finally asking

rill, of Vermont, from the committe on finance.
reported adversely on all the bills to establish
a branch mint in the vest, aud they were in-

definitely postponed The bill to admit
Colorado as a state was taken np. Before
pmeeeding with the Color do bill the senate
adjourned until

In the House on the 23d. Ou motion
of Mr. Dawes, the house agreed to take np the
tariff bill. The house, at 12 o'clock, went into
committee of the whole on the tariff bill. Mr.
Bale, of Maine, in the chair. Mr. Lougbridge
offered an additional section imposing an in- -
cerae tax of 3 per cent, on ail incomes between
$3,0!10 aud $10,000, and of 5 per cent, on all
incomes exceeding $10,000. M Bntler. of
Massachusetts, offered n amendment provid-
ing that the tax on dividends, etc , .naU be
paid by corporations. Adopted. Mr. Longh
ridge's amendment, a thus amended, was
adupted-11- 4 to 86. A section was adopted
imposing a tax of one-ten- th of one per cent.
on all sales of stocks, bonds, gold and silver
and other pecurities. Mr. Dawes moved to
strike out the enacting clause of the bill. Car--
neu, i in iq ine committee rose ana re-
ported that action to the house. The bouse
then proceeded to vote on striking ont the
enacting clause, and it was not agreed to, yeas
105, nays 150. The bill wps igain referred to
the committee of the whole, by which it was
amended in several particulars and then re--
porioa 10 me nor.se. Mr. Dawes tnerenpon
proceeded to address the bonse on the neces-
sity of providir crforthe deficit in the treasurv.
aud epoke of tbe impossibi ity of framing any
icvuiiiie win luai uum saiisiy an seccons ana
all iuterests. He referred to the income tax
as a tax which wag roost just and proper in
thpory, bnt as one which hd proved objection-
able in all countries where it was tried, because
it was promotive of rerjury and demoraliza-
tion. Believing that the necessit.es of the
government csilh d on congress to pass some
revenue measure before adjournment, he
proposed to make one more effort in that di
rection. Tie, therefore, offered as a substitute
for the bill, one fixing the tax on whmkv to be
hereafser made ninety ce lis a gallon, tobacco
and sugar as in the amended hill, and re tor--
inn tea per cent, on manufactured prvndu nn-- t

on that he moved the previous question. The
previous question was seconded, and the main
question ordered, yeas 133. nava 114.

CIVIL RIGHTS.

Foil Text of the Civil Eights Bill as it
Paste1 4 Con?res?

A Comprehensive eutumirrot the Csucus
force Bill.

We give below the fall text of the civil-right-

bill as it passed congress.
Section 1. That all persons within the tor

isdiction of tho United States shall be en
titled to full and eoual emplovment of accom
modations, advantages, facilities and privi-
leges of inns, public conveyances on land or
water, theatres and other places of public
amusement, subject only to conditions and
limitations established, by law and applicable
auks to citizens Of every rao and co'or, re
gardless or any previous condition of servi-
tude. -

6ec 2. That arty person who shall violate
the foregoing section bv denying to any citiien.
except for reasons bv law applicable to citizens
or every race aud color, and regardless of any
previona couaition or servitude, tno run en-
joyment of any of tbe accommodations, ad
vantages, facilities or privileges in said section
enumerated, or b aiding or inettinjr ra h de
nial, shall, for every offense, forfeit and pay
me sum or nve nandred aouars to tne person
aggrieved thereby, to be recovered in action of
debt, with full costs, and shall also, for every
sucn onense, bo deemed guilty or a misde-
meanor, and upon conviction thereof be lined
not less than five hundred dollars nor more
than one thousand dollars, or shall be Im-
prisoned not lesa than thirty days nor more
tban one year ; provided, that all persons may
elect to sue for the penalty aforesaid or to
proceed under their rights at common law.
and by state statutes, and having so elooted
to proceed in tho one mods or other, their
right to proceed in other jurisdiction shall bo
barred; but this proviRo shall not apply to
criminal proceeJinga either under tlrB act or
the criminal law of any state: and provided
further, that a judgment for the penalty in
favor of the party aggrieved, or adjudgment
upon an indictment, shall be a bar to cither
prosecution upon any other.

Sec. 3. District and circuit courts of tbo
United States shall have, exclusively of the
courts of the several states, cotruizance of all
crimes and offenses against and violations of
the provisions of this act, and actious for tbe
Eenalty given by the preceding section may

in territorial, district or circuit
courts of tho United States, wherever the de-
fendant may be fonnd. without regard to the
other party, and district attorneys, marshals
and deputy marshals of tbe united states, and
commissioners appointed by the circuit and
territoriil courts of tho United States, with
powers of arresting and imprisoning or bailing
offenders against the laws of the United States,
are hereby especially authorized and required
to institute proceedings against every iierson
who shall violate the provisions of this act,
and cause him to be arrested or bailed, as tbe
cise mav be, for trial before such court of 'he
United States or territorial court as by law has
cognizance of tho offense, except in respect to
the right of action accruing to the person ag-
grieved, and suL-- district attorneys shall cause
such proceedings to bo prosecuted to their
termination ; provided, that nothing contained
in this section shall be construed to deny or
defeat any right of civil action accruing to any
person, whether by reason of this actor other-
wise, and any district attorney who shall will-
fully fail to institute and prosecute th pro-
ceedings herein referred to shall, for every
such offense, forfeit and pay the sum of five
hundred dollars to tho person aggrieved there-
by, to bo recovered by an action of debt, and
shall, on conviction thereof, be deemed guiltv
of a misdemeanor and fined not less than one
thousand dollars or more than five thousand
dollars ; and provided further, that a judg-
ment for tho penalty in favor of tho party ag- -
grieted, against any such district attorney, or
a judgment upon an indictment against any
euoh dmtrict attorney, shall be a bar to either
prosecution respectively.

Sec. 4. 'that no citizen possessing all other
qualifications which are or may be prescribed
by law, shall be disqualified for service a-- i a
grand or petit juror in any comt of the United
Statea on account of race, aolor, or previous
condition of servitude, and any officer or other
person charged with any duty of selection or
summoning of jurors, who shall exclude or
fail to summon any citizen for the cai.se
aforesaid, shall, on conviction, be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor and be fined not more
than five thousand dollars.

Seo. 5. That all cases arising under the pro
visions of this act in the courts of the United
Sta'ea shall be reviewable by the supreme
court of the United States without regatd to
the sum in controversy, under the same pro-
visions and regulations as are now providod
by law for review of other causes in said court.

8CMMABT OF THE FOBCB BILL,
SecTros 1. If two or more persons within

the jurisdiction of the United States or of
any of the states of the union shall forcibly
overthrow a state government, or any of tho
constituted authorities- - of tho same, or inter
fere in any forcible or unlawful maimer with
tho due execution of the laws ot a state, or
of the United States, or conspiro for such
purposes with the intent to commit a crime,
the per-o- n so offending shall be deemed gudty
of a felony and punished with a fine not ex-
ceeding ten thousand dollars a:id imprison-
ment at hard labor not oxceeding ten years.

Seo. 2. If troormore persons shall con-
spire to usurp by force any anon government,
or department thereof, or shall attempt to
subvert or nsurp ench stato government, or
shall actnally overthrow tho government of
aDy state, such person, upon conviction, shall
be deemed guilty of a crime and fined not
less than five thousand dollars and imprison-
ment not exceeding two years.
... Sec. 3. No citizen of tho United States en-
titled to vote at an election for representative
in congress, under the constitution of tho
United Stales, or under the fundamental con-
ditions prescribed in any of the acts of con-
gress admitting any of the states lately in re-
bellion, shall be deprived of such right to
vote by any action of such states, whether by
act of the legislature or amendments to the
several state constitutions. If any officer
charged with conducting such election shall
refuse at any election for congress to receive
tho vote of sdv such citizen in coneequenoo
of any euoh action, bo shall be guilty of a

and upon conviction be fined
from five hundred to one thousand dollars,
and imprisonment not exceeding oce year.
- Sec. 4. Any persons using fire-arm- s or
other deadly weapons against any persons at
any place on the day of registrations for tho
congressional elections for tho purpose of in-

timidating or injuring such person while such
election is in progress, and who shall do the
same before any election shall be gnilty of a
crime ; penalty five hundred to two thousand
dollars ; imprisonment not exceeding three
years: Provided, that if any ptrsons thall
carry concealed fire-ar- or other deadly
weapons at Buch elections or place of regis-
tration this shall bo taken as presumptive
evidence of the intent to intimidate under this
act.

Provides that any registration officer
or supervisor appointed under tbo laws of any
state, who shall refuse to permit citizens to
vote or to register, or to allow them sufficient
opportunities to register or to obtain proper
information, eliau also oe oeemed guilty or a
crime ; peualtv, 500 to 1,000; imprison-
ment, six months to two years.

Ji'rsolred, That it Is recommended to tho
house of representatives of Louisiana to lake
immediate steps to rcniedv such mtnsMee, an
place the persona rightfully entitled iu their
seats.

Hrfolvffl, That VTm.- P. Kellogg bo recog
nized aa tho governor of tbe stave of Louis
iana ntJtiL the end of te teim of efflce fixed
by the constitution of that state. .

TITE MAJORTTT BEJ'OBT
The undersicnei, a majority of the commit

tee on the state or the 6omh, respectruily re-
port that they cannot agree to the report nia-l-

to tho committee by Messrs. Hoar, Wbouler
aud Frye. The laws inimical to the colored
people ot Louisiana referred to in this report
have been repealed for years, except during
the schism of Gov. Warm'oth in 1872. The re
publican party has long had control of the
machinery of the stae. Tho r.tato registra
tion shows an excess of the colored over the
white voters, giving 90,781 colored to 70.823
whites. In the absence of any direct evidence
that the late election was not free and fair.
the assumption of the miuonlv that enough
co'ored voters must, therefore, have been pre
vented from voting at tne late election ny the
recollection or the Coirax and (Jonsuatta kill
in rh. the causes and circunistaiieea of which
are disputed, and by other riota which occur-
red years before, to have changed the result
of the election throughout the state, is an as-
sumption so violent, when it is recollected
that both those pirinhes elected a full Kellogg
ti ket by increased rennbli?an majorities, as
not to be received. If any other cause for
the vote of the state can be found, such
causes exist and are obvious ; among these
are

1. The recistration was incorrect and ex
ceeded tho true colore! vote. The registra-
tion waa wholly in tho hands of tho Kellogg
onieiais, with whom a republican onmoiittee,
with United States Marshal Packard at their
head, Ia only three parishes did
the republican supervisors of registration
make any cmnlaint of unfair or insufficient
registration. On the other hand, very great
complaint was made by the conservatives, who
specified with proof 5.200 cases of conceded
fase registration in Nev Orleans alone, and
those conservatives who haa boon co--o pee-
ring in the joint party committee to secure i
fair registration, gave up in despair. The
census of 1870, tbo correctness of which is not
impeached, showed S7.076 whites and 86,fll3r
colored males over twenty-on- e years or age.
AU the statistics and evidence before lis hull
cated no chang in this proportion in favor o--
the colored voters, vet the registration of col
ored voters exceeded by 4.000 tho total nom
ber of colored adult males returned by tho
census, while tbe registration or white voters
was 10.000 less.

2. The whole number of voters registered
was 167,604: of the-- 140.520 voted. This is
a larcer proportion of registered voters than
usually vote in any ot the northern state. In
an agricultural state, sparsely settled, where
long journeys had often to be made to reach
tho polls, it is nnreasonatilo to suppose that
greater proportion of registered blacks would
have voluntarily turned out to sustain the
government, under which the prosperity of the
state and tbeir wages and the value of their
shares of production had steadily declined.
than usually vote at elections nortn or south.

3. 1374 was a vear of political change, it
which the voe throughout all states was seri-
ously affected against the republican party, a
resulting largely from the financial distress
of the poople, and which should therefore
naturally have been even greater in Louisiana
than elsewnere.

4. It became Ihe interest of the conserva
tives at the last election not to intimidate, but
to acquire bv every fair means colored votes.
The parties who wore alleged to have threat-
ened tho blacks with tho refusal of emplov-
ment were subjected to prompt arrest. It
was known that pretexts would be sought to
deprive the conservatives of tho result if they
prevailed in tho election. It was therefore
their interest to avoid giving any snch pretext.
Accordingly, they determined everywhere to

with and reconcile the blacks.
Thev voted down the propositions or sugges-
tions which were made in tbe early part of tho
campaign, for a refus 1 to employ those col
ored voters who would not with
hem. and eonerallv sought by combining with

the colored voters, to carry tho election. Lo
cal combinations ag&inst the Kellogg candi-
dates were mado in many parishes by men of
all part e-- i and color, lu several parishes,
tickets composed of colorod and conservative
votei s were voted for and elected. An intel
ligent colered witnes- - testified that he desired
better government, and. to that enl, was will-bi- g

to swallow tho white man, if white men
would swallow the colored. These causes aud
feeliues naturally united to swell tho conser
vative vote in such localities, ss indicated by
the returns.

5. Tbe entire want of any direct evidence to
show any general intimidation of colored
voters. Of course, iu so large a stato it would
be imnoesib'o that there should be no instances
of refusal to employ or of intimidation. Such
occur in every sta'e. But the evidence cer
tainly indiea'es no general intimidation of col
ored voters, and that such intimidation as did
exist in the state, was rather in tha interest
of the republicans tban of tlie conservatives.
Tho United Ktatas marshals, whose chief waa
the chairman of the republican state commit-
tee, armed iu some cases with blank warrants
of arrest, and aided by federal troops, made
constant arrests beforo the election, hut not
afterwards. Tho oversight of tho election and
retnrna was in the hands of Gov. Kellogg'a
officials. Tbeir account and retnrna did show

reiity-nin- e majority of members of tho lower
honse elected 1 V the conservatives witbont
any protest whatever, except in three parishes,
although it was their province and duty to
protest in any case wbero violence and intimi-
dation or fraud existed. Indpcd, tho direct
evidence as to tbe election of 174, as well aa
tho circum-tance- e, clearly indicate a peaceable
and fair election. In fact, after tho visit of
tho first committeo, and rovisit of the special
committee, tho Kellogg party with all their
maehinory for collecting evidence, were nnablo
to produce in the entire state more tliau half
a dozen persons to testiry to anytnmg im-
peaching the freedom and fair-e- sa of tho late
e.letior.H, who were not ofiiee holders or con-

nected ith office-holder- s. Against such facta
it soems to us idle to assume that the disturb
ances ho vividly pictured by tho minority,
could have kept'up throughout the stato uch
a feeling of intiardation as would justify the
assumption, that bnt for that feeling, the state
would have gone republican. All experience
showa that the result of the election of 174 in
Louisiana, as returned to the returning board,
waa natural and to be only accounted for by
the reasons we have given.

Wo hold, therefore, that in November. 1874.
tho people of the state of Louisiana did fairly
have a free, peaceable and fnll legislation
and election, in which a clear conservative
majori'y wai elected to tho lower house of the
legislature, of which majority the conserva-
tives were deprived by the unjust, illegal and
arbitrary action of the returning board.

To the rosolntiona reported to the bouse
from the committeo. aa to tlie action of the
returning board, wo are all agreed. We un-

derstand tho committee to be nnanimoua iu
finding tbe fact that the action of tbe return-
ing board has defeated the will of the people
mn expressed bv them at tbe poili on the 3d of
Soeml)r, 1874. Tho people then elected to
tbe lower house of their legislature a majority
of conservative momtera. A portion of tho
conservative members thus elected were re-

fused their certificates. This Is an act of
groat injnsiee to tho individuals, and of grav-
est Lanier to the state and free government,
and ought to be imroediatelv cntroed by any
power 4sompo'.nt to eorreot it.

The resolution recommending tho recog-
nition of Gov. Keilogg is bed upon ths gen-
eral impression "d not upon evidence. On
th tt toint i o testimony w taken,ithr by
the committee or any part of it. Kel'opg may
or may not bavo been elected io 1H72, bnt
thero i do evident to show tho fact, or if
there ae, it baa boen neither sought nor found
bv tbio eetmntuee. - -

The aquarium at Brighton, England,
has been lately emichod by tLe addi-
tion of a mad-fis- h from Africa.

inches. The mud harJens around it,
and there it lies curled np in its cell,
like the chrysalis of a lilkworra in its
cocoon, for three quarters of a year, till
tho nest rainy season, when tbe river
onoe more flows along its former course.
Theu every crack and fit sure of the
parched clay drinks 'of tho running
water : the mud is liquiheu, and the
fish get free, apparently none the worse
for its long imprisonment aud depriva
tion of light ana air.
