"Last week I was south of here thirty--

five mile, and drove my team -- tha
whole way without seeing a treo or both
of any kind. Tbe land-her- . aloBg the
line of the St. Paul and Psd'ficf railroaa;
is mostly settled up by Norwegians and
Swedes, who are accustomed, bo a cold
climate. Most of them .dig a .square
hole iu the gronnd, put some' timbers
over tbe top. and cover them with dirt1
and sod. All you can. Bee is a. 'stove-- '
pipe Sticking out of the ground.-- 'When
you drive up to the house and call,
they Oime out like bo many bees. Toey
are good citizrns and very industrious.
'' '"We have farmed it here until we
are sick of it, and stond 'the furious
anow storms and cold of winter, wind
storms, thunder and Jightuiug, acd
hard times, until wo have bad enougj.
All we have to buy is - clear tip high ;
what wn have to sell is. 'clear down
low." Oar wheat this year only went
ten oufthels to tne acre, ana we are
ebliged to cart it twenty miles to sell it
for 55 cents per bushel.- - We bad 110
acsres, and the more the worse.. This is
the 17th of November, yet we have, had
enow for three weeks. get five and
a half months of bare ground to fcix and
a half months of solid winter.. There
was ranch cold weather before the snow
began ta fall. Thia is rather - a rough
place for a wtite man ; even the fcuSalo
have crowed, the Missouri liver to ' go
.West.' ;. We shall stat neit pring, and
quite a nnmber of families with us."'
