TriE Panama tar mourns ovfr the
fact that the racifia Mail Steamship
company and the Panama Eailroad
company have raised freight to such an
exorDitant rate thnt the banana-producer- s

on the Isthmus will come to
grief, not being able to ship their fru t
to New York, except at a considerable
oss. Whoa shipments can ha made
12,000 per month in American silver

is paid to producers. The law ia there-
fore keenly felt, and the selfishness of
the transportation companies is evident
irom tne ionowingparagraphin the Star :

When the Pacific Mail refused to di
vide with the Panama railroad, the Pan
ama railroad company then charged
sufficient freight for the two miles
transportation of the bananas to cover
one-thir- d of tho two thousand miles sea
transportation. Meanwhile, these two
companies contond about the division
of freitrhta. tho banana merchants are
ground between the upper and nether
mill-stone- their profits destroyed, their
busineEa mined, and the most important
branch of Isthmus exports vanishes.

The recent death of Lady Franklin
brings to mind tho discovery by Capt.
McClintock of tho fate of Sir. John
Franklin. This is the crearv record :

On the Cth of May Lieut. Hobson
pitched his tent beside a largo cairn
upon Toint Vicfory. LyiDg among some
looso stones, which had fallen from the
top of this cairn, was found a small tin
case containing a record, tho substance
of which'was as follows : ' This cairn
was built by the Franklin expedition
upon the assumed site of Sir James
Hobs' pillar, which had not been found.
The Erebus and Terror spent their first
winter at Beechy Island, after haviDg
ascended Wellington Channel to latitude
77 deg. north, and returned by the west
side of Cornwallid Island. On the 12th
of September, 181G, they were beeet by
the ice. Sir John Franklin died on the
11th of June, 1817. On the 23d of
April, 1813, the ships were abandoned
five leagues to the north-northwe- st of
Point Victory, and the eervivors. 105
iu number, landed here under the
command of Capt. Crozier.'" There
has been" but little said of one
feature of the relics of the Franklin ex
pedition. The discovery of huraan
bones in kettles did not permit observers
to avoid the conclusion that the starving
men had cooked and eaten deceased
comrades.

The New York correspondent of theLondon Kfnnln.,I :..i v. 1UIU1DUC3 ouuia 1111- -
portant facts as to cotton manufacture
in tho northern and southern states, and..ao a Detween the two,
He says :

First, as to the north. I have some
fasts bearing upon the profits of cotton
manufacture iu six mills, which have
been adduced to prove the profitable-
ness of northern manufactures. I give
mese as presumably correct. The Caic- -

opee juiiis, with a capital of 8130,000,
made an average orofit of 25.fi ner cent.
during the period from 1862 to 1871
the period of the six calculations. The
haulsbury Mills, with a canital of S3
000,000, made a profit of 22 5 per cent.;
the Pacific, capital, 82,500,000, made
21.25 per cent.; the Naumkeag, capital,
81,500,000, made 19 62 per cent.; the
Merrimac, capital, $2 500,000, made 15.5
Trr cent.; and the Middlesex, capital,
5.O0.000. made 12 5 percent. These
profits, leaving out of the calculation
the capital invested, shows an average
per centage of 17.98. But the re-
sult is pretty nearly correct, as we see
two facts of opposite character
namely, that the largest profits come
on the smallest capital, and that the
amount of capital that made above the
geneial average is largely in excess
nearly double, in fact that which fell
below it.

Secondly, as to the south. I have no
comprehensive figures to bhow in this
region, for the reason that such indus-t- i

ies as these were all in a confusion
during the whole of the period of great
prosperity, embraced in the northern
reports. The Macon Mills (steam) dur-
ing the last year or two claimed to have
realized profits to tho enormous extent
of 30 to 40 per cent. say, the average,
35. The Petersburg Mills are sail to
realize a profit of 25 per cent.; the
Langley Mills, over 25 per cent; the
Augusta Mills, over 20 per cent. ; the
Columbus Mills, the largest probably in
the south (running 32,000 spindles and
900 looms), over 20 per cc-n- t , and the
Tallahasse, 20 per cent. These six av
erage, as above calculated, a profit of
over 21 per cent. This, it must be re-
membered, has been mainly since the
financial crisis, September, 1S7S, during
which time many of the northern mills
have been running on half ttrue. These
facts, so far as they constitute any com-
parison, tell very strongly in favor of
the greatest profits of southern over
northern mills. The per cent, profits
are northern, in prosperous times,
17.98 ; southern, in times of ereat finan
cial stringency, 21. But, as I intimated
above, the facts hare given, while I be-
lieve them to be honestly estimated f nd
very close to the truth, are not to be
taken strictly.

Thirdly, as to one mill, mentioned
above, I have epecifio and trustworthy
statements. The mill is the Granite-vill- o

manufacturing company, located
in South Carolina. Mr. II. H. Hick-
man, president, has just published his
annual report, aud it is from this that
I take tho following details : The cap-
ital slock of the company is six hun-
dred thousand (000,000)' dollars; aud
the net profits for the year ended on
the 27th of February have been 111,588
dollars, which is 19.08 per cent cm the
capital stock. President Hickman states
that the trade of the country iu all its
departments has not yet wl oily recov-
ered from the depression caused by the
momentary panic of 1873. The mills in
the north rau on short time during a
large part of the year, and some of them
stopped work altogether, whilo the
Orauitevillo ran without interruption.
The profits from sale? of goods in New
York were 811,910 ; from domestic sales:
871,799 ; from s iks cf waste, 815,903;
irom rent, in all, 133,287. The
amount d credit of profit and loss ac
count has been reduced by the sum of
$18,099 ; and by subtracting that
amount from the gross profits above
given, the remainder is 8111,589, which
shows the net profits, namely, 19.09 per
cent, on the capital stock. The con
sumption of cotton during the year
amounted to 3,076,892 pounds, or 171
commercial bales, 450 pounds each, of
tue value of So'JS.OOl!, an average of
14,38 cents per pound. The cotton
nsod was made into. 259,820 pieces of
cloth, in 10,530,500 yards, a piece being
about 40 yards, lhis is an increase of
170.030 pounds of cotton, 4,755 pieces
of cloth, and 793,500 yards over the
preceding year. They have in store
1,855 bales, or 834, 7a0 pounds, which
oost an average of 13.6G cents a pound
less than the preceding year s prices.

Fourthly, as to the reasons for the
greater profits of the southern manu
facturers. Prominent among these is
tho fact that they have cotton at their
doors. The transportation from the
south to, say Lowell, the ceutro of
Northern manufacturers, costs, for
freight; 85, for commission on purchase,
81.50 ; for insurance, 50 cents ; and for
exchange and shipping expenses and
truckage, 65 cents, in all 7.65. Now,
a bale of cotton 450 pound', at 15 cents
a pound, is 807.50 a bale ; and 87. G5 for
expenses incidental to transportation
deducted is a deduction of more than
11 per cent of the capital invested.
Bat this is not all. Of the 450 pounds
iu a bale the waste is always calculated
at 15 per c?nt, which is 67.5 pounds,
and this from 450 leaves 382.5 as the
bale of fibre. Now, 87.65 for transpor-
tation is 13.33 per cent of the whole
value ; and this is the disadvantages
with which tho Lowell manufacturer
begins his work. It costs him thou
81.41 a bale to get the cloth to New
York, the common market. It costs
the southern manufacturer at Augus-
ta, say 82.41 to ship his 6loth to the
same market. But, by referring again
to President Hickman's figures above,
we find that his market is at homo ;

that is, 02 per cent of his sales are
domestic, while 38 per cent are in New
York, lie has to pay tho 82 44 freight
on only 3S per cent of his cloths, while
the" Lowell manufacturer pays his
81.41 on all of his. Another point of
economy to the Augusta manufacturer
is the cheaper labor he can command.
He has no fear of strikes, as his brother
in Lowell has to deal with every
month. Food and firewood are both
cheaper, and fr less of the latter is
required.

Measles Ptstilenee in the Fiji Island!1.

The London Spectator gives tho fol-

lowing account cf the fearful depopula-
tion of the Fiji Islands ty disease since
their recent acquisition by Great Britain:
" A British ship, it appears, landed
there some returned emigrants ill with
the measles, and these men scattered to
their homes. The disease being con-
sidered trivial by Europeans, no precau-
tions were taken, but, as usual when an
inferior race catches an infectious dis-

ease from a superior one, its virulence
was intensified, it speedily bee me a
plague, and the natives, naturally be-

lieving that it had been designedly in-

troduce! to kill them ofT, refused medi-

cine, and rushed into the sea to allevi-
ate the torment of the rash. The bath-iD- g

produced acute dysentery, and it is
believed that most of the chiefs and a
third or the population say 50,000 per-son-c

have died. There is no certainty
either that the worst is pat, or that the
pestilence may not be followed by a
native outbreak, against which the
colonial office has taken precautions.
The native constabulary, who are under
discipline, have been compelled to sub-

mit to proper treatment, and none of
them have- died ; but thongh doctors
and medicine have been ordered from
Sydney, no jower exists to compel the
natives to use either."

AEOUT SHARKS.

Sharks are usually spoken cf as the
mokt rapacious and abhorrent of s.

That they are rapacious is
undeniable, but why they are e is not
generally considered. Wo will go a
little into the matter. The shark, a
fish of the family Squalirfrr, when quite
in his infant stute, and only a few
inches in length, exhibits a pugnacity
almost without parallel for his ago. He
will attack fish two or three times larger
than himself ; or, if caught, and placed
for observation on the of a vessel,
he resents handling, and, with unerring
precision, strikes a finger placed on
almost any part of his body.

Two things contribute to the shark's
determined fierceness. In tho firtt
place, we may refer to his teeth, for of
the3e engines of destruction nature has
been to him particularly bountiful ; and
this species of bounty he has a peculiar
pleasure in exercising. If he could
speak, ho would probably tell us that,
besides beirg troubled with his teeth,
which he could not help keeping in use,
he had been gifted with enormous ab-
dominal viscera, and that, more par-
ticularly, a third of his body is occupied
by spleen and liver. The bile and other
digestive juices which, are secreted from
such an immense apparatus, and poured
continually into tiie stomacil, tend to
stimulate appetite prodigiously and
what hungry animal with good teeth
was ever tender-hearte- d ? In truth, a
shark's appetite can never bo appeased ;

lor, in Rdditiou to this bilious oiathesis.
he is rot a careful masticator, but
hastily boltinpr his food, produces there
by not only the moroseuess of indiges-
tion, but a whole host of parasites,
which goad as well as irritate the intes-
tines to that degree tbat tbe poor
sqnalus is sometimes quite beside him-
self from the torment, and rushes, like
a blind Polyphemus, through the waves
in search of anything to cram down his
maw that may allay such urgent dis
tress, lie doea not seek to be cruel,
but he is cruelly famished. It is not
I,' expostulates the man in the crowd,
that is pushing ; it is others behind

mo. Ine poor wretch must Fatisfy,
not only his own ravenous appetite, but
the constant demand of these irternal
paraeites, either with dead or living
toou ; and tlierefore it is that, Eped as
from a catapult, he pounces on a quarry,
and sometimes got pes himself beyond
what he is able to contain.

Having said thus much of the rapa
cious habits of the Squalidfo, we would
have it remembered that every man's
haul is against them, and that no tor-
tures are considered too severe to inflict
upon them when caught. If they are
relentless to man and every living thing
around them, their insatiable appetite
renders them equally destructive to
their own speciep, and we of the white
population of this globe ought to recol-
lect, with some show of gratitude, that
they always prefer an African to a Eu-
ropean ; for although they are fond of
men of any color, a negro is to them as
the choicest venison. Commerson tells
us that one of the atrocious amu-emen- ts

practised on board slave-ship- s was to
suspend a dead negro from the bowsprit,
in order to watch tho efforts of the
sharks to reach him, and this they would
sometimes effect at a height of more
than twenty feet above the level of the
sea. Wonderful are the tales that sail
ers tell cf tho various things that have
been found in a shark s stomach, and it
was thought that any substance that
would enter its mouth was at all times
acceptable. The following, which de
tails a cruel trick, as described in the
Glasgow Observer, dispels this illusion :

over the bulwarks of the
schooner, ' writes a correspondent to
this journal, I saw one of these watch-
ful monsters winding lazily backwards
and forwards like a long meteor ; some-
times rising till his nose disturbed the
surface, and a gushing sound like a
deep breath rose through the breakers ;
at others, resting motionless on the
water, as if listening to our voices, and
thirsting for our blood. As we were
watching the motions of this monster,
Bruce (a little lively negro, and my
cook) suggested the possibility of de-
stroying it. This was briefly to heat a
fire-bric- k in the stove, wrap it up hastily
in somo old greasy cloths, as a sort of
disguise, and then to heave it over-
board. This was the work of a few
minutes; and the effect was triumphant.
The monster followed after the hissing
prey. e saw it dart at the brick like
a flash of lightning, and gorge it in- -

stanter. The shark rose to the surface
almost immediately, and his uneasy
motions soon betrayed the bucccbs of
tho manteuvre. His agonies became
terrible; the waters appeared as if dis-
turbed by a violent squall, and the
spray was driven over the taffrail where
we stood, while the gleaming body of
the fish repeatedly burst through the
dark waves, as if writhing with fierce
and terrible convulsions. SDmetimes
we thought we heard a shrill bellowing
cry, as if indicative of anguish and rage,
rising through the gurgling waters.
His fury, however, was soon exhausted;
in a short time the sounds broke away
into distance, and the agitation of the
sea subsided. Tho shark had given
himself up to the tides, as unable to
struggle against the approach of death,
and they were carrying his body unre
sistingly to the beach.

Crouch, in his Fishes of the British
Islands, would indirectly claim some
apology for the habits of the shark
tribe : iu reference to which he asks
why tbe lion and tho eagle should oc-
cupy the elevated places they do in
popular estimation, as the king cf beasts
and monarch of the air. They live by
tho exercise of powers similar to those
of the sharks, and if insatiable appetites
are to take precedence, sharks ought to
stand in the foremost rank.

The appearance of sharks occasionally
upon our coast naturally creates a cer-
tain panio amongst bathers ; and we may
trace the breakage of the nets of our
fishermen to their presence, among
other causes. The six-gille- d shark, or
gray shark, is st metimes eleven or
twelve feet in length, 'and is very de-
structive among the pilchards on the
Cornish coast. The white shark is a
formidable fellow; but although his
class occasionally send even to our isles
deputations of one or two, we have,
fortunately, not had to record of late
years such a visitation as that of 1785,
when hundreds appeared in the British
channel. This individual is perhaps
the most formidable of all the inhab-
itants of the ocean. Kuysch says that
the whole body of a man, and even a
man in armor, has leen found in the
body of a white shark. Captain King,
ia Lis Survey of Australia, says he
caught one which could have swallowed
a man with the jreatost ease. Blumen- -
bach sas a whole horse has been found

in it ; and Csptain Basil Hall reports
the taking ot one, in which, besides
other things, he found the whole skin
of a buffalo, which a short time before
hal been thrown overboard from his
ship. The blue shark is a horrible
nuisance to the fishermen, but, fortu-
nately, it is with us only in summer,
when it makes itself known by hunting
after the fLh entangled in "the nets,
which it does by seizing both fish and
net with its keen and serrated teeth,
and swallowing fish and mesh together.
As it is not always pleasant to have
sharks following a ship, it cannot be
too well known that a bucket or two of
bilge water has been known to drive
them off.

The shark tribo are remarkably reten
tive of life, and instances are related
which would be almost beyond belief.
if not vouched for by numbers of wit
nesses. or instance, an individual
was caught with a line ; its liver was
cut out, and tho bowels left hanging
from the body, in which state the sail-
ors, as an object of abhorrence, threw it
into the sea. But It continued near the
boat ; and not long afterwards, it pur
sued, and attempted to devour a mack-
erel that had escaped from the net. In
another instance, a shark was thrown
overboard after the head had been
severed from the body ; after which, for
a couple of hours, the body continued
to use the efforts of swimming in vari-
ous directione to employ the conjec-
ture of a boy amongst tho crew as if it
were looking for its head. Next, we
have tho thrasher, which has obtained
the name of fox shark, because of the
shape of its tail. The title of thrasher,
however, is most appropriate, from its
habits of lashing the sea with its tail, by
which it has been known to put to flight
a heard of sportive dolphins, and even to
fill the whale with terror. The por
beagle is another of the shark tribe, and
is a common visitor on the western
coasts in summer. Then follows that
too plentiful aud rapacious fish, the
toper, known likewise as the white
hound, penny dog, or miller dog. How
ever, as it swims deep, it does not do so
much injury to the fishermen's nets as
some of its congeners. Then we have
the smooth hound, or doe.
or skate-toothe- d shark, which are pre
sumed to coie irom considerable dis-
tances, from the kind of hooks some-
times found in them, which resemble
those used on the coast of Spain. They
feed upon crustaceous animals, but will
take a bait. The picked dog, spur dog,
or bone dog, but commonly known as
the dog-fish- , is the smallest, but un
questionably the most numerous of the
shark tribe. It frequents our coasts all
the year ronnd, and even in the severcGt
weather. Then there are the spinous
shark and Greenland shark, which will
not be driven away from feeding upon
the blubber of a stranded, half-immers-

whale, although pierced with
spears, but come agaiu to the oleagin-
ous banquet while a 6park of life exists.
The basking shark also occasionally
casts np on our coasts. It is of a large
size, is capable of breaking a six-inc- h

hawser, and is only taken with consid-
erable difficulty. "Then we have the
rashleigh shark, the broad-heade- gazer,
and the hammer head or balance fish,
which may bo said to complete the list
of these occasional unwelcome visitors
to our shores.

The shark fishery is oonied ou iu
maay parts of the Indian ocean, and ou
the eastern coast of Africa, and recently
it has been pursued on the coast of
Norway. About Kurrachi, In India, as
many as forty thousand sharks are taken
in the year. The back fins are much
efcteemed as a food delicacy in China,
from seven to ten thousand of these
being shipped to that empire annually
from Bombay. In Norway and Iceland
the inhabitants make indiscriminate use
of every species captured, hanging up
the carcasses for a whole year, like
hams, that the flesh may become mel-
low. The liver, however, appears to be
strictly prohibited everywhere, as a dan-
gerous article of food. Chamber's
Journal.

Thk Fate of the Tradk Dollar.

The Failure of Duncan, Sherman & Co.
From the New Tork Pot.

The suspension, without premonition,
01 tne banking house of Duncan. Sher
man & Co., which for many years had
stood high in the estimation of the
public, both because of the character of
its members and its supposed great
weaitn, naturally created astonishment.
The public at large were snrprifed that
it should have suspended at all ; and
the few persons who were not wholly
unprepared for the event could not un-
derstand why it should have occurred at
this particular time.

According to the published card of
the nrm, and according to what those
agents who are authorized to speak for
it, say its real weakness was but recently
discovered, and as soon as it wa3 known
to the partners, and it was further as-
certained by them that new capital,
snflMent to pay every debt if demanded.
could not be procured, it was decided
that the proper course to pursue was to
stop payment and eo into lia nidation.
The only other w ay open to them was to
abuse the credit of the firm, which was
good enough, if properly pressed, to
have commanded millions of dollars
and to continue iii business with the
chance of making profits sufficient to
put the house again into a solvent con-
dition. That the honorable course,
under these circumstances, was instantly
taken, affords no surprise to anybody
who knew the members cf the firm to
be men jealous of their personal honor
and good name. Wherein they will be
blamed will be in that they manaced
their business eo loosely that they did
not know the true condition of their
affairs until after they had drifted to the
point where they could not be rescued
without external help.

ihere is no intimation from those per
sons who are best qualified to sneak on
the subject that the losses cf the firm
were of very recent date. On the con-
trary, the inference is warranted that
the house has been subjected to a series
of misfortunes ilunrg a series of years,
beginning with unfortunate railroad
complications, and ending with mis
judged transactions in cotton.

If it could be shown that the firm wa9
driven into suspension by the stress of
the times that is to eav, thit its em-
barrassments were caused by the condi-
tion of trade rather than by its own in-
dividual errors of judgment, both in re-
spect to its railroad connections and its
transactions in cotton then there would
be reason for suspecting a general

in the business community,
and for expecting more failures from the
same general causes. To speak more
plainly, it is not tho fault of the times
that stocks of the Atlantic and Great
Western, the Erie, and the New Tork,
Boston and Montreal railroad compa-
nies, and others of the sort, are not
gocd securities. Nor can the times bo
held responsible for the decline in the
price of cotton. Advances on cotton, or
transactions in i--

, which, to adopt a term
frrra Wall street, have proved "bad
business," should be credited to errors
of judgment on the part of those who
made them, and not the fault of the
country at large. If there are similar
special reasons for other failures, they,
of course, will ensue ; but it is not a fair
inference that the suspension of Dun-
can, Sherman Sc Company shoWB any
general underlying reason for the down-
fall of other banking-house- s. What-
ever failures may occur by reason of
losses on account of this suspension are
susceptible of calculation. The house
had a large number of wealthy deposit-
ors who never put all their into
one basket, and who can not be serious-
ly distressed by the failure of one of
their bankers. It also had others on a
smaller scale, who will be embarrassed
if they are to lose a considerable part
of what they have on deposit. Travel-
ers holding the lottcrs of credit of
the house will be inconvenienced
and troubled, bnt their troubles
are not of the kind which cause
mercantile suspensions. The house, we
are told, had outstanding a comparative-
ly small amount of unaccepted bills,
estimated at from 50,000 to 75,000.
Assuming the larger amount to be cor-
rect, it will probably be distributed
among from a dozen to twenty buyers
of bills, and certainly no one of these
ought to be forced to suspend on ac
count of his loss. With tho south the
connections of the house were exten-
sive, and it. is estimated, perhaps incor-
rectly, that the larger part of the losses
in this country will fall there. There
may be r.o consequent failures in the
south, bat it is possible that there will
be. The banks here, we are assured,
will lose nothing which can make any
appreciable difference with them. It is
possible that the losses to Europe,
where it is understood that the larger
part of the debt of the firm is held, may
cauee trouble, but we have seen within
a month losses incurred and sustained
there which by the side of the total
liabilities here make the failure of
Duncan, Sherman A: Co, look small. It
is understood that tho Union bank of
London and Baring Bros, were both
protected. The house had scarcely any
connection with stock exchange inter-
ests, and wa3as free of the speculations
wnich center there as if its regular and
main businef-- had been in shipping or
cotton manufactures.

Properly understood, therefore, thi
failure ought not to be alarming, and it
can be made so only by misrepresenta-
tions. It is due to the house to say that
there hns been no suspension for years
which has brought out more sincere
expressions of sympathy and regret.

sassins of Mr. Abraham .Lincoln. Gen-
eral Bragg said that he had seen Mr.
Davis tested in cases of this sort, and
while two efforts were made by hired
apsassins in lfcfil to destroy Mr. Davis'
life he never manifested the least signs
of ie?entful feeling. It was in June,
1864, that Mr. Davis, when riding along
the defences of Kiohmond, was fired at,
the bullets paesiDg very near his person.
Once afterward he was shot at when in
the outskirts of Richmond. But we
propose to eettle this question finally.
Dahlgren's raid will not coon be for-
gotten. CoL Dahlgren's address, as
written and signed by him, was memo-
rized and spoken or read to his follow,
era. They were disguised as spies, and
were captured as spies in tide of the
confederate lines. They came, as stated-t- o

murder Mr. Davis. When they were
captured and this paper was found on
the person of this man, Dahlren, Mr.

And would it not be well
for Gen. Sherman to remember that
Mr. Davis at all time intervened in be-
half of the condemned? It was the
complaint of many confederate leaders
that nobody could be executed who ap-
pealed to the president for pardon. lie
spared Harrison Self, the bridge burner
of Eist Tennessee, and each unionist
who became a spy rather than soldier,
and was captured wit hin the confederate
lines. Of all men Mr. Davis' personal
virtues and character have been most
grievously misrepresented and misun-
derstood by northern people ; even as
Lincoln's charaoter and spirit were at
first misapprehended throughout the
south. Mr. Davis differed from Mr.
Lincoln in that both Kentuckians and
both reared in the midst of the same
moral atmosphere Davis was elabor-
ately educated, and taught and refined
in all the schools ; while Lincoln's gen-
erosity, neither greater nor purer than
that of Mr. Davis', was more conspicu
ous because of his personal rudeness.

Mushrooms and their Cultivation.
It is difficult to convince the average

mind of any English-speakin- g race that
frogs are not toads, and that mush-
rooms are not toad- stools Large sources
of food-suppl- and delicious table
dainties at that, are thns lost through
the prejudice that results from igno
rance.

There are a good many people in this
country who use mushrooms and rejoice
in them, and there are few probably
among the reading classes who aienot
aware of the fact that they are exten-
sively cultivated in most European
countries, forming in France especially
a valuable and extraordinary wide-
spread industry. Yet. to the general
pnblio here, it is at best a dish rarely
seen, never tasted, and looked upon
with suspicion and distrust.

All 1 .have to say to those who have
never tasted this delicacy, is to buy
them just to try it. It must be a veTy
deeply rooted prejudice which would
compel them to persist in their dislike
after once tasting.

It is a simple ana easy matter to dis
tinguish betwt en tho true and tho false
mushrooms. In the first place, the
true grow generally iu pastures, while
the false are to be fonnd in woods, or-
dinarily on the stumps of trees, and
growing in tuf'.s or clusters. Then
they differ in Bppearar.co, the true be-
ing smooth, with a skis generally easy
to peel, with gills of a pinky red or
white, changing with age to a liver
color, with the inner flesh white, and
with the stem white, solid, cylindrical,
and tapering from the earth toward the
cap. The false have a warty protuber-
ance, or else fragments of membrane
sticking to the upper surface, are heavy,
and emerge from a vulva or bag ; they
have a hollow stem, turn blue when cut,
are moist on surface, are generally of a
rose cr orange color. The taste of the
false is disagreeable and astringent :

that of the true, pleasant, sweetish, and
inviting, the stem of certain varieties
having a marked nntty flavor. Speci-
mens collected may bo tested by sprink-
ling a little salt on the spongy part or
gills. If they turn yellow, they are
poisonous ; if black, they are whole-
some. Another test is to boil an onion,
stripped of the outer skin, with them ;

if the onion remains white they are
good, but if it turns blue or black, some
of them are certainly poisonous.

Now, as to preparing them there are
various methods, ot which I shall
mention a few. The preface to all of
them, if it is desired to make the dish
as savory as possible, is to let them lie
for an hour or so iu salt and water
Stewed mushrooms ro prepared thus :

take grown mushrooms, preferably such
as are young enough to have the gills
still reddish, cut off that part of the
stem which lay below the toil, wash
carefully, and remove the skin from the
top, put them in a stew-pa- n with some
salt, but no water stew them till they
are tender, and mix with them a spoon-
ful of butter and one of parched flour.
Add wine if yon choose, but the subtle
flavor of the mns1 room is obscured by
any other. For broiled mushrooms,
prepare your material in the same
way ; broil the mushrooms on a
gridiron, and serve them up with
pepper, salt, and butter, judicionf ly ap-
plied. The very young may bo pre-
pared without removing the skin ; they
are then a little tougher, but ero pre-
ferred by some in this state, as retain-
ing thus more of their characteristic
flavor. The recipe for mushroom cat-
sup is : Mushroom juice, one gallon ;

allspice, one onnce ; pepper, cloves,
ginger, eaoh half au ounce ; salt, four
pounds ; boil one hour, strain, and
bottle. Mushroom sauce) a capital
sauce for poultry or wild fowl, is made
thus : Have a quart of fresh mushrooms
clean, cut them in two, put then in a
si ew-pa- n with a little salt, mace, and
butter, and stew gently for half an hour,
adding then half a pint of cream, and
the yolks of two egRS thoroughly beaten
up ; keep stirring it till it boils up.

Mushrooms may be cultivated simply
by taking manure from the stable iu
small heaps, as little broken as possible,
and laying them about three inches
thick on a hot-be- d made of alternate
layers of tanner's bark and horse-dun- g,

the uppermost layer consisting of tan-
ners bark about two inches thick. Cov-
er the bod then with a little manure and
about three inches of goad soil, and
over t a thick coat cf straw. The
manure containing the germs may be
known by the appearance of white
threads running through the little
heaps, and these lumps on breaking
will give forth a muthroom smell. The
shed behind a hot house, or a stable, or
cow-hous- e, is a good place for a mush-
room bed, as no flight is reqnired, bu
only warmth and moisture. Ca careous
earth of any kind will greatly help the
production of mushrooms. In Furis,
there are extensive underground mush-
room gardens, several proprietors of
some of the French mushroom farms
having many miles of mushroom beds,
cultivated entirely by lamp-light- . In
all moist climates they ought to be pro-
duced in great abundance and variety.
Being rich in nitrogen and phosphorus,
and constituting, as old Erasmus Dar-
win said, "an isthmus between the two
great continents of Bature, the vegetable
and animal kingdoms," they sup-
ply a wholesome, delicious, and nutri-
tive food, and would amply repay the
trouble of cultivating them here. Id
other countries, as has been said, their
culture is a lucrative industry.

Idleness is a disease that must be
com batted ; but I will not advise a rigid
adherence to a particular plan of study.
I, mjself, have never persisted iu any
plan for two days together. A man
ought to rend just as inclination leads
him, for what he reads as a tank will do
him little good.

Hence every
thing was left just as he had arranged it

lie worked very hard of late, carrying
en an extensive correspondence, receiv
ing more than the usual amount of let-

ter mail from prominent men through-
out the United States, concerning gov-
ernment affairs, and with the mail that
arrived at the same time we did, we
noticed letters addressed to "Hon.
Andrew Johnson." He generally worned
every night in his office from 7:30 to 9:30
when he retired, and always rose early
in the morning.

From Dr. Maloney we learn that he
had been attending him for some time
for general debility and a broken con-
stitution, and he says that Mr. Johnson,
not long bLucc, remarked that he did
not expect to live milch longer, and that
his constitution was broken down, hav-
ing been an active man all his life.

After arriving, as above stated, at the
residence of his daughter, he partook of
dinner, which he seemed to enjoy, and
about 4 o'clock iu the evening he was
sitting in an arm cliair leaning forward,
with bis forehead resting on his hands,
when he snddeuly fell forward, and
being raised up by members of the
family, it was found that his left side
was paralyzed, and that he was speech-
less and unconscious.
