F rom the Bolivar Bulletin : At
the-presen- t term of the Circuit
Court in this county a man was
found guiltj- - ot stealing a. pair of
shoes valued at $1.50, and seut to
the penitentiary for one year; the
expense attending said case amount-
ing to forty dollars. The law war-
ranting such a trial for petit lar-
ceny by an august Circuit Court, is
nothing but 6heer public robbery of
the people.' Not only in Hardeman
county but throughout the State
the Circuit Courts arc largely con-
verted into petit larceny mills, at
which the tax payer is forced to pay
enormous toll to defray the cost
taxed in said cases. It is high time
that an cnligbtehed public opinion
be directed to the overthrow of the
legislation sanctioning such a waste-
ful consumption of public mone-- .

Other States refer petit larceny
offenses to Justices of the Peace
and have them dispose of such cases.
Our State should also adopt a legis
lative provision providing for just
such economical investigation and
punishment of all minor infractions
of law. To have the whole machin-
ery of the Circuit Court arrested,
and besides compelling hundreds
of citizens to dance attendance
around the court square, impatient-
ly waiting the call of sundry litiga-
ted civil suits in which they are

that the theft of a dol-
lar and a half pair of shoes may be
considered by judge and jury, is a
costly farce, (Juilo a quarter mil-
lion dollars is the sum annually
paid by the people of Tennessee to
support the .requirements of this
teatnre of our criminal law." The
taxation incident to an honest set
llement of the State debt will com-
paratively be nothing compared
with the onerous burdens now fas-

tened upon the people to maintain
the reckless extravagance of crimi-
nal prosecutions throughout the
State.
