wents«from 40 cents to 30 cents,
Tbe burdens of the State will be
lessened anpually by this “agt one
nundred and filty thousand dollars
as shown by the compuroller's re
lll'ﬂ‘l..

An act giving a lien to farm la-
borers. Now when a man ‘does
work upon a farm he ean get pay
for it, il he raises any erop by Lis
labor.

An act to present the sale of cot
ton, in small quantities after night
This will ¢heck the pilfering of cot-
ton sb much complained of. Here-
tofore no man, white or black, was
free from danger of having his cot
ton carried ofl at night, and if the
Iaw is executed it will save thou-
sands of dollars.

An act requiring the teaching of
the'elamentary branches of agricul

ture in the public schools. The in

vention of this law is to give farm-
¢rs more infelligence in their par-
vicular calling, and to make farming
not only = livelihood bata pleasure

The educated doctor or lawyer not
only makes money, but sactuaily
finds his profession a source ol en-
joyment and pastime. So it ought
to be with the farmer, and when
this becomes the law our boys will
not be so anxious to leave the most
honorable of all callings to become
endangered by the temptations of
wown life.
