His
utter helplessness rendered him
frantic, and, as he emphatically
said, minutes seemed hours. ‘The
engineer faintly appealed for water,
and his comrades at oace issued
forth to obtain it. In the mean-
time the conductor and others ap
peared on the scene. They could
hear the cries ol the engineer, but
the fierce heat of the flames and
dense smoke and escaping steam
forced them to retreat-and abandon
their comrade to his fate. The
flames swept steadily on, aad when
the fireman returned, his comrade
was enveloped in flames, and the
brave engineer and trué man had
succumbed to a tenible death.
When the mass of debrishad cooled
sulliciently to permit & opear ap-
proach, s search was instituted for
the remains, which resulted in the
discovery of a few charred bones
and remnants of fesh. The body
had been burned to a erisp, aod ol
what bhad a short time previous
been a strong man io the prime ol
his manhood, there now remained
a baodful of blackeped flesh and
bone.

WINFIELD SOOTT HANCOCK.

General Hancock is a native of
Pennsylvania, having bees born in
Montgomery county, in that state,
on the 14th of February, 1824, He
graduated at West Point in 1844,
and served mainly on frontier duty
unti! 1845, and afterwards in the
war with Mexico, being brevetted
as first lieutenant for gsalinnt and
werilorious conduct in the battles
of Contreras and Cherubusco.
From 1848 to 18556 he was again
employed in frontier duty, and trom
1855 to 1861 was quartermaster of
the southern district of California.
In August of the latter year he was
recalled to Washington, and when
the army of the Potomac was trans-
ferred to the Peninsula in 1862, he
was already a brigadier general,
with the appropriate command, in
the Fourth Corps. His 1irst oppor-
tunity to make s ma:k occurred at
Williamsburg, apd he made a bril-
liant one. He next distinguished
himself in the battle of Frazier's
farm, and subsequently took sn ac-
tive part in the campaign in Mary
laud, at the battles of South Moua
tain and Antietam. Being made s
masjor general, he commanded a at-
vision at Fredericksburg sod Chan-
cellorsville. At Gettysburg be did
magnificent work. On the first
day of the battle, July 1st, 1863, he
was sent by General Meade to te-
cide whether a dicisive batile should
be given, or whether the armgy
should fall back. He reported that
Gettysburg was the place to fight,
and took immediate commnnd until
the arrival of Meade. In the deei-
sive action ol July 3d he command-
ed on the left center, sustuining the
terrific onset of Longsireet's con-
iederates, and being severely
wounded. The thanks of congress
were formally tendered Lim for his
coduct in these engagewents. Beiug
disabled by his wounds, he was on
sick leave until March, 1864, being
meanwhile ®ngaged in recruiting
tlie Second Army Corps, which was
placed under his command. At the
opening of the cumpaign of thsat
year under Gen., Grant, he took the
sctive command of this corps, and
bore a prominent purt io the battles
of the Wilderness, Spootsylvania
Court House and North Anaoa, the
second battle st Cold Habor, and
the operations aronnd Petersburg,
until June 19th, when, his wound
brenking out alresh, he wus for a
chort time on sick leave. He aflter
wards resumed command, and pu
ticipated in several sctions, until
November 26th, when he was called
to Washiogton to orgauize the first
corps of velerans.

The name of every great battle
in the East is inscribed on Han
cock’s flags. Aiter the elose of the
war he was placed successively in
command of the Middle Deparment,
the Department of Missouri, of
Louisinua and Texas, of Dakoa,
apd of the Department of the East
He has his headquarters oo Gov
ernor's Islaod, In the democratic
natiosal convention of 1868 he r
ceived 1444 voters for the presiden-
tial somination. In 1376, 1, L
nataopel conveation of the same
party, he received 75 votes for the
same nomination.

General Haseock Liss unifurmly
maintsined the docirive thar e
military power should in time of
peace be subordinated to the ecivil
law. This was particulariy shown
in his aildress to the coust of Ingul
ry constituted to wy Genersl Bab-

eock, in 1875, in which he annd
that that officer having been for
merly indicted at St. Louis, it was
right and proper that the wmilitsry
inquiry should - be adjourned in
order that the ordinary eivil proo-
esses might take their course, which
suggestion was duly adopted. In
1868, while in command of the
Fifth Military District, General
Hancock, in a letter to Governor
Pease, said: “On them (the laws
of Texas and Louisians), as on a
foondation of rock, reposes almost
the entire stucture of social order
in these two OStates. Annul this
code of laws, and there would be no
longer any rights, either of persons
or property here. I say, unbesita
tingly, it it were possible that Con-
gress should pass an Act abolishing
the local code for Louisiana and
Texus which I do not believe, and
it should fall to my lot to sapply
their places with something of my
own, I do not see how 1 counld do
better than follow the laws in force
here prior to the rebellion, except-
ing whecein they relste to slavery.
Power may destroy the forms, but
not the principles of justice; these
will live in spite of even the sword.”

Hancock, iu personal appearance,
is tall, well-formed and very hénd
some. His height cannotl be less
than six feet two inches, and he
weighs fully two hundred and forty
pounds. He will make the finest-
looking President who ever sat in
the White House, except, possibly,
George Washington. His form
towers above other men, and he at-
tracts atiention by his mere looks
wherever ho goes, Hls eyes are
blue and have a benignant and
mild expression when in repose,
but inspiring when in danger.
His manner is dignified and knight
ly, and he is courtesy itself. He
is always maguetic, and draws meén
to him by his Kindness and gentle
interest in their afluirs. His sym-
pathies are easily aroused, and he

A Wonderfal Specimen Of Mecha-
ism Bid for by a Boston
Church.

The South Church of Boston, it
is said, has oflered $45,000 for a
clook, which is on exhibition in
New York. The price demanded
is §50,000. The clock is said to be
superior in mechanism and the vuri-
ety of its performances to the
famed Strasburg sstronomical and
spostolic clock. It was construct-
ed at Detroit by Professor Felix
Meiers, o gentleman who has de-
voted his entire hife 1o the study
of astronomy and mechanics. It
is called the American national
astronomical clock, and it ia proba-
bly the most complex and ingeni
ous horological work that the hand
of man has ever produced. The
clock is eighteen feet Ligh, eight
feet wide auid five feet deep, and
weighs 4000 pounds. It is wound
once in twelve days, and is rur by
weights of 700 pounds. It shows
the local time in hours, minutes
aod seconds, and the time of thir
teen other cities of the world,
among which are Washington, San
Francisco, Melbourse, Pekin, Cai-
ro, Constantinople, St. Petersburg,
Londen, Berlin and Paris. It also
denotes the moyements of the plan-
ots and measures their movements
by #easons, years and cyeles for
200 years, including leap yeurs,
Concesled in its intertor is a music-
box, which playvs when Deatls
strikes each hour.

Compensation of Census Enum-
erators,

Thoe Seeretary of the Intertor has ren-
dered s decision ovarraling the con-
struction herctofore given to the com-
pensation clause of the census net by
the superintendent of the census. The
seeretary’s decision I8 of direct peeuni-
ary Interest to all of the 88,000 enumer
ators now employed throughout the
country. He says (after quoting the
clause in question): “In the view of
this depurtment the framers of the pro-
vision quoted intended thereby to fix a
basis of compensation which should not
be excveeded, and o direct that the
epumerntors for districts east of the
100th meredian should not be paid az a
rite exceeding §4 for ten hoars actunal
fleld work, or 40 cents an hour, and that
enumerators for distriets west of the
100th meredian should not be puld a
rate In exeess ol £6 for ten hours work,
or G0 cents an hour, without regnrd to
the number of dayvs over which thelr
serviees should extend, The Iaw evi-
dently contemplates that If an enumer-
ator should be employed In actual field
work for twelve houra a day during the
whole term mequired to complete his
work, be should be pald for twelve
hours' work each day at a rate not ex-
ceeding #4 for ten hours' work, or 40
oents per hour In districts east of the
100th meridian, and a rate not execed-
ing £6 lor ten hours, or 60 cents un
hiour, for districts west of the 100th me-
ridian. On the other hand, if the enu-
merator should average but eight hours
per day of netusl !;!lll worE for his
whole term of service, ho sghoald be
pald for eight hours' work a day, st a
rate per bour not exceoding 40 or G0
cents, according to the distriet in which
he was employed.

A Depressing Nominatlon.

Subscriptions had
been mnde for the firing of & thousaud
guns over the expected nomination of
Grant, but the subscribers declined to
permit their money to bo spent in &s-
lutes over any one else,  From advices
received here from the South It sevms
that the same feeling of disappointiment
exists there mmhong the colored volers
over the fallure to nominate Grant. In
many towns and villages extensive
preparations hiad been made to celebrate
the pomlination of Grant, btut Garfleld
they had pever heard of, and every
thing fell stillborn on the announce-
ment of hils nominstion.
