A GREAT MAN DIES.

Hon. Hsnry M, Pays the
Last Debt of Nature.

:mpodncrmmoTaqﬂuhrm—
the People Universally Mourn.

Ou jlast  Wednesday s telegram
summoned Maj. J. B. Stacy and Dr.
C. C Aberaatby to Cincinnat, con-
veying siso the sad iuformastion
that Judge H. M., Srorrorp was
thuught to be dying at Red Sul
phur Springs, W. Va. They leit
ou the next train and wet Mrs.
Spofford ia Cincinnati, where she
has been for several weeks, and
proceeded thence to Judge Srov-
vorD's bed-side, but before they ar-
rived desth came to relieve him of
suflering. He expired at 8 o'clock
Friday worning, Aug. 20th, of ab-
scess of the liver,

Judge H. M. Srorrorp was born in
Gilmantown, N. H.,Sept. 8, 1821. He
was o graduate, with highest hon
ors, of Amherst College, Muass , and
lueated in Shreveport, shortly after-
wards going to New Orleans, aund
atl once entering upon the practice
of law. He early gave promise of
a brilliant future ana rapidly rose
at the bar, In 1854 he was elected
to the Supreme Bench of Louisisna
and filled that exalied station with
signal credit until he resigned in
1858, returning to the practice of
his profession and to  Jhe achieve
ment of those bonors which clus
wred so thickly about bis osme
and make his memory imperishabie.
Possessing great wealth, and hav-
ing risen Lo the highest atiainable
eminence 1n Lis profession, poli
ties had httle thut could ullure him.
He nevertheless accepted an elec
tion to the U. S scvnate in 1877 by
the Nicholls legisiature. How he
was chealed of his office by the re
publican sesnate, and how a demuo-
cratic senate has;<igually disgraced
itself’ by failing to undo that great
wrong, is & matter of public knowl-
edge. He never ouce wavered in
his struggle beture the Senate, pur-
sning iL,as he has told us becsuse he
thought it due to the people who
had elected him that he should de-
vote all his energies-to securing the
office for them. It is a matter of
livtle doubt chat the heavy weight
of this great wrong upon his mind
nnd the harrussing cares ol s pros
ecution be never permitted to waver
hastened the disease that caused
his death at so unfortunate s junc
ture,

Juige SpoFrorp was united in
marriage with Miss OpaeELia Mag-
TiN, daughter of our late honored
citizen, Tmosmas Manrin, esq., a la-
dy of rare mind and magnificent in
ail the graces that adorn ia 1860.
To them were born tlhree chil-
dren, all of whom are yet hving,

Judge Srorrvorp left New Or-
leans on the 18th of March last and
camwe to Pulaski, when he was al-
most immediately taken down with
tiie cdisease Lhat hias bharrassed him
for two years—a liver complaint,
He lay for some time at the polint
of death, bou skiliful treatment baf
fled the disease to that extent that
lie was able in a few weeks Lo go o
Bailey Springs, where he spent twu
or three weeks and returned better.
About & month ago ke went to
Cineinneati to consult physicians
and from thence went to Red Sul-
phur Springs, W. Va., in company
with his son, where his earthly ca-
reer clused.

On lust Tuesday morning at 11
o'clock, the remains of Judge Sror-
rorD arrived in Pulaski by speciai
car, accompsanied by Mrs. Spofford
and lber son Thomas, with Mrs.
Geo. Martin, a widow of a brotheg
of Thos. Martin, dec'd, and her son
Mr. Martin, of Columbis, Hon.
Ainsworth R. Spofford, Labrarnan
of Congress, Dr. C. C. Abernathy,
Mr. Hugh C. Topp and. Maj. J, B.
Stacy. The train was met at the
depot by several hundred of our
people and the remains were taken
in charge by the pail-bearers ap-
pointed st a meeting of our pitizens
the day .before. The procession
moved slowly to the late resudence
of Maj. Hu. ' Ewing on lst street,
which had been fitted for the recep-
tion of the family (their residence
on 2d street being in process of re-
pairs), where the remains were de
posited until & W'elock, when they
were conveyed Lo the M. E, Church.
Out of respect for the eminentdead,
and under a proclamation of the
Muayor, all business was suspended,
and Pulaski en masse drooped its
head insolemn surrow in homage
and love lor the great man thus
brought low by the grim hand of
death. At the M. E. Church at d
o'clock one of the most immense
audiences ever assembled in Pulas
ki met to pay the lust sad tribute
of respect 1o the mortal remains of
the honored dead. The pulpit and
altar had been draped 1n mourning,
in elaborate testimony of sorrow,
and Dr. W, M. Leftwich pronounced
the most touchingly beautiful and
profound funeral oration we ever
heard upon such un occasion. It
abounded in grand thoughts and
lessons drawn Irom the emineot
success and faultless life of the de-
censed and was a grand and last
tribute to his memory.

At 6:15 the coriege started for
the New Cemetery. where the last
sad rites were saiwd, the bitterest
tears were dropped and the mortal
remains of Huxey M. Srorsorp
were deposited in the spacious fam
ily vault, close beside those of the
fawily gone before,

Thus has passed away [Orever one
of the grandest men of the times.
Profound in all the sciences, versed
in literature and history, eminent
in law and politics, and grand in
all—he stood the peer of the great-
est. But these coble attainments
were heightened and softened and
adorned by a pieasant sociability

Be it resolved, As a testimonial of the
high regard we cherished for him when
living and the esteem and respect in
which we hold his memoy, that

2nd, That our deepest sympathies are
hereby tendered to his bereaved widow
and family.

Mit Carter Killed,

Our readers wid remewmber the
gircumstances upder which Mt
Carter killed Holcomb in Columbia
some four months sioce. Carter
was badly burt himseif and came to
his  relatives in this county,
where he has been until last weel.
He has been engaged at work upon
the pike this side of Eikton for
some time, until & week or two ago,
when, gs we understand, he procur-
ed money and started for Texas.
He went by Columbia and on last
Thursaday evening at 6 o'clock was
shot and instantly killed by John
Holeomb, brother of the man whom
he hud killed. Reports as to the
cause and circumstances of the kill-
ing are so conflicting that we know
nothing. He was killed in Wm.
Porter's saloon, Holcomb emptying
both barrels of a shot-guan into his
body and shooting him three times
with a pistol. Holeomb, Porter
and some one else who was con
cerned in the Killing were arrested.
Their trial oceurred Monday, when
Holecomb was released on a boad of
81,600-and the others released.

RAMBLING IN LAWRENCE.

Rambler's Experience in the Land
of Limpid Waters. -

Epitor CitizexN:—I1 rambled off
to Lawrance last week and propose
to give you some account of what [
saw and felt io thst delightful coun-
Ly- It is o« wonderful relief, alter
toiling over the execrable roads of
Giles, to find stretehing out hefare
yoa the smooth, level lighways
that one finds everywhere in Law-
rence. It is true one misses Lhe
rich fields of waving_ corn and
blooming cotton of Giles, but he is
iargely compensated by the rich
and varied scenery, the limpid
streams and gurgling springs that
present themselves st e¢very turn.
It mast not be inferred that [ am
intimating that there are no eviden-
ces of farming met with in Law-
rence, {ar from it. Many fius fields
of corn and smaller ones of ¢ition,
tobaceo und sorghum are to he seen,
showing careful and iniustrious
culuvation, 1 would judge from
the thrifiy appearance of the many
small patches of tobacco which 1
saw, that this crop could be grown
to advantage in Lawrence; the soil
much resembles the fine tobacco
lands of North Carolina that are
not a whit more fertile. I notice a
great improvemeut in farming
since 1 was last in Lawrence, which
is & good many years since. No
doubt the pative element has been
stimulated greatly by the (erwan
immigration that has come inlo the
county in the last few years. These
industrious people are graduslly
teachiog our farmers pew and im-
proved methods of farming, the val-
ue ol fertilizers, ete. 1 am glad to
notice a considerable improvement
in Lawrenceburg since I last saw it,
the most conspicuous of which is
the “Lawrenceburg Hotel,” kept by
by Mr. George Mester The house
is comparatively oew and is a model
of convenience and comfort. There
are many noticeable improvements
in the way of adding ornamental
additions’ and jpainting old build-
ings, besides a good many new
buildings, since [ last saw the town.
Lawrenceburg is one of the oldest
towns in Middle Tennessce, It
was surveyed and laid off in town
lots in 1817 or 1818 by Dr. Gabriel
Bumpsss and M. H, Buchanan, who
were appoioted commmissioners for
this purpose by the Governor.
They were also members of the
commission that laid off Pulaski a
few years previously, The town
was lncated on the road cut out
trom Nashville to the Tenncssce
river by Gen'l Jackson with the
army under him, by order from the
government at Washington; the
road, since its location, has been
known as the “Military road.” The
work was admirably done, and has
proveon to have been the most eligi-
ble route that could have been se-
lected; another of the evidences
that whatever Gen. Jackson under-
ook to do, he did 1t well and thor-
oughly.

Lawrenceburg and the whole
county is now beginning to feel the
impulse of the ratlroad which is
rupidly approaching the town from
Jolumbia. Real estate is held
more firmily, acd one can recogaize
the buzz that precedes a boom. |
had the pleasure of meeting with a
large number of the citizens of tbe
county who were in town attandiog
the regular session of the Circuit
court, and the assemblage of the
conventions to select a candidate
for the 15th senatorial district com-
posed of the counties ol Giles, Law-
reace, Wayne and Lewis, and alsoa
representative from Lawrence and
Wayne. I am glad to record the
general hopefulness for the future
of all whom I meet. The conven
tions were most enthusiastic and
harmonious, but as the Cirizex will
contain, in this issue, a particular
aceount of the proceedings of these
conventions, I will not take your
space in amay further account of
them.

The future of Lawrence county is
really most promising, and only re
quires the outlet furnished by rail
roads Lo make it bound forward to
wonderful prosperity and wealth,
It contains almost isexhaustibile
beds of iron, which is said to be ol
as fine quality as any in the United
States, and its wonderful water pow-
er is equal, perhaps, to any ia the
world, These are the ficids from
which Lawrence is to reap her har
vesta. I took occasion to visit two
or three of the many [(actories
which are the pioneers of the great
future that is beginning to dawn’ on
the county and thought it would iu
terest the readers ol the CiTizEN
give some particular sccount of
them. ‘The first one 1 visited was
the well known *(rescent Mills,”
tounded by William Simonton, esq.,
one of our oldest and most es-
teemed citizens. The mills are sit
uated about 1§ miles northwest of
Lawrenceburg on Big Shoal creek;
the water power 1s ont of the finest
in the counntry and the situation one
of the most pleasing I ever saw. 1 re-
gret that I cannot give more partic-

lars of these fine mills I fouand
Mr Simontop so much engagel
with important business that 1

could not think of taxing his valo-
able time, The miil is at present
running only about half its capac-
ity, and Mr. Sumonton is just pre-
paring to employ all his machinery;
besides, he was receiving and put

ting up an entirely new featare; that
of machinery for the manufacture
of carpet-warp and candle-wick,
which, I presume, is the only ma-
chinery for this purpose n the
state. I understand that Mr. Si

monton has already received s prop-
osition from a Cincinoati firm, to
take all of these goods that he can
furnish in twelve months. Buat the
truth is, dear Crrizen, that I found
so wmuch attraction in company ol

the attractive ladies which | met at
the delightiul home of Mr, Simen

ton, that I am poorly prepsred o
give you any satisfactory details of
the manufacture eof cotton iato
yarns, warps and wicks, Howevera
most interesting evpisode connected
with early times in Teunessee¢ came
to my knowledge whilst sojourning
at this charming residence. On the
premises beloaging to and just
above the dsm of the Crescent
mills is the site of the old will
built by the famous Col. David
Crockett, one of the most re
markable men that ever figured
in the anoals of Tennessec. The
present dam backs the water sev

eral feet over the remains of
Crockett's old dam, but they can be
plainly seen in passing over them
in a boat. The little clesring upon
which he built his log cabin o
shelter Lis family treasures 18 still
distisetly marked, although now
eovered thickly with stunted ander
growth., Mr. Simonton removed
the cabin several years aince near

the present mills, but put it up just

as it had stood when nccnpm:! by
its famous bailder. The logs of the
cabin show numerous holes for the
wooden pins upen which he hung
the skins of the numerons game he
killed with his unerring rifle “Bet
sy,” and a similar chimney of slabs
sticks and mud was attached. The
old cabin is now unlit for occupa-
tion and is rapidly sinking down to
dust. Mpy. Simonton distinctly re-
members going to this livtle wmill,
then the oniy one *n the country in
rench—wiren a boy of thirteen, a
distance of over six miles, and thut
toften Mrs Crockett, a large, pleas

ant faced woman, took the bag from
his horse, and nfter grinding the
grist, replaced it on the horse, aud
sent him homeward always with a
kind word.  There ure remarkable
anecdotes in eirculation of this fa

mous mwan, I will tax your space
with but one, ns it was related by
the ever to be lament physician and
minister, Dr. Gilburt Taylor, so
universaily kuown sand beloved in
Giles county. Oua one oceasion
Dr. Taylor was preacning in Luaw-
rence county, and haviog occasion
to refer to Nimraod, the great huut

er spoken of in the Bibie, he ecould
not, for the moment, recall the
name of Nimrod, and "hecoming
considerably confused he appesied
L his congregation to suguest the
nsme of that old hunter belore the
Lorvd, when an old man seated far
back in the church called out in a
loud voice “David Crockett.” This
was almost oo much for Dr. Tay-
lor, who ususally had great sell pos-
segsiop, but after a intle econlusion
snd nose blowing to hide his risa

bles, he went on with his discourse
It is greatly to be regretted that the
materials lor an authentic ana dig

nified biography of Coul. Crockett
are not accessible. He was a great
man, and a better one than the mn

jority of the heroes that historians
so delight to extol.

This letter is already to» long, 1
fear, and I will defer whut I have Lo
say of my trip to Lawrence until
next week.
