Neow Bonnets.

The bonnets of the season are
small. but instead of the skull-
shape, reproduce tie Cottage and
Normandy styles. The chsaracter
is derived from the color and satin-
like gloss of the braid or the de-
sign of the straw and gayety of the
irimmings, which consists of prim-
roses, cowslips or violets massed
apon the crown or brim, or satin
and brocade arranged in folds and
bows and scarf like strings, which
are gathered up io fringed ends and
fastened at the sides with an orna-
mental pin instead of a bow. The
straws are revivals of the old Co-
burg plait, and the open work or
lace-like straws, which requires a
silk lining; the color of which cor
responds with the exterior trim-
ming. The old Neapolitan straws
are also revived in bjack and white
and are very light and pretty, being
made of a kind of hair, and these
also lined with thin, twilled satany
silk; but there is a refinement
aboutl them which does not accord
with much color, and white, black,
or very delicate tints look bestin
combination with them. A pretty
white Neapolitan, Normaudy cot-
tage in shape, was lined with ivory-
white and trimmed with nothing
but a thick wreath of deutchia snd
satin strings. A black princess
shape had a brim covered with the
blsck Spanish lace, described
among the novelties for trimming
grepadines, and a wreath around
the crown, which was also covered
with lace, of black, red and white
currants,

A great deal of beading is used
upon the straws and between the
colors, and the irredescent flash of
this many hued embroidery—somwe
of the bonnets look less like the
staid srticle of attire we used to
know under that name than like
glittering head dresses.

There are, however, small, quiet
tonnets of black or brown straw
which are prettily,. yet soberly,
trimmed for wear with brown tweed
or black costumes, and others in
shades of olive, which, however,
must be dark and fine to be suc-
cessful, and are rarely found but at
the best houses. The plain straws
are trimmed with solid satin inva-
riably, and with wood berries and

AND USEFUL INFOEMATION.

Dixie Farmer: A correspondent
at Gordon, Georgia, writes as fole
lows: “I wish to inquire of you
what i3 the best breed to mix with
our common sheep?”

To breed sheep for profit, wheth-
er for the sale of lambs, for the
carcass, or for the whole, combined
with the enrichicg of the farm by
the manure, requires a correct
start, and this lies mainly in proper
selection of the breed, having one’s
market or purposes in view.

Nearness to large cities, or to
railroads leading to them, would in-
dicate raising of sheep for lambs or
for mutign; as the sale of early
lambs is very profitable, and in the
winter season the sheep are turned
into the market—both operations
with very little expense. This
would suggest raising a class of
sheep known to be prolific, and pro-
duging bardy lambs, as well as af-
fording a fine quality of mutton. If
early lambs are wanted, cross Cots
wold Merinos with a pure-bred
Southdown ram; if late ones for
grass or late feeding, use a Cots-
wold ram.

Those who are further from mar-
ket will make their first choice
from the breeds that will produoce
the most wool, and of the mostsale-
able and valusble quslity. Those
living on hilly and roogh lsnd need
a hardy breed which will stand the
cold, furnish s good quality ot wool,
and a good qusntity of mution
when the carcass is sold, For
wool alone, then, the Merinos
would be best.
