The democracy of Tennessee, in state
convention assembled, declare:

1. That the democrats of Tennessee,
with thelr majority of the popular vote,
are the rightful guardians of the honor
and good pame of the state, and that
they willingly accept the duty and
responsibility of preserving them f(rom
taint or suspicion, and that it is equally
thelr right und duty to settle its indebt~
edriess,

2. That while we accord to all an
honest difterznee ol opinion, we regard
the enactment of the 60-3.4-5-6 as un-
wise, because 1t is, In our opinion, not
In neccord wilth the views of the people.

2, That there is a portien of the state
debt, such a1 the bonds issued tor the
building of our capitol, for the pur-
chase of the Hermitage, cte., and coms-
monly known as the state debt proper,
with neccrued interest, the validity ol
which has never been disputed by any
portion of gur party, we consider as 3
valid and sacred obligation of the state,
and favor the payment ol the same In
full, less war interest.

4. That we tender to our creditors a
settlement of the remainder of the state
debt by payiog one-half the priucipal
apd accrued interest by iassuing the
bonds of the state bearing interest at
the rate of 3 per cent. per anoum.

5. That the twenty-nine bonds held by
Mrs, James K. Polk shall be paid like
the State debt proper, in full.

;. That we are in favorof paying in full
all bonds beld on the first day of Janu-
ary, 1852, by educationul, ¢haritable and
literary institutions.

7. That weare opposed to the calling o!
a Censtitutional Cenvention at this
time because the principal object of the
same, as declared by the republican
party through its executive committee,
wns to make coupons receivable for
taxes, and this we Jorever oppose.

8. That the democratic party lsopposed
to all unequxl taxation upon the mer-
cantile and manufacturing interests, or
any other person in Tennessce.

9. That we are unaltersbly opposed
to every species ol monopoly as destruc-
tive of liberty and the best interest of
the people, and to this end we favor the
establishment of & commission, the ob-
jeot of which shall be to regulate the
tarifls charged by the railrowds ef the
state £o a8 to put an end to the unjust
diserimination by sald roads in favor of
through as against Jocal freights, and
we are in favor of such asystem of tax-
ation as will force rallroads companies
to pay their just proportion of the taxes
of the state, actording to the real value
ol their property,

10. That we fyvor the tim® honored
doctrine of Instruction and recognize
the right of the people at all times and
upon all questions to communicate their
views Lo their representatives.,

11. That we favor an efficient public
achool system, and the liberal educa-
tion of all the ehildren of the state.

12. We arraign the republican party
for 1ts venality and corruption in the
adminlstration of the state and federal
goverument, and for its total disregard
of all civil service reform ; and do here-
by declare our ungualified opposition
to the pructice of said party in levying
upon the employes of the government
& tax for political purposes.

Demoeracy First—-Opinion Next.

On our first page will be found the
We
wish to supplement what we have said

elsewhere with a few candid reflections

upon the platform. We premise it all
with the statement that we shall give it
our support, but we will not conceal
our opinion that mistakes were made.
All conventions make mistukes and no
man or set of men are infallible. This
was pre-eminently a harmony meeting
~a sort of politicalaltar upon which
ull shudes of différences were to be sac-
rificed and 4 new platform evolved that
should include some of all and upon
which all could stand who patriotically
surrcndered ioadividual oplnion and
prejudices. To some this sacrifice was
hard, and to none more than to the Crr-
1zeX, and the incense that arose from
the ultar was not as fragrant as we had
expected, and the political Pheenix that
came forth was not the bird of rare plu-
wage we had hoped to see. Neverthe-
less It is as much our daty uow as then
to sacrifice opinlous and prejudices, es-
pecially if the success of our peculiar
views be otherwise hopeless, and if by
the sacrifice we can ald in defeating a
policy worse than that which we sup-
port. There are other and higher and
grander things for democracy (o
achieve, wnd in order to succeed It must
be kept umited. We honor Senstor
Harris tor the patriotic and honorable
position he took, and like that great
statesman, we submit to the will of the
majority. Though we expect to sup-
port the party action—as the best thing
we can do--there are several things we
would have eliminated, and in the out-
set we wish to be candid toour friends
and just to ourselves, and put the Citi-
ZEN on record o that it cannot be mis-
understood.,

As we have elsewhere sald, we do not
belleve that one portion of the debt is
any more sacred, binding or obligstory
than the other, and to place one portion
above another is not only unjust to
other creditors, but it increases the
burden of taxation upon the people who
have it to pay.

Second, an offer of compromise should
have been made at such a figure as
would huve justified the total elimina-
tion of sll war interest.

Third, no cluss legislation, especially
in favor of one who does not need nor
ask it, as in the case of Mrs. Polk, and
who we believe will not accept it, is
wise, Just or patriotic.

Nevertheless, with thiz candid state-
ment the Crrizex goes into the canvass
belleving that there is nothing elge a
democrat can do who loves hiz party
and his country but to support with all
his might the action of the convention,
To do otherwise wounld involve &
greater sacrifice. With this candid
protest, made because we believe the
party shiould be purified from within,
we cling to the old ship because she is
the best afloat, even with defective rig-
glng, and to desert hier now will be sure
destruction to all on board.

The Nomination.

There Is but one course for a demo-
arat to take, in our opinion, in the pres-
ent canvass. The Crrizex hes no hesi-
tation In declaring which party is the
democraey, in ita opinion, and it has
never yet faltered in its allegiance to
that party. Two years ago democrats
bolted from one end of the party, and
now they bolt from the other end. We
espoused the cause of the faction then
which we conceived to be the party and
we shall do the same now, let them bolt
to the right or left. We recognize the
fact that there is no success possible
without organization and we believe it
to be the first duty of the hour to secure
a united party and the next to purify its
policies inside its pale. We would not
be sincere were we o say that the set-
tlement meets our views, but we en-
tered this canvass as a democrat and we
propose to accord to others wisdom and
honesty of purpose, and while we do
pot adopt the conclusion as reflecting
our belief in full, we accept it as the
utterance of the democratic party and
shall lnbor to secure theelection of Gen.
DBate ns governor of Tennessee. There
were as many different opinions on this
question as there weore figures between
0 and 100-6, and this being indisputably
true, it is evident that no settlerent can
prevail that Joes not bring the party
together upon a compromise figure.
This has been declared, and the indica-
tions are that it meets the approval ol a
large majority. It now becomes the
platform of the party apd as such de-
wands the support of democrats. We
can very readily see why others are
slow to adopt It, for they have the same
reason for it that the other extreme had
two years ugo—Iit does not meet their
views. We have a different conception
of duty, however, and we shall oppose
them only because they bave placed
themselves in opposition and refuse to
yleld obedience where they so fiercely
demanded it two years ago. Wecannot
believe that any preference ought to
have been shown the “state debt
proper,” that indefinite,unestimated, un-
approachable bugbear that has no exist-
ence in fact, and can never be traced to
its hole, and we belleve yot that If the
balance is to be cut in two, that should
be treated to the same division ; but we
do not propose to leave the party be-
canse this or any other feature does not
please us, for it would be rushing upon
the thick bosses of the party buckler
and wo shonld be the only person in-
jured. Whatever is wrong, we shall
labor to have corrected, always within
the party ; whatever we cannot make to
square with onr ideas, we shall accept,
not slone beeause it Is inevitable, but
becanse others as wise and wiser and
as honest a8 we claim to be have de-
clured it just and proper. We are not
placing party before prineiple but we
are attempting to assist in bullding up
the party so that it can carry out cor-
rect priuciples.
