New Hods, of Treating Tomatoes.
My practice ia to excavate in the

early spring time as many flat tur
nips as are needed and having hlled
the cavity with earth, plant two or
or three seeds in it, selecting, the
best plant "when two inches or three
inrhPB hio-- h to remain, ana DUllinp:
out the others ; when it is time to
set them in the garden, place the
turnip, with its contents undis
turbed, in a hole deep enough to
cover the turnips two or three inch-
es. Setting out in this way there
is cutting away of the roots and
little need of water, as the plant
has not been in the least disturbed,
especially if inured to the air out
of doors for a week or "two before
being set in the garden. I have
started tomatoes out so early that
the nlants were in blossom several I

days before being set out, not beingl
at all checked or retarded in growth
thereby, Cucumbers started in

.
the

w 1 1same wav I nave uau in uioorn
when set out with the same result.
After being put in the ground the
turnip soon decays, lurnisuing a
little food for the plant. ' It the tur
nips are to be kept in the house be-

fore setting out, it will be well to
put them in boxes, filling the inter-
stices with moss, sand, or earth,
kept moist, as too long exposure to
the hot air of a warm place will
cause the turnips to wilt the earth

must be kept moist, whether the
turnip is in or out of a box. An-

other point is that instead of being
the trouble of procuring sharp-

ening and setting stakes, and push- -

ing and taking care of them at the
end of the season, I started into
growth some sunflower seeds. . To
prevent too much shade I cut off
the leaves of the sunflower as far
above the tomato plant as is neces-
sary to trive it all the air snd n

light desirable. The Russian sun
flower, because of its very tall
growth, is the best for this pur-
pose. The sunflower makes the
best and most profitable stake, be
cause it is so easily obtained no
loosening in the ground or breaking
of6takes when loaded with fruit,
and the seeds of the flower, which
are better than corn for poultry,
abundantly pay for all the time and
labor in caring for them. The
leaves of the sunflower also make
good fodder. The Russian sunflow-
er also makes an excellent bean
