twain and demanded 100-3- . After
having carried that through the
legislature and lost in the courts,
they returned to 60-3-4-- 5 6, and pro
cured tne enactment of that into a
law. When that had been rejected
Ly an overwhelming majority, they
Hasten to say that they will notac
cept 50-3- , and so the matter stands.

Their last and most foolish blun
der was to meet in New York on
the 26th and take action in support
oi tne amendment of Congressman
Moore, looking to an effort to co-

erce the state through the federal
courts. The bondholders are bour
pons in one sense. They never
iearn anything. The effort to ab
rogate the 11th amendment to the
constitution, and past executed
contracts in a position to be en
iorced in tne leberal courts, is a
piece of-- ill advised folly resulting
from ignorance of the constitution
and the laws of the country.

The hickory-nu- t headed Scotch
man, w no is tne bondholders com
mittee, has blundered enough be
lore to Bhow his incompetency, but
the speculative cabal with which he
is associated seem to be equally de
ll'jiert in common sense and judge
ment.

The bondholders committee are
nut adding anything to the brillian-
cy of their prospects by committing
themselves to the insane proposi
tion of Air. Jloore. The 11th
amendment will stand when Mr.
Moore and the bondholders com
mittee have ceased from troubling,

. Yeast that Will Eecp.
Mother wishes me to send you

her recipe for making a ye;tst that
will keep two or three'months. She
has used it nearly three years, and
has had no sour bread. Boil four
good-size- d potatoes in two quarts
of water, mash fine, and with the
water scald flour sufficient to make
it very thick. Boil a small handful
of hops in one quart of water, strain,
and stir into a batter, and when it
is cool enough add a clip of yeast
and leave it in a moderately warm
"room until it rises; then stir down
and add one teaspoonful of salt and
sugar each. Set it in cool place,
and the next day put it in stone
jars, or jugs, and cover tightly.
The day before baking, at dinner
time, boil and mash a half dozen
potatoes and scald flour with the
water; then stir in a teacupful of
the yeast when it is nearly cold
At bedtime prepare your flour, stir
this sponge in the center with a lit
tle more water, cover with flour and
a cloth. It will be light and ready to
knead the first thing next morning,
and if kept warm will be ready to
put into ' the tins by the time the
breakfast dishes are washed.
