In some cases it
may do to sow the seed in the usu

al manner, that js upon the yvoung
prain, as where tha soil is rich or a
liberal top dressing of fine manure
can be given. In such cases early
gowing is advisable to get the ben-
efit of the spring rains and the soft
mellow soil in which the seed sinks
and is covered with earth, Many
farmers make a practice of baivow-
ing the fall grain in the spring with
a light sloping-tooth harrcw, and
this greatly improves the condi-
tion of the soil and helps wvery
much the young grain, and provides
such a fine covering for the grass
seed as to ipsure its suecessful
growth.

In preparing ground for seeding
grass seed alone, some special meth-
od is required. Grass is a shallow
rooted plant and needs only a shal-
low seed bed with a very light cov-
ering of the soii. The seed is so
small that the seil must be made
exceedingly fine to furnish a com-
pact, yet mellow covering. In a
lumpy soil the seed will be lost and
perish from dying out. The sur-
face should be smooth, for the fu-
ture purpeses of the meadow. To
secure all this a thorough plowing
of the surface should be given; the
ground should then be harrowed
repeatedly until it is mads fine and
mellow; a brush harrow or smogih-
ing plank ghould then be drawn
over the sarface to otiliterate all the
marks of the herrow-teeth and
make a smooth face to prevent
the seed from falling into these lit-
tle furrows and making an uneven
growth. Then the seed may be
sown and immediately covered by a
light brush bharrowing or by a
smoothing drag.
