The profit of the farm can.be
nothing more nor less thanm its sar
plus. After the expenses of con-
tucting the farm have been paid,
the family living has been secured
and the necessary repairs and needs
of the premises have been attended
everylhing that is left of the
year's praducts is just that much of
a dividend on the farmer's busi-
ness, No one thing may 'n_;p'e geem-
ed to pay, taken alone; but, pot
vithstanding this, if evervihing is]
paid tor thg furmer is aliead by ex
sctly what is left slier payment is
ande—there ¢can be no other way of
it.  Even if thirty cent wool, and
cighty cent wheat, and four ¢ent
cattie snd fifteen cent butter have
iwen the products sold, each one of
which 18 ruizopsly low, yet every
jollar left after the growing gf all
these is paid for makes the larmer
better off than he was before. That
nau oniy |oses money in farming
who, when the yeai’s hnsiness is
aver and his products are sold,#nds
bhimself more deeply in debt thap
when the year began. And it mat
ters not how high prices may be if
there is po sarplus left afier pro-
duetion is paid for ibere is no pro
fit. Though this is a most inegm-
petent exppsition of the subject, we
believe the profit at which it aims is
the only wrue solution of the preb-
lem of profit and loss on the farm.

To secure the best results a quick
growth is peeegsary and this of
course can only be secured by hay
ing a rich soil theroughly prepared.
If the soil i» met nsturally rich a
good dressing of well rotted stable
maguaype applied after plowing snd
then thorougbiy wgrked into tha
soil will be fonnd profitabie. The
ground should be thoroughly plowed
and harrowed unotil it is io good
tiith. 1 preler to roll after harrow=-
ing thoroughly, o as to make level
and pack évenly. A seed drill sow
ing s hushel of seed to” the éerég is
belter than broad cssting, as the
work can he done so much more
evenly. If you have no seed drill
sow broad cast and harrow in.
Sorghum gegqd does not need to be
c¢overed deep, yet reguireg fo be
covered in order to germinate as it
should. b 23 3

The seed should be reasonably
¢clean. The firat of June 18 about
the best time to sow the geed for
fodder. - No caltivation is mecessa-
ry. Invarisbly in pelecting the plnt
for the crop secyre one that js free
from weed or grass seed as possi-
ble; the cane makes a slow growth
at first and in order to be sure of
the crops pot being injured by a
growih of weeds and grass reasen-—
ably clean land should be selected.

least Lalf a day before shacking up,
as if put upin wo large a shock
it is apt to mildew and spoil. Stock
of all kinds will eat and relish it.
No ‘different care care is ppeded
than that given common foddar. A
much larger qusotity can be se-
cured in this way than when sown
with the intention of mgking iato
molasses, the stalk of course will
be smmaller and pot so high bat'the
larger number wiJl more than make
up for this. As = range feed it is
the very best we have.—Jouarnal of
