There is, alas! too much truth in

what an old correspondent of the
N. Y. Tribune says: “Farmers do
pot obtsin more than half of the
amount the consumer pays for

meat. The butchers are to greedy,
and many ot them sapparently con-
scienceless. They are selling cuts
now just as high as high as wheo
live stock cost them from one-third
to one-haif more. Several butch-
ers offered me for & lot of small
bat nice Jambs from $1 to $L.50
each. T had them butchered and
sold the quarters to thegvillage peo-

ple at 9 cents a prmnd aad they
brought me from $2.50 to $3 each
and the pelts about 65 cents. The
other parts of the carcasses paid
for all the trouble and time spent,
There should be closer relation be-
tween {armers and consumers. It
is for the interest of both, 1 have
no objection to the “handler,” but
1 do most seriously object to their
gouging me and robbing the con-
sumer, They should be satisfied
with a fair recompense for their la-
bor. The producer is entitled to
his share of what consumers are
willing to pay. If consumers, who
are mainly masuofacturer or trades-
people, were mnot so stupid they
might see that the wore a farmer
can sell at s remunerative pric
the more money he will have to buy
their wares with.

The privilege and duty of the
consumer is thus plain—to go
around the greedy middlemen and
put himself to some trouble to en-
conrage the backbone of prosperity
io this country, the farmers to raise
good meat and other things and
buy direct from them., Thissort of
trade would revive meat production,
now deadened and supplanted by
the western dressed meats; and jt
would also help dairymen to find
some prosperity in their calling.
Consumers are payiong almost
twice as much for good butter as
the dairyman gets; and it is an
vutrage that the retailer or grocer
should get nearly as much for mere
heodling as the maker for all cost
and labor of production,

Divide the Pasture,

The pasture is usually one broad
siretch of land, all of which is con-
stantly accessible to the stock con-
fined. Not one pasture in a hun-
tiundred, perhaps, is divided so as
to give the animals enly a portion
at & time. No one who bas ever
wied 1t or observed the eflects of
such an arrangement, can dounbt
the benefits of change of pasture.
It is o benefit tothe pasture itself,
and a still greater benefit to the
--‘Lm-f»:. It eflects may not be quite
s0 noliceable on young stock turned
{out fto {pick a living; but upon
milch cows that bave to do more
than simply bold their own in flesh,
it is altogether different. A change
of pasture works wonders with
them. In fact, the flow of milk
cannot be kept up without an ocea-
sional change of pasture, unless,
indeed, Lhere be so extensive s
range that only a small portion of
it can be touched. Take a pasture
of say two acres to the cow, which
is about the average., It will be
kept cootnually fouled over, trod-
den and picked fromend o end ev-
ery day.

‘Constantly close.picked pastare
land is the first to suffer from
douth. It has but scant growth to
protect it roots from the hot sun
and drying winds. It has no rest
from the time stock 18 turned on in
turned on in spring until taken -off
in auturnn. 1t caonot produce well
under this treatrent and is injured
as pasture land.

How much better to keep a por-
tion of it at rest; or rather, give,
itall arest in turn. By dividiogit
each portion could have a chance
to rest and freshen up altern ately.
The stock could be kept in one
part for two or three weeks and
then turned into the other, A piece
of grass land that is not trodden or
fouled over for two weeks in the
growing season, picks vp wonder-
fully. The rains wash it off clean,
and the grass gets a nice start so
that when the animals are turned
In again it is like the first spring
picking.

It dees not cost much to divide
the pasture that is already fenced
about. A very few dollars’ outlay
in laber, money or both will de it
The actusl money gain in & single
geason will usually more than
equsal the expenditure. It is won-

derful that our pastures stand so
well under the treatment that they
get. .

Something About Salt.

Rev, Thos. Stack, of Alexandria
gave a lecture on a “grain of salt,”
recently at Loyola college, in Bal-
timore. The lecturer explained, in
all detail, the necessity of common
sall for the preservation of food,
and the powerful part it plays in
giving to the gastric juice of Lhe
stomach a mnever failing source
whence it may extract the requi-
site quantity of inorganic or miner-
ul acids. Heoce one of the direst
puuishments inflicted on criminals

condemned on saltless food. “With
the advance of civilization,” said
the lecturer, “the demand for salt
hes increased enormously. 1t is
estimated that jo the United States
over 30,000,000 bushels of salt are
annually consamed, To draw a
comparison: While every French-
man 18 allowed sixteen pounds of
salt yearly, an Englishman's por-
tion would be twenty-two pounds,
but each citizen of the United
States receives yearly rations of
pearly fifty pounds.  There is no
danger, however, of oor exhausting
the salt sapply, so abuntly does it
occur in natore, both in the solid
state, as rock salt, and in soluation
in sca-water, salt lakes and salt
springs. Mines of rock salt have
been recently explored in the Cau-
casus, the mines of Wieliezka, in
Austrian Galicia, have been worked
for at least six, but prebably for
upward of eight centuries.”

Feeling Young Uhicks.
The setting of a hen and. leaving
the chances of a full brood in the
fall wholly to the hen is poor econo-
my indeed. Hens have very little
brains and we canuot expect so
much from them. The brood should
be cooped and the best place is un-
der n shed—the hen confined and
the chicks given full liberty; feed in
the morning bread made from corn
meal or Medicated Excelsior meal
crumbled into milk that has been
scalded, till two weeks old, and no
water and you will not lose & chick
from any trouble with the bowels.
The first two weeks lay the founda-
tion of health and growth., A brood
that has received no check during
the first four weeks and are weaned
heslthy and strong, as & rule all
live, are the largest, commence to
lay early and lay well the year
through; while the spindling,ill-far-
ed brood furnish the roupy chicks
in the fall and the poorest layers of
onr flocks during the succeeding
season. My boy, yon see Lhe neces-
sity of chicks getting the right
start in Jife as well as the boys. If
you do mnot start right sall goes
wrong. Just see, too, that April
and May hatch all the chicks, that
they have good care till weaned and
plenty to eat afterwards, and in the
rall the flocks will bring more so
you can have s gife overcoat and a
pair of skates for your trouhle in
properly caring for them.—Countr
Home.
