SOME PRACTICAL POINTS.

Having given my idea of a model
school and of tbe character of the
teachers that should be employed
in teaching them. I now mention er.
some practical points in school gov-
ernment which are especially ap-

plicable to our country schools.
We read in nearly all educational
journals method after method, but
seldom find any of them that will
apply to our country schools where
one teacher generally has the work
of two or three teachers to perform.
The most of our country teachers
are not 60 much troubled over the
philosophy of education as "they
are over the little details of practi-
cal work in the school-roo- m and
the work of so conducting his
school as to keep peace and harmo
ny among his pupils and patrons
He is especially perplexed with
many petty difficulties. It is not
the weighty matters that wear the
ife of a teacher. It is their little

annoyances. Having uaa some ex-

perience in our country schools
during the past eight years, I know
how to sympathize wimi all country
teachers and often wish that i
could help them, and if they will
write to me about their difficulties
nothing would afford me more
pleasure than to answer to the best
of my ability through the columns
of The Citizen.

The first and one of the hardest
of the practical points I wiah 10
mak is concerning pupils who are
always wanting to retire from the
school-roo- m. Many will intrude
on the privilege allowed them by
the teacher. The old method ot
keeping a card at the door with
"Out" printed on one side and "In"
on the other is objectionable, for
many of the. quickest children do
all the going and many who should
be allowed to go never go. The
plan of holding up the hand or ask
ing permission across the room is
also objectionable because it annoys
the leacher. To keep children in
from recess to recess will not do in
all cases. The best plan I have
ever tried is this: Let the pupils
understand clearly that by coming
to the teacher and getting permis
sion they can go at any time, but
that all lost time must be made up
by staying in after school. The
teacher should keep an accurate ac
count and see that they make up
the timo faithfully before they
leave in the evening. The pupils
should be made to understand that
the "staying in" is not a punish
ment and brings no disgrace. It is
simply making up lost time. The
restraint consist in this: Pupils
who must leave the room will will
ingly make up the time, and those
who;are not compelled to go will
wait and go when all the others go
at recess. This is the only plan
that I ever found to work successf-
ul!-. It is the natural method
plan acd is founded on reason and
common sense. During the past
five years this question has not
given me any trouble. Try it and
you will seldom have a pupil to
stay in.

A Multitudinous Clock.
The renowned horologist of Vil-lin- gea

in the Black Forest, Chris-
tian Martin, has just completed a
clock which, as a marvel of con-
struction, probably surpasses all
that has hitherto been achieved in
the clock-makin- g art. The clock is
three and a half meters high, two
and three-quarter- s broad, and is
set, in a magnificent Gothic case.
It shows the seconds, minutes,
quarter-hour-s, hours, days, weeks,
months, the four seasons of the
year, the years and leap years until
the last second of the year 99,999
A. D. The clock is not only chro
nological, but geographical, ' and
shows the ngnt time, by compari
son, in every latitude of the north-
ern and southern hemispheres. It
records the successive phases of
tlie moon; ana it striues tue min
utes as well a's the quarters and
hours.

The mass of automatic machine
ry in it will seem stupendous, even
to those who have seen the splen-
did specimens of local Black Forest
clock-makin- in the public clock-maker- s'

hall at Tribery, Furtwangen
and other places, and the great
clock on the opposite side of the
Rhine in Strassburg Cathedral
There are multitudes of working
figures, representing the life of man,
the creed ofs Christendom and the
old Roman and German mytholo
gies. There are sixty different per-
sonages to strike the sixty minutes

the guardian angel, death as a
skeleton, the twelve apostles, the
ages of man, the four seasons, the
twelve signs of the zodiac, the seven
Teutonic deities after which our
days of the week are named and
many others.

During the night hours, winter
and summer, a night watchman
comes forward and blows the hour
on his horn. At sunrise a cock
appears and crows lusiily. The
cuckoo, the inevitable ornament of
a Black Forest ideal clock, remains
concealed in tho works of Herr
Martin's clock until spring. The
great face of the clock has thirty-tw- o

distinct compartments. A
whole series of movable pictures
are exhibited in succession by the
works representing in turn. the
seven days of creation and the four-
teen "Stations of the Cross." A
little sacristan rings a bell in the
spire and then kneels down and
folds his hands. The musical
works, always a great feature in the
Black Forest clock, have a sweet,
flute-lik- e tone. Echo.

But 1 am uppy to
say that there is a move for refcrm
in this direction, and the knowledge
of housekeeping is becoming more
fashionable, even among tne very
wealthy. There should be more
schools for teaching cooking as
well as other occupations. It is
certainly worth the study of every
woman, and an accomplishment of
which the highest should be proud.
It does not follow that because you
have a knowledge of cooking you
must be constantly engnged in it,
but there are many times when it
becomes absolutely necessary for
you to make use of what knowledge
you possess. How much better,
then, to feel that you are prepared
to do it with credit to yourself and
comfort to those around you!

I am glad so many are taking an
interest in household affairs and
are trying to impart their knowl-
edge to others.

A Good That Fruit Does.

It is as a febrifuge that fruit has
its highest value with both old and
young. With the approach of what
the poet calls the melancholy days
of the year, our bodies, if not keyed
up to the pitch of perfect health
are sensitive to tho changes of tem-
perature, especially if the air is
surcharged with heavy moisture
At such a time e are liable to fe
ver and to chills, which, from
neglected condition of the body and
from consequent low vitality, may
easily change to a congestive snd
dangerous form. In this case the
value of the acid of fresh fruit is
easily indicated, and the result of
its use is speedily shown in the
breaking up of morbid conditions,
the brightening of that physical
barometer the face, and that elas-
ticity given to the step.

As is well known our habits of
eating and drinking tend continual-
ly to super excitement of blood and
brain, and to the development and
exhibition of the purely animal
part of us. Too many of our foods
are admittedly prepared for the
stimulation of our passions, and as
for alcoholic drinks, none will deny
that they are used, even when pure,
bsyond all reason or safety. As the
doctor weil fays the substitution
of fruits for stimulants, would re-

lieve much of the need for restraint
on wrong doers. This is certain,
for our heads would be clearer, our
blood cooler, our nerves steadier,
our impulses more subject to rea-
son, and life would be 100 per cent,
better than it is to-d- ay.

How Mistletoe is Grown.

Mistletoe is well grown at Streat-ha- m

Lodge, in Surrey, one pyra-
mid apple tree in particular, some
seven feet high and six feet through,
being a dense mass of it from top to
bottom and ladened with berries.
The apple tree thus nmotht red by
the parasite does not bear any fruit,
but this loss is compensated for by
the ornamental character of the mis-

tletoe. Those who w;sn to intro-duc- e

'mistletoe into their gardens
should devote an apple tree especial-
ly t it. The berries frora which it
is to be grown ehould be gathered in
March or April not earlier, or
success may be doubtful; earlier in
the seasons the berries are not ripe.
The branches ou which they are to
be placed should be frocj three to
four years old. Selecting a clear
bit of bark on the upper side of the
branch, rub the berry on it, and
they will be found to adhere to it.
Blackbirds and thrushes are very
partial to them; therefore trees thus
operated on should be netted. Af-

ter a lapse of some three months the
seeds will be seen to have thrown
out sucker like claws, when all dan-

ger from birds will be at an end,
and the young plants will after that
rapidly increase in size. Young ap-

ple trees with mistletoe established
on them may also be bought in some
nurseries. Garden.

It is the intention, not openly
announceu, out tne intention, nev-
ertheless, of organized labor to
again make the attempt to establish
the eight hour system in all branch
es oi laoor. ine date named is
May 1st, next, and the movement is
to be concerted in all manufactur
ing centers. Coupled with the de
mand for eight hours, will be an
other demanding that the rate of
wages paid for ten hours shall not
be lowered when only eight hours
are worked. It is hard to believe
that the folly of last year is to be
repeated this year; that thoughtful,
intelligent workingmen will for a
moment countenance a repetition
of the late blunder. That eight
hours, will eventually constitute a
dsy's labor, is generally believed
and the belief is just as general that
it never will become a verity
turougu tne medium of a concerted
movement or a strike therefor. It
cannot be forced, especially on. the

1;eve oi general improvement alter a
long period of depression, when
everybody, workingman as well as
others, is straining every nerve to
make up for "lost time." Advance
in wages is general in all industrial
centers, the demands of employes
being generally conceded without
friction, and to demand eight hours,
and strike if tne demand is not
granted, would be little less than
criminal folly. Reforms are brought
about by agitation, not by coer
cion, and just now is a poor time
for either, so far as the eight hour
question is concerned. What the
great majority want
now is steadyemployment at remu
erative wages, and if no is

ed action is taken they will receive
both. Industrial Gazette.

Mr. Powderly, chief of the
Knights of Labor, is experiencing
in his own person not a few of the
troubles and anxieties which usual
ly attend exalted position, ln some
parts of the country there are loud
murmurs of dissatisfaction at meas
ures proposed by the labor leaders,
in otbr parts seditious threats are
rife, and in others still there is
open revolt against the rule of the
order. The socialists, the extre
mists, the hot-heade- d and small-minde- d

element of the older are im-

patient at restraint, and what seems
to them like the unnecessary delay
of the millennium which the dema-
gogues have promised them. In
Chicago some of Jthe knights are
threatening open revolt unless the
order is rescinded forbidding them
to contribute funds of the organiza
tion to the benefit of the condemned
anarchists. In Chicago another
cause of division has arisen from
the interference of the Executive
board of the knights with the
pork packers strike. It is claimed
by some but for this interference
the strike would have been suc-
cessful. In the east there are other
serious troubles. The socialists
having captured the central labor
union, the more conservative
knights are opposing the designs
of that organization, and a great
schism ia threatened in the local
branches of the labor order. Alto-
gether the outlook for Mr. Powder-
ly and his colleague in authority
is far from peaceful.

Improvement in the south, and
especially in Alabama, Tennessee
and Georgia, is going too fast. The
"boom" has spread end grown with
such rapidity as to give strong in-

dications of becoming unhealthy.
In many sections craze would bet-

ter explain the situation than
"boom." People are almoss fren-

zied with excitement on the subject
of development and improvement,
and are liable to become easy prey
to speculators, who scent such ex-

citement with the same precision as
the hound does the hare, and are
sure to be in at the death. There
is no questioning the wonderful
resources of the sections named,
but there is grave danger, in fact
strong indication, that considerable
of what is called improvement,
is nothing but speculation, and that
of the rankest kind. The collapse
of two or three large speculative
schemes will do much to retard the
honest improvement now going on
in the south. Watch for the "wild
cats" and drive them out Indus-
trial Gazette.
