The reason of this wonderful effect
ireness of tho animal muchine is ob-
vious. See how this machine has been
gradually perfected throughout in-

finite ages, especially in birds. During
the wholo geological history of tho
earth this' machine has been steadily
improving in structure of skeleton,
energy of muscle and rapidity of com-
bustion of fuel, by struggle for life and
survival of only tho swittest, tho most
energetic "and the hottest blooded, until
an almost incrediblo 'intensity is
reached in birds. Moreover, in them
everything is sacrilicd to the supremo
necessity of flight. - Viscera, skeleton,
legs, head, all are maelo as small and
light as possible to mako room for tho
great pectoral muscles working tho
wings. Add to this the exquisite
structure of io wings and feathers,
adapting them for the greatest effect-
iveness, and we must admit that a
bird is an incomparable model of a
flying machine.

It must bo tmdeTStood that the
practice is to cat all of these animals
as soon a3 they cspire, whether, the
cause of death be accident, old age, or
disease. This i3 done as a matter of
course, anel the fact that the animal
has died of rm epidemic malady does
not alter its ultimate destination. Cer-
tain disturbances of the human organi-
zation, due to eating diseased meat, are
well recognized among the people;
but it is considered better to eat the
moat, the cheapness of which is cer-
tain, and nui tho risk of the conse-
quences, which aro not quito certain,
than to buy dear meat even with the
assurance ef no ovil results. Lidecd,

Another example of careful, calcu-
lating economy is the construction cf
the cooking pots end boilers, tho lt-tom- s

of which are as thin as possible
that tho contents may boil all tho
sooner ; for fuel is scarce and dear, and
dear, and consists generally of nothing
but tho stalks and roots of the crops,
which make a rapid blaze and disap-
pear.

The word wedding" is pure Anglo-Saxo-n',

and signifies "a pledge." From
time " immemorial this recognized
"pledge" consists of a ring, and is used
as indicative that the man will perform
his part of this free contract The
aneient English wedding ring is a
thread like band of deep yellow guinea
gold. In primitive times the coin
called "a guinea," now out of date and
valued at twenty-on- e shillings, was
used to melt up into wedding rings.
This is the sort of ring the queen of
the realm wears, likewise the coster-monge- r,

if she be married. On a level
all wives meet in England, in this if
iu no other observance. Latterly the
fashion permit a wider band, but the
great, vulgar belts of gold so popular
m America have never found favor on
this side of the "herring pond." The
ring is never removed and is buried
with tho wife. Long years wear it
nearly in two.

This mark is tho symbol of
the goldsmith's craft. It is proof posi-
tive of solid ware, whether of gold or
silver. . The Goldsmiths' hall stamps
this, and to counterfeit such a stamp
involves the smith in heavy penalties,
imprisonment and fines', with liis trade
insignia taken from him forever. In
early days death was the penalty or
lifelong penal servitude.- But the wise
march .or timo has naturally somewhat
relaxed this Spartan law of punish-
ment.
