A SOLDIER'S WORD.

Rare Postage Stamps.
A discovery was made here that will

be of great interest It consisted of
three government postage stamps, is-

sued according to tne law by the post-
master at St. Louis, for the state of
Missouri, in 1845. the denominations
being two of the ten cent and one of
the twenty cent series. These stamps
were issued in five, ten and twenty
cent denominations, and are among
the rarest and most valuable to stamp
collectors of all those issued by au-
thority of thegovernment for use as
postage. J. H7 Wymer was "postmas-
ter of St Louis in 1845, and gave the
order for the plates to J. M. Kershaw,
a local engraver. The five and ten
cent stamps are found on two varie-
ties of paper. The twenty cent were
printed from an altered plate of the
five cent, and are perhaps the rarest
stamps known. The stamps bear the

above and "Postoffice" below, are rec
tangular in shape, and printed in
black on blue paper. Galena (Ills.)

BUSY BEES IN A HOTEL.

A Dmmmw'i 1.1 rely Exporianea In a Boutli-w-

Georgia Town.
"Did you ever see busy bees making

honey in a hotel f" Tho question was
put by a traveling man who hod just
returned from a nix weeks' trip
through the southern portion of tho
state.

"I wouldn't have believed," he con-
tinued, "that people and bees could
livo together, but I have seen it with
my own eyes, and I am convinced that
they can. Last week, as I was mak-
ing ray return trip to Savannah, I
stopped over at Oglethorpe, and 1 spent
tho night in that industrious little town
at the Drummers' Home, the only ho-
tel there. It is kept by Judge Willis,
tho largest merchant and one of the
wealthiest men in southwest Georgia.
I was sitting out on tho front porch
just after supper, smoking a cigar,
and I kept hearing a rumbling noise,
ns if water were pouring oil some
pl.ico. The sound came and went at
intervals, and sometimes I could hear
it distinct enough to almost toll, I
tli ought, what it was. From the ar-
tesian well, situated in, the center of
the town, runs a small stream. It runs
Aown a hill over rocks and pebbles,
making a rumbling noise like that of
a brook, and forms a branch further
il'iwn tho bill, and the rippling of the
little stream is heard at the busiucss
houses.

"I got up and walked down to the
rsouth end of tho porch, imagining
that I could smell tho sweet fragrance
of tho violets and honeysuckles on tho
branch, when a bug, as I supposed,
whizzed by my hcud. I throw rny
hand up to my head when something
lighted on it. I wasn't frightened,
but skittish of hugs. I made a desper-
ate brush at the insect with my left
hand and struck it. It did not fall
dnad to tho Uoor as I expected. Its
sting was in my hand, and tho poor
thing could not get loose.

I ran into the
room, and in somo way they got tho
bees otr of mo. I remained over in
Oglethorpo two days that was longer
than I expected to stay, but I wanted
to stay until my fondness for the
place 'swaggod down' to its natural
sizo.

"Two days afterward, a few hours
lieforo I was going to leave, I thought
I would take a last look at tho 'fated
sitot.' I found tho column against
which I loaned, and tho first thing
thut attracted my attention was the
rumbling noiso that I heard two nights
before. Looking at tho top of tho post
I saw a bunch of hoes that would
havo filled my hat. They were going
in and out of a crack iu tho post, lust
as they go iu and out of a gum. They
were making honey. I had mado a
discovery. I madoknown what I had
scc-- to tho proprietor of tho house.
J le investigated it and found that the
column, which is about ton feet high

mud eijfht inches in diameter, was full
of honi'y up to within two feet of the
top. After calculating awhile, we
found that tho column contained over
200 pounds of honey. It was a find of
between $80 and $100. Nobody had

.ever seen tho bees before, and,
tho rumbling noiso had

attracted tho attention of numbers of
jHioplo, they attributed tho sound to
the branch just as I did. I was told
that tho bees would bo robbed of their
honey tho next day, if I would remain
over, but I was two days behind, and
had to pull out. Tho two fumilies live
peaceably together now, I am told, and
no hostility will bo manifested until
the post gets full of honey, then the
whites will begin pillaging and rob-
bing.'

Tlnw to Disinfect.
Clothing which requires disinfect-

ing should lo submitted for about
threo hours to ft temperature of 2"0
degrees in a chamber charged with
sulphuric fumes from a largo quan-
tity of sulphur. The chamber should
1h) so constructed as to prevent the
fumes from passing otf. No germs
can stand this.

After a room has been used by a
person sick with any contagious dis-
ease, it becomes necessary to disinfect
it before it is fit to bo used again. This
is done by removing and burning tho
paper on tho walls, removing the IkhI-stead- s

and other furniture, and expo
sing them to air and wind, and giving
theiu a fresh coat of varnish; by hav-
ing tho mattress made over now and
tho hair boiled; by burning in the
room threo pounds of sulphur, ami by
whitewashing, pointing and papering
tho room anew.

Now that it is generally conceded
that consumption Is caused by germs
which multiply in tho lungs, a meth-
od of disinfecting them, which shall
Ihj lmrmless, has loen sought for, but
as yet without avail. The vapor of
creosote, tho oil of tho eucalyptus and
carbolic acid have boon tried, and
to somo extent they may paralyze or
stun tho germs and prevent their ra-;pi- d

increase, but as tho passages of
uho lungs arc delicate, and tho viorcannot no brought very near to thom
without injury, the good effects aro
slight But there is ono method which
cannot fail to prove beneficial and
that is tho inhalation of largo quanti-Uie- s

of fresh, pure air. This is worth
nnore than auy disinfectant for the
'lungs, and can do no harm. Practical

Aa Fncldrnt Recalled bj lit. Conklin, of
the Park Menagerie.

"I would rather almost treat any
sick animal in the world than a sick
snake," said Dr. Conklin of the Cen-
tral Park menagerie to a reporter tlie
other day. "Not that I mind handling
a snake particularly, but on account of
tho accidents that are likely to hap-
pen.

"A few years, ago," continued the
doctor, "I had an experience in treat-
ing a sick boa constrictor that will last
me until the end of my life. Wo had
at that time a big cage of boa con-
strictors and several poisonous snakes
as well in the lion house. Very often
a snake's mouth becomes sore, and it
is necessary krrub medicines between
its jaws to save its life. I prepared
somo medicine and went into- - the
house one night with a new attendant
we had just hired. This young man's
name was Joe, and he had been a
snake performer with a traveling
menagerie. Tho sides of tho cage
were of glass, as they are now,
and inside were about forty
snakes ef all kinds. There were a
dozen big constrictors, a python or
two, and a score of rattlers, moccasins
and copperheads. As Joe began rat-
tling tho door of the cago the inmates
woke up, and when thej' saw the light
they were ready for a fight The sick
snake lay at the other end of the cage.

Tho U9ual way in such cases is to
throw a rope nooso over tho snake's
head and drag him to tho cage door.
Then his head is drawn out and cover-
ed with a meal bag or piece of carpet
After that it is easy enough to catch
him back of tho head, press open his
jaws and rub in the medicine. This
was done up to the point where his
head should havo been drawn out
through the door. The rattlers and
other small snakes were twisted to-

gether in a squirming tangle in the
upper end of the cage, and the sick
constrictor was threshing his big tail
about like a dying whale.

" 'I'll go inside, Mr. Conklin,' said
Joe, 'and give it to him there. 1 ain't
afraid of any snake that ever crawled.'

"Before 1 could stop him he sprang
into tho cage and grabbed tho con-
strictor back of the head, opening his
mouth a yard wide, it seemed to me.
Then he took the bottle in his left
hand and proceeded to rub tho sore
spots. Of course he was busy watch-
ing his patient and didn't have eyes
for anything else. But it was differ
ent with me. I saw one of the biggest
rattlers coiled for a spring. If he bit
Joe it would be certain death, and in-

side of a fraction of a sceond the blow
would be struck. My blood seemed
to turn into ice water. My head swam
round and round, and my heart stop-
ped beating. I would have called out,
but my tongue was hot, dry and stuck
to the roof of my mouth. I finally
manage to spring toward the door.
At that instant the rattlesnake darted
hia head forward with a vicious
spring, landing between Joe's fingers.
At the same instant Joe dropped the
constrictor's head and sprang from
the cage to the ground.

You're bitten by
a rattler.'

A Fearfal Stroke of Lightning.

A Test for Tea,
A Russian analyst gives the follow-

ing as a test by which tea can be prov-
ed to be genuine or not: Take a pinch
of tea in a glass, pour upon it a little
cold water and shake it up well. Pure
tea will only slightly color the water,
while a strong infusion ia quickly got
from the adulterated or painted leaf.
Now boil both sorts separately, and
let them stand till cool, and the differ-
ence between them will be most mark-
ed. The false tea will become still
stronger after along standing, but
will remain transparent, whereas
pure tea will become muddy or milky.
This last appearance arises from tne
tannic acid, which is a natural prop-
erty in pure tea, but which in artifi-
cial tea is entirely absent Hall's
Journal of Health.
