have never, directly or indirectly, done any
of the acts in said section soeeitied; that I
have always truly and loyuly on the
side of the I'niteil ."States auaint all enemies
thereof, loreiffti and domestic, that I will
ticar true faithand alleyiatice to the I nit-i- l

States, and will stiriort the Constitution and
laws thereof, as the supreme law of the land,
any law or onThiance of any State to the con-
trary notwithstanding: that 1 will, to the
best of my ahility. protect and defend the
I'nioii of the I nitcd States, and not allow
thesame to be broken tin and dissolved, or
the tiovernmem thereof to be destroyed or
overthrow n, under any circumstances, if in
my power to prevent it: that I will support
the i oiititlitioit of the State of Missouri; and
that I inak: this oath without any menial
reservation or evasion, and hold it to be
binding on me. ' '

The object and intention expressed
in said oath cannot be mistaken. It is
to deprive the Southern man and sym-

pathizer from any ami all participation
in the elections, and political arrange-
ment of affairs in Missouri. Now, the
first question is, "what can they do?"
Let it be remembered, Mr. Editor, 1st,
that the Southern men and their sym-

pathizing friends constitute a large ma-

jority of the citizens of Missouri, and
that they are are all taxed equally
with the burdens of the State; 2nd. that
this oath has been procured by
the combined action of some, who, at
the beginning of the troubles in Mis-

souri, urged and incited the jeople of
Missouri to do just what they did do,
and in the very way it was done, with
others, who may have in good faith,
opposed the institution and interest of
the South. I allude to such men as
John B. Henderson. Third, that as
soon as they could they forsook the
Southern cause and traitorously be-

trayed it into the hands of its worst
enemies. The result was jut the
present condition of things in Missou-
ri. Fourth, the oath presented is not
only plainly ami palpably, but clearly
in conflict with the Constitution of the
United States, and of this there can be
no doubt, and is, therefore, void; and
more especially a part of it is wholly
impracticable and impossible to be
complied with by any living man in
the United States, who has had any
active participation in the politics of

The States asking admission have, by
a constitutional amendment, granted
universal freedom to the negro, and
they have further guaranteed, in an-

other form, a repudiation of the debts
incurred by them in the re!cltimi.
These guarantees I deem as securing
for the present all that can be reason-
ably asked.'
