The President Mini onrcss.
On the 21 st of February, Mr. Pratt

introduced the following joint resolu-
tions on reconstruction :

(.!()'', That tho true base of our
system of government precludes the
idea that race or color should consti-
tute a barrier t equal civil and polit-
ical eights.

That thrt confidence enter-
tained in the integrity anil capacity of
the i.'adienl Cnlon members of the Na-
tional Congress gives the highest as-
surance that in conformity with tbc
loyal sentiment of the country they
w ill enact wise and efficient laws as a
basis for the reconstruction and gov-
ernment of the States lately in rebel-
lion, embodying the idea of equality
before the law.

RisiJ , That we hereby instruct
our Senators and request our roprosen-tativci- n

Congress to devote their best
energies to give shape and force, by
legal enactment, at the earliest period
consistent with the pubho interests, to
the principles herein cxpressei1.

Many other acts of the members of
that party might boused to illustrate
the.r position on the question of negro
equality ,but,it will sufficiently be shown
by their action on the vote oft he Freed-meii'- s

Bureau, bill for. each House, as
resolutions were passed on tho --- d of
February.

The rrrnlnirii's Bureau.
In the Senate a message was receiv-

ed from the House announcing the
passage of the following resolutions,
and asking concurrence of the Senate
tin rein :

It'solrcif, by the House of Bepresen-tative- s

of the State of Missouri, the
Senate concurring therein. That the
conflict which has existed for the last
the years between loyalty and disloy-
alty is still fending, and that tho safe-
ty of the nation demands that the Gov-
ernment shall be retained in loyal
hands; and further.

Itrsulret, That in the thirty Senators
wlio voted to sustain the Freedmen's
Bureau bill vetoed by the President,
and in the Cnion majority of the House
of Beprcsentatives of the national Con-
gress who supported tlie same and kin-
dred measures, we recognize true and
worthy representatives of the princi-
ples which saved tho country in the
late rebellion, and we tender euch Sen-
ators and Bepresentatives the hearty-suppo- rt

and sympathy of ourselves arid
our constituents.

The resolutions were taken up on
motion of Mr. Gravelly, ami road the
first and second time.

Mr. Iloniphau ottered the following
as a substitute for the House resolu-
tions :

iir it rrSoJceJ, By Senate and House
of l.'opreseutatives of the General As-

sembly of State of Missouri 1st.
That we recognize in Andrew Johnson
the pure patriot, the ardent and fervent
advocate of human rights, the uncom-
promising supporter of human liberty,
and the incorruptible statesman, under
whose administration we lelieve the
Government of these United States
may be fully restored and perpetuated.

titled to and will receive the earnest co-
