A gentleman desirous of
giving burial to a corpse in his neigh-
borhood, came to the ollice of Register
of Births and heaths a with certifi-
cate of deaths signed by Hr. Ball, a
licenced physician.

lie desired to register the death, and
placed the certificate in full view of the
Registrar, surrounded by three genera-
tions of niortuarv and natal reports.

"What is that paper?" said the Reg-
istrar.

"It is a certificate of death."
"That is informal," said R.
"Informal why?" said the gentle-

man." .

"It has not upon its face a five cent
revenue stamp."

"Indeed ; have you any stamps?"
"Xo; 1 have not. lama Registrar

of deaths. Stamps are not for sale
hire."

"Where can I get one?"
"(Jo to the postoffiee."
"Rut it is closed it is after three."
"(Jo to Kllis'."
"lie is closed it is after seven.
"(Jo to . I refuse to register the

death, and no sexton will bury the body
unless there is a five cent stamp on the
certificate."

The gentleman, rebuffed, turned
away with the mortifying consciousness
that the dead body of his neighbor
must lie mortifying under his senses
until the next morning.

Lot the sexton of the grave-var- the
registrar of deaths, and all physicians
in the city keep side by side with the
implimeuts and of their
otlii-- a lot of five cent Internal Reve-
nue stamps. And above all things, let
no dead body infect the air for want of
burial because there hapjH-ii- s to be no
five cent stamp on the certificate.
