Fell, of Ixtndon, and has been ased by
him for six or eightyears, with unfailing
success, and not a case has been known
of tbe reappearance of the cancer
where this remedy has been applied.

From the raoples Tribnae
The undersigned, a committee ap-

pointed by the Central Johnson Club
of St Louis to propose a plan of action
for the people of tbe State in reftfrence
to the approaching election, deem it
advisable to submit the following sug-
gestions ia? regard to your rights and
duties ander tbe complicated system
of registration, provided by the new
Constitution, and the act of tho Legis-
lature.

Those provisions of law were design-
ed to deprive a large portion of you of
the elective franchise. Hence the
greater necessity for your activity and
vigilance in securing that inestimable
privilege whenever it can be done under
the law as it now stands ; and also to
being prepared to show the world and to
each other what your strength is in
tbe State, and bow many of you have
layer deprived of your liberties.

We suggest, therefore, that every
one who considers himself a voter at-
tend the place of registration ot .his
own election precinct, take the oatli,
and ask to be registered.

By the ninth section of the registry
act, the officer is bound to put down
the name of every man who applies
thus for registration, either on tlte list
of qualified or rejected voters. If you
are put on the list of qualified voters
there is no further dificulty.

Ifyon are put down as a rejected
voter, then appeal to tbe Board of Reg-
istrators, and at the proper time ap-
pear before the Board and seek to have
your vote changed ; but whether chang
ed or not, in every case let the appli-
cant attend the election. The judges
of election are bound to receive his
allot by the provisions of the fifth sec-

tion of the second article of the Con
stitution.

In cases where the registering officer
refuses to record the name of a person.
either as a registered or rejected voter,
let bim offer to take the oath and be
registered both before the registering
officer and the Board of Registration,
and if still refused let him nevertheless
offer his vote before the judges of elec
tion.

We would also urge upon the peo
ple of each election precinct of the
State where there are no Johnson Club
organizations to appoint a committee
of vigilance of from three to five of
their most discreet citizens, whose du-

ty it shall be to attend, first, the place
of registration, then the sitting of the
Board of Appeals, and finally at tbe
polls, to aid in bringing forward per-
sons for registration, and in procuring
testimony where it is needed, and
whose duty it shall be also to preserve
in a memorandum book the names of
all those persons who are refused reg-
istration, whether put down as a rejec
ted voter or not, and the names of
the candidates for whom they offer to
vote.

Let this committee carefully pre-
serve these facts for future use, so that
they may be able to testify to the facts
of the rejection, the name of the rejec-
ted voter and tho name of the person
for whom he offers to vote.

Tbea duties, both on the part of the
citizens and the committee, should be
discharged in a quiet and peaceable
manner, offering violence to no one,
but being prepared to resist it when of-
fered by others.

Should it happen that there is no
registering officer in any election dis-
trict or in any county, then we advise
those who consider themselves quali-
fied voters to bold their own elections
without registration, complying in all
other respects, as far as possible with
the law. Although there is no provis-
ion in tbe Constitution or the Regis-
tration law requiring persons to regis-
ter in the district in which they reside,
yet it is best to do so in all cases, be-

cause the list of registered voters for
each election precinct as returned by
the Register is the list to be furnished
the judges of election, and it would lie
extremely inconvenient, and in some
instances impracticable, for the voter
to procure evidence of his having been
registered except from the list in tbe
hands of the judges of election.

Whenever the voter is satisfied that
the registering officer has wilfully and
corruptly refused to register him as a
"qualified voter, he should immedi-
ately institute proceedings asainst him
before a Justice of the Peace, under the
provisions of the 22d and 25th sections
of the registry law, and have him
bound over to apttcar before the next
grand jury to answer criminally fr
the offence.

We suggest the following plan of ac-

tion to the Johnson Clubs throughout
the Slate:

1. That each club appoint a vigi-
lance committee of resolute and discreet
men to attend the Resister's office on
tbe day appointed for registartion, to
vouch for, encourage and protect our
friends in their legal demands to Its
registered as qualified voters.

2. This committee, or another ap-
pointed for that purpose, should also lay

required to attend tbe polls on election
day, and that our friends who are
registered as "loyal voters" are per-
mitted to vote ; that all persons put on
the list of rejected voters, offer their
ballots to the judges of election ; and
they should also preserve a list of such
rejected voters, and of those who offer
to vote, but who have not been put on
tbe list of registered or rejected voters,
and of tbe persons whom they severally
offer to vote for as candidates for any
office.

3. That each club procure from these
committees, or otherwise .a list contain
ing: I. The names of all persons reg
istered as "qualified voters; 2. The
names of all persons enrolled as reject-
ed voters ;" 3. Tbe names of all free
white adnlt males not enrolled, either
as qualified or rejected voters, whopre-sen-t

themselves for registration.
4. That each 3uh divide its district

into convenient subdivisions, each of
which shall be assigned to a committee,
whose duty it shall be to procure a list
of the names and political status of its
white adnlt male residents entitled to
registration, and to persuade and assist
in tho registration of those friendly to

If the stomach is irritable and rejects
everything put into it, the medicine
must be administered by injection into
the bowels. Two, three or four drachms
should lie dissolved in one or two pints
of water, and forced as high as possi-
ble iuto the rectum and colon, and in
the worst cases I have passed up a gum-elast- ic

catheter, or a stomach tube,
above the sigmoid flcxture of the colon,
through which the solution was thrown
into the descending colon. The ad-

vantage of this is that absorpt ion takes
place more ranidlv, and 1 Lave had pa
tients say they tasted th medicine two !

minutes after it was injected. Imme-
diately after the injection has been re-

ceived, pressure should be made on the
anus, by a competent assistant to pre-
vent its evacuation from the bowels.
In bad cases, I do not trust to less than
half an ounce of the medicine. 1 have
injected a drachm into the bowels of a
child two years of age, and iti no in-

stance has it failed to put an end to the
haemorrhage. In ca-

ses where the greater part of the wa-
ter of the blood has been lost, unless
it can lie speedily replaced, death in-

evitably ensues. It is in this the stage
of collapse, that injections into the
veins have been tried, but not with
such success as to encourage reX'ti-tio- n.

After the haemorrhage is arrest-
ed, nothing more is required but great
care as to diet.

One very important part of the treat-
ment is to prevent, by pressure on the
anus, the discharge of rice water from
the bowels. The bowels cannot be too
full. Their contents give support to
the blood vessels, prevent further con-
gestion, and consequently, further ex-

halation, and portions will be absorb-
ed.

If Iain right in supposing Asiatic
cholera to lie a haem-

orrhage, everything having a tendency
to produce purging must be injurious.
The more the patient purges, tiie soon-
er be dies. In the worst cases opium
has very little wer over the disea.se ;

and the combination of calomel and
opium, while it has cured mild attacks,
has killed thousands. The calomel
increases the diarrha-a- , and the opium
narcotises. It is absurd to try to make
the liver secrete bile when the blood is
so much diminished in quantity and
altered in quality that the materials of
bile are not present. Restore the
Mood to its normal condition, and the
liver soon begins to perform i:s func-

tions.
Alcoholic stimulants are worse than

useless. The debility is not muscular,
nor is it nervous, and you might as
well try to rouse a dead man by tonr-in- g

brandy into bim as to excite one
in the collapsed stage of cholera. Wa
ter and the salts are the appropriate
stimulants, and these should be given
freely. There is no danger of giving
too much of them. Tbe system will i

; take what it requires, and no more.

These latterday saints made religion
to consist in a strict and unvarying ob-

servance of the Sabbath dav, while du
ring tbe week, all was laid upon tbe
shelf. With this view of Christianity
these miserable fanatics, conceived of
the uptian dream of human perfecta-bilit- y,

and the formation of a pure
christian commonwealth; but their
children, having been long tortured by
the painful and unnatural restraints
imposed on the Sabbath ; and observ-
ing during tbe week the licentiousness
and worldly --mindedness of their lives,
looked upon this religion with
loathing, disgust and invincible hatred :
so that coming down through success-
ive generations we find them embra-
cing every form and phase of infideli-
ty, to Atheism itself.

These descendants of the pilgrim
fathers instructed by example, rejected
the idea of human perfectability, and
embraced the opinion of a distinguish-
ed American that there were in the be-

ginning two distinct creations, the
white and the black races, and that the
white race alone suffered by the fall,
and became sulj-c- t to vanity and sin ;
while the black race never tasted the
forbidden fruit, and consequently main-
tained their unsullied purity and inno-
cence; and after the lapse of many
ages, the white man, moved by cupidity
and avarice, and consulting his ease,
regardless of justice, mercy and equal
rights, subjected these sable innocents
to involuntary servitude, contrary to
the declaration of independence as con-
structed by some, and contrary to the
laws of humanity and the most refined
ideas of modern philanthropy; but
God having chosen His elect from be-

fore the foundation of the world, who
were fully recovered from the ruins of
the tall, and baving.cast the lot or ma-
ny in this once happy land they have
in these last davs appeared on the
stage, as the friends and deliverers of
this immaculate race from the galling
yoke of slavery, that they .night enjoy
once more, the freedom of their breth-
ren in Africa, and be elevated by the
Freednien's Bureau far above their old
masters.

Thus yon have in a few words the
real cause of the late sanguinary war
the emancipation of the negro. S4on
would have no law against parricide.
and sacrilage, as the first was a crime
too horrible to human nature to be ever
committed, and the latter never would
be committed, as no case had ever oc-

curred in Athens; but these elect
saints have a thousand times commit-
ted parricide, fratricide, homicide, sa
crilege, and every other crime that
fiendish cruelty and ingegnity could in
vent, and that too with a arm and set-
tled conviction that God required it at
their hands as His ministers ofjustice.
Are these, then, some or the blessed
fruits of the reformation ? Yes, verily I

It turns upon a principle ot divisions,
sub-divisio- intestine commotions,
discord and death ! Love, the only co
hesive principle, has been superceded
by antagonistic passions, and left but
little more, than empty form, pride of
opinion, zeal without knowledge and
deadly andnnited hostility to the church
set np by Christ in the world ; tor if

one, having the one fold and the one
shepherd where was the church until
Luther and his compeers took their po-
sition, upwards of fifteen hundred
years after its establishment ; and what
would have become of the seriptnres,
when all the powers of earth were
bent on their destruction, had they not
been preserved in the sacred archives
of this church f

To these general remarks with re-
gard to the corruption, of the Protes-
tant sects, wo are happy in finding ma-
ny noble exceptions, in all tbe societies,
claiming to have built on tho Rock
Christ Jesus. They have done the best
that cireBmstancos would allow, and
will be received, having works to bear
teatiRMMiy to tho geaaiaenese of their
faith.
