The Catholic Council at Baltiaore.
The Catholic Council which has been

in session at Baltimore for two weeks,
holds its last session to-da- y.

fied Priest. t ith a view to promo-tio- n

to the Episcopacy.
The attentiou of Bishops is also call-

ed to what are aptly designated as wan-
dering Priests. It is expected of the
Bisho) that Prit of this character
shall not t received by one Bishop af-
ter being dismissed by another, except
in the case of such as those of whose
virtue and learning they have undoubt-
ed testimony

Its strongly suggested that two more
holidays, the Feast f the Circumci-
sion and of the Immaculate Concep-
tion, should be added to the four al-

ready observed as of obligation in tLe
United States, and a mora vigorous ob-

servance of the fasts is also Muted at.
The security of the church property

is suggested as matter of ronsMera-tio- n,

and the Bishops ars advised to
place sack proiierty under the protec-
tion of the civil authority.

The extent of territory on hand in
some Dioceses and in the Vieariat-- i of
Nebraska, is alluded to as if it were de-

sired that new Dioceses should be
formed where those already existing
are found too extensive to le conveni-
ently governed.

Finally, the salvation and christian
education of the euwritcipated negroes,
is made a special subject of considera-
tion, and is urged apon the Bishops aa
a matter of the first necessity.

No doubt these matters have been
considered and passed npon by the
Council, but as its decrees go to Rome
for ratification, it will lay some time be-

fore it is known to what they relate.
Rome hastens slowly, and it will not
accelerate its proverbial taMiaess t ha
in the condition in wbhea it ia noer
placed by political areata.

Immense Public Works ia France.

In a letter to ihe London Morning
Star, the Paris correspondent of that
journal writes:

I'rainicgon agiganticca:e is being
carried on in France. No less than
three hundred and fifty thousand square
acres are undergoing this salutary
process. Government has dcA-ote- d

seven millions to carry out the works,
The staff officers f tlie Civil Engineer
Department have futhermore surveyed
a siijH'rfices of live hundred thousand
square acres, the reclaiming of which
will rot cost less than thirty-fou-r mill-
ions. The most important public
works now in hand, however, are the
embankments, of which the immedi-
ate object is to prevent various rivers
from overflowing their bed-- and thus
catisingthe frightful inundations which
have, within the last few years, caused
so much damage to the country.
Works of this nature have been set on
foot in sixty --four uYpa tnunU Ten
millions have leen set apart for de-

fraying the necessary expenses. Nine-
teen hundred river courses will thus lie
damned np, the total length of embank-
ment required measuring eight thou-
sand English miles.

In 1SC4, at the general election, the
Circuit Attorneys were elected for the
term of four years. In accordance
with the provisions of an ordinance
passed in convention, March 17, 105,
commonlA- - known as the vacating or
dinance, the offices of the Circuit At
torneys were declared vacant on the
first of May thereafter, ami the Gover-
nor was authorized to fill said offices
for the remainder of the term by ap-
pointment.

This ordinance is organic in its na-
ture, and cannot le repealed, altered,
or mil anvil ii" mere legislative enact
ment, without such power was given
to the Legislature by the ordinance,
or by some Constitutional provision.

We have not lecn able to find any
clause in the Constitution conferring
such power.

The office of Circuit Attorney is not
a constitutional office, and is ordinari-
ly subject to I controlled and regula-
ted by the legislature, but here the
title to the office is vested in the ap-

pointees for a certain prescrilied time,
by au act. having the effect of consti-
tutional law. That title can only be
divested or impaired by an ordinance
of a Convention or some provision
embodied in the constitution.

In article V. of the constitution,
specific direction is made in regard to
the elction of certain officers t and for
their appointment, in certain contin-
gencies, and by the 20tb section of the
same article, it is declared that the ap-

pointment of all otlicers, not otherwise
directed by the constitution, shall be
made in such a manner as may be pre-
scrilied by law. The office of Circuit
Attorney is not one of the offices men-
tioned in the 5th article of the consti-
tution, but we are of-- the opinion that
the poAver given by the 2'th section
prescribed by law for the appointment
of officers not otherwise provided for
can not be extended by implication to
the present case. We have therefore
arri-e- d at the conclusion that wherev-
er Circuit Attorneys are holding their
offices by virtue of an appointment
duly made in pursuance of this ordi-
nance, their terms will not be required
to be legally filled till the election in
November, 186.

of any of the aforesaid courts, of a!!

circuit attorneys and their assistants,
and of sheriffs and county recorders,
shall I vacated on the first day of
May, 1 !!., and the same shall be filled
for the remainder of the term of each
of said offices, respectively, by ap-

pointment by the governor," 4c. Ap-
proved, March 17, 1S65.

See. 26, art. V. of the constitution
says :

"The appointment of all officers, not
otherwise elected by this constitution,
shall lie made in such maimer as may
be prescribed by law."

The legislature, last winter passed
the law npon the subject, plain as a
pike staff. Here it is :

"The elections for circuit attorney,
and assistant circuit attorney, shall
be held on tho first Tuesday after the
first Monday in Novetnlier, in the year
166 : and each subsequent election, on
the same day of the same month, at the
end of every period of four years'
thcrcaftei."

The New York correspondent of the

of nearly thirty-seve- n millions. We
have exported nity-fou- r millions of gold
and silver, an im-reas- e of thirty-on- e

millions as compared with the returns
of 1K'5; and haA-- e roeeiA-e-d from

over thirty --one millions, an in-

crease of nearly eighteen millions, on
last year's receipts. The customs re-

to the same date last vear.
These returns show that the commer-
cial prosperity of Xew York has not
yet liecn affected by the politically dis-
turbed condition of t he countrv.

Tho Prussian Mouitenr gives the fol-

Number of dead and
wonnded, Prussia and her allies : Killed
on tho field of battle, 104 ollicers and
2,573 men ; since dead of their wounds,
etc., 120 and 2,2 ; total dead, 28 4 olli-

cers, 5,4-- 4 men. Wounded, not dead,
5t2 and 14,:i Be,-on- d the w ounded
Austrians mentioned above, the num-
ber of dead and wounded is not known,
but the Austrian Gazette reports a loss
down to the 1st of August of 2,465
officers, of whom 135 belonged to the
staff. The loss of guns, flags, etc.,
to Prussia is nothing, while to Austria
and her allies it is 46 guns and 31
flags or standards.
