Sec. 4. The validity of the public

But
neitherthe United States nor any State
shall assume or pay any debt ofobliga-
tion incurred in aid of insurrection or
rebellion against the United Stales, or
any claim for tiie loss or emancipation
of airy slave; but all such debts, obliga-
tions and claims hall be held illegal
and void.

Sec. 5. The Congress shall have pow-
er to enforce, by appropriate legisla-
tion, the provisions of this article.

Constitutional A.end.ent.

the South to ratify it?" The iN'ew

York World speaks to the question as
follows, and we utter a hearty plaudit
to its wise and honest counselling :

"A point of considerable interest to
the South, on whieh the "World" can
speak with more authority titan an-
other Northern journal, is the position
of tho Northern Democracy in re-

lation to the amendment. If the Demo-
cratic party of the North should com-
mit itself to the amendment, thereby
making the. North unanimous in de-

manding its ratification, such unanimi-
ty could not be disregarded by the
South in determining its own course."

With in the last tow weeks we have,
with much pains and no small solici-
tude, attempted to guage the sentiment
of the party on this point.

ment as a condition of restoration. If
we might take it upon us to advi?e our
Southern iVliow-citixen- s, we would
counsel them to reject the proposed
amendment, to yield quiet obedience to
all constitutional laws, to maintain or-
der, to protct and encourage the freed-me- n

by equal laws. and to abstain care
fully from the agitation of questions of
federal politics as it they bad no con-
cern in them."

"Their only hope of redress is in
Northern justice. When it tieeomes evi-
dent that 1 hey are determined to await
this with dignified reserve ; that they
will neither humiliate themselves nor
disturb the peace of tho country; that
they will furnish no food to agitation,
but quietly demean themselves as law-abidi-

citizens andpatiently await the
result, and that nothing will shake their
resolution not to be parties to their
further humiliation.''

Erovement on many white persons
drafted for this purpose.

This is the first term of these courts
where colored men have been pat on
the juries, although in a recent term of
the Supreme court, in a trial for mur-
der, as we have recorded, there was one
who served."
