Vera Cruz letters statethat Iiaz lost
2.000 men in the assault upon Puebla.
which was taken on the 2-- 1. Imperial
loss 1,00(1. Diaz had previously made
two demands fur surrender,which were
insultingly rejected. In compliance
with his threat if the demand was not
promptly acceded to, all the o'liccrs de-

fending the city down to lieutenants
were executed, tiie number ranging ac-

cording to different accounts from
twenty-fou- r to one hundred and forty.

The ofliccrs in the fortifications were
allowed to capitulate and their lives
spared.

Immediately upon the capture, ll'iaz
sent three thousand men and a battery
to attack Vera Cruz. The Liberals, on
the 12th, demanded the surrender of
Vera Cruz. A council of war was held
by the Imperial chief, and it was be-

lieved they would capitulate.
The reported escape of Maximilian

from (uerctaro to tho City of .Mexico
is discredited. The Imperialists made
another sortie from tjucreto, and were
defeated.
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. Earthquakes.
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In the powers which convulse nature,
man reads the story of his own insig-
nificance. Painfully he toils for cen-

turies rearing up to the broad heavens
monuments of his genius and hispride;
boastfully dues he survey the trophies
of Ids industry, and his heart throbs
wit h exultation at the work otitis hands.
A rumbling sound l.ke t h under is heard;
the earth groans, hea'.ci ami opens,
and the city with its pomp and its pow-
er and its height of pride has disappear-
ed forever, or exists only as a mass of
shapeless ruins. There are old men
now living who remember the eardi-quak-

which, just, felt at New Madrid
in our St ate, continued to give repeated
shocks for mouths and months, and
culminate 1 in the utter destruction of
the city of Curuccas, in Venezuela,
with a loss of 12,000 inhabitants. An
eye witness of New Madrid has left it
on record that the day was universally
tine and brilliant, but that the western
sky was incessautly lit up with the
glare of lightning, and that the thunder
rolled and muttered unceasingly. Both
seemed to come from the ground. The
shocks which ensued extended over a
country three hundred miles in length,
from the month of the Ohio to tho
mouth of the St. Francis. The ground
daily rose and sank in great undula-
tions ; lakes were formed in one place
to be almost immediately drained and
to accumulate in others. The earth
cracked in huge fissures, whence water
and mud were thrown as high as the
tops of the highest trees ; but the in-

habitants of that region perceiving that
these fissures were invariably from the
northeast to the southwest, felled great
trees at right, angles to them, and upon
these took their stations. From the
length of this earthquake period, scien-titi- e

men were enabled to gain a mass
of information respecting these dread
exhibitions of internal forces. It was
perceived that there were two classes
of earthquake one vertical, the other
horizontal, ami it has been generally
from shocks of the latter description
that the most fearful ravages have
been made upon the cities of the world.

In the provinces of Basilicuta and
Principato Superiore in southern Italy,
in tho year 1S;7 there were dreadful
shocks by which many small towns and
villages were destroyed, and o2,000
people were killed, besides some 1,000
wounded. In 1.jS there was a most
dreadful earthquake in the empire of
Mexieo, felt principally in the province
of Guadalaxara, by which upwards of
10,000 souls were cut oil'. In loU the
the town of ttiito in Keuador, South
America, was wrecked and ruined ; but
it occurred in the day time, and the
loss of life was not great. This very
year our souls have been harrowed by
the fate of Mityler.o. No sooner had
we rested from the horrors of that ac-

count than one still more dreadful at
the Molucca startled our ears, and to-

day we cannot avoid a fear that the
shocks w hich we felt so indistinctly

possibly alter it. The rapid cooling of
the exterior crust, produced by intense
cold of space, and the creation of aTl
atmosphere therefrom, would tond to
retain the primal heat in the interior.
This being granted, they suppose that
subterranean lakes, frtering throucn
rocks, come into contact with the in-

ternal molten mas, generate steam,
and produce the results.

This tl.e-.iry- however, is not alto-
gether satisSactory. Ti.e effect of an
earthquake is unquestionably wave-
like, and must be produced by some-
thing that moves in currents. Steam
does not ilo this, electricity does, an i

therefore, it tultids tiie conditions
of the problem better than the molten
mass theory. But as the sub jet t is an
uncommonly difficult one, we will lay
before our renders the conclusion ar-
rived at by Professor Mallet founded
mainly on investigations ot the New
Madrid shocks :

"An earthquake is produced by a
wave of elastic compression, produced
either by the sudden flexure and con-
straint of the elastic material forming
a portion of the earth's crust, or by the
sudden relief of his const raint by with-
drawal of the forces, or by t heir giving
way and becoming fractured."

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An Old Robbery.

Ninety-seve- n years ago, that is, in
1770, a Spanish Governor living near
New Madrid, Mo., was robbed of 6172,-00-

The robbers were pursued, found
in a swamp, and all but one, who es-

caped, killed. The red hers were hur-
ried where slain, the date marked upon
a tree, and as the country was covered
with a dense forresf, a 'dice line" lead-
ing to the river was marked with ar-

rows cut upon the trees, as a means of
finding the place again. The treasure
was not found. Thirty-thre- e years la-

ter, in 1H2, the solitary robber return-
ed, and wandered for months over the
hills, seeking for the camp near which
the Coin had been hurried, but all traces
had been obliterated, and he gave up
the search as fruitless, disclosing him-

self and errand to several people. These
incidents were carefully remembered
and handed down in tradition from
father to son, in hopes the treasure
might be found.

A few weeks ago a citizen accident-
ally discovered upon an old tree the
rudely carved date, 1770, and digiring
at its roots exhumed the three skeletons
of the murdered robbers. This, then,
was the long sought camp, and vigor-
ous exertions are being made to dis-

cover the hidden treasure. Jin. S!atn.

; a submarine crater belched forth
lava and scoria1 and dead fish not far
from tho Lipan Islands; Lampadusa
felt a trembling, and a shower of tine
ashes fell over the island; and there
were accounts, vague but trustworthy,
of increased action in the volcanoes of
the Japanese Island, ami the Sandwich
Islands and our old friend Vesuvius.

South Amoriou and Mi:ioo Lat-- ct-ck- -

been unfortunately distinguished by
the number of their volcanic disasters,
and the extent of their misfortunes.
In Chili, in 122, a surface extending
over 10(1,000 square miles was perma-
nently elevated from 1 to 7feet,and great
waves destroyed Cal'ao, the port of Li-

ma, and thr whole pupulation perished.
Lima has been destroyed : (uito has
been destroyed; liiombaibo has been
destroyed ; Conception, in Chili, has
been leveled three times. But the most
dread i'ul of all earthquakes recorded in
authentic history, is that of Lisbon,
which took place on the 1st of Novem-
ber, 17o-"- , by which G0,0o0 perished.
There had been premonitory symtoms
for weeks beforehand. The atmosphere
had been hazy and the sun through it
had seemed red and fiery. The weath-
er was entirely calm, attended howev-
er, with fierce gusts of wind which rose
on the sudden, and ceased on the in-

stant. Men felt symtoms of giddiness,
and a feeling of nausea not unlike in-

cipient ; animals went
moaning about, giving forth cries occa-
sionally as if in pain. Wild beasts
broke from their cages and showed no
ferocity when captured, but rather
seemed to desire protection. But no
notice was taken of thesethingscxecpt
by meteorologits who wondered, but
could not elucidate. And so the days
went by till suddenly a sound broke
upon the car, like the rumbling of a
carriage over a ronch pavement ; the
sea went back, leaving not a drop of
water in the bay, and retired heyond
the bar. Then on a sudden came a
fearful sound like an explosion of fifty
powder mills, and a hideous glare of
lightning. The earth opened in huge
chasms swallowing up streets anil peo-
ple. .Many (locked for shelter to the
great church ; thousands rushed down
to the quay, which was of recent con-
struction and very strong. But all on
a sudden it went down carrying thous
ands with it, of whom no vestige will
ever bo seen till the grave gives up its
dead. The sea rose np against, the city
with a vast wave, fifty feet in bight,
overwhelming everything which the
earthquake had spared.

The shock which destroyed Lisbon
was felt in the Alpine region and on
the coast of Norway. The mineral
waters of Topiitz, in the heart of Ger-
many, suddenly ceased to flow, and af-

ter an interval of 1 wo days burst forth
again, deluging the country round
with ochre stained waters. Iroeh Lo-

mond in Scotland rose two feet, and
then fell again ; and a tidal wave of
inky blackness washed the islands of
Barhndoes, Martinique and Antigua.

Tho causes which produced these
fearful results are not satisfactorily-known- .

Various ones have been as-

signed. The observations made in
Missouri in 1S11 seem to point out
some electrical agency ; but the ques-
tion would arise, was this the primary
or only secondary cause ? Others have
given an hypothesis that earthquakes
are always connected with volcanic ac-

tion, and that the causes which produce
tho one produce the other. Arguing
from the established fact that the eter-
nal heat of the earth increases as we
descend, they have come to the conclu-
sion that tho center of the earth is mol-
ten from excessive heat. They point
out the indubitable fact of plutonic
agency in the rocks which geologists
term igneau erystaline limestone for
one, granite, a mixture of quartz and
porphyry for another. They show
that only the external erost of the earth

I could have cooled, and that if wc ad-- j

mil that the earth was once in a state
! of fusion, we must admit that the in-- !

terior of it is still so : for nothing could
