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his bleeding forces from the field, Lis
rear protected by Generals Marmakuke
and Shelby's cavalr-- . At Cotton Plant,
on White river, Holmes directed his
march to Little Rock, and Marmaduke
continued toward Jacksouport. Here
we remained in camp for several weeks,
when again the line of march was ta-
ken up, and this time for Little Rock.
On Bayou Metre, wo encountered 3,000
cavalry, under Gen. Pleasenton ; but
they gave way like snow drifts before
the warm south wind. We coutinued
our march to Little Rock. Aguin Gcu.
Pleasenton yvas in readiness. One un-

broken fire continued from 1 o'clock, v.
M., till dark. The struggle yvas des-
perate. Captain Collins worked one
of the guns, himself, at the same time
cheering his men "Stand men, stand,
tho enemy dare not advance." From
Little Rock, we marched to ArkaJcl-phia- .

There Collins successfully equip-
ped his battery for a raid into Missouri.

Resting at Arkadelphia some two
weeks, Gen. Shelby marched for Mis-
souri. Captain Collins could not go.
Sickness held him captive. He begged
to be lashed on a limber box, that he
might follow his bravo General to en-

counter the foe upon the boil of his be-

loved State. "Boys," says he, 'T would
rather leave my right arm than re-
main." Tho command of the artillery
devolved upon Lieut. David Harris. I

pass over the minor engagements ou
this "raid," aud will first speak of the
Marshall tight. Here, Gen. Shelby was
almost entirely surrounded by the fed-

eral forces under Gen. Brown. Harris
displayed the fortitude of a skillful and
brave commander. With two pieces
he contended with three batteries, hold-iti- g

them in check ; but loosing one
piece, a Parrott riile, yvhich yvas dis-
mounted by tho enemy's guns. Gen.
Shelby having accomplished his design,

Lreatto,mcn,if yon can live without it."
With the first streak of daylight

through the green woods, Cspt. Col-iins- 's

battery was pitching its shot and
shell into the Queen City, mangling her
crew and disabling her engine. In less
than ten minutes, Capt. Collins, with
his four guns, compelled her to surren-
der, without the loss of a man on our
side.

This is the first accent in history of
a field battery coinpo"g a gunboat to
surrender. But the conflict did not
cease here ; the enemy's gunboats ly-

ing at Duvall's ElutT caught the sound
ot the artillery as it came boom-
ing over the hills, and, fearing their
companions were in danger, hurried to
succor them. Within three hours,
clouds of smoke were seen sporting
over the tail trees. Suddenly there
belched forth from the brazou throats
of the enemy's guns a volley that seem-
ed to shake the very earth. But our
brave little band stood undaunted.
The energetic appeals of brave Collins
to his men could be heard over the din
oi battle. His artillery vomited forth
incessant volleys of round shot and
shell, and the wing of death yvaved
everywhere in the sulphurous atmos-
phere of the battle. For one hour, the
enemy's guns poured forth an uniutcr-mittin- g

shower of grape, eannister and
shell, splintering tho fathers of the for-

est, and strewing the ground yvith the
dead and the dying. Collins, calm aud
cool, shouted, "uo your duty, men;
this is a little the hottest conflict I ev-

er witnessed, but I would not be else-
where for thousands." Just then, a
large ball plowed the earth near Sear-gen- t

Williams while be was .loading
one of the guns, almost covering him
with dirt. The brave Lieut. Harris,
who had watched the dreadful carriage
inlawed, stepped forth and filled Sear-gen- t

Williams' place. By this time,
our cavalry bad given way ; it was not
in human nature to stand before that
hurricane of fire. The bugle sounded
the retreat. Collins, cheering the men
and Lcsrging them not to desert his
battery, emerged as it was in mire and
water, h;me!f assisting ia rolling the
artillery out of danger, and saved it
from capture. But it is not my inten-
tion to give a full history of Collins

Historic Sketch, of Captain Collins and
his Battery.

Fox tin Caucasian.
As it has at this age become almost

universal to write and speak of deeds
and actions done by men, I propose
lo employ a few leisure moments in re-

cording my recollections and describing
a few incidents of the part performed
by Capt. Richard A. Collins, command-
ing 7th Mo., Field Artillery, C. S. A.

It is natural for a soldier to praise
his favorite ollicor, and to deem that
branch of service to whichjio belonged
the best and most effective.

The artillery of Gen. Jo. O. Shelby's
division was commanded by Captain
Collins. The history of his deeds and
doings are not confined to the Western
department alone. Tho wis,e and in-

telligent of America are acquainted
with his deeds of chivalry. Brought
up in a school of retined and polite
learning, socially acquainted with the
best of Kentucky's statesmen, it would
be almost impossible for Capt. Collins
to be otherwise than a polite gentle-
man, an accomplished officer, a gener-
ous, true, chivahous soldier, and a de-

voted and sincere patriot. When Col-

lins was called to the command of the
battery in General Shelby's division,
tho war was flaming fast, the enemy
was preparing and hurrying great ar-
mies to the fieldj Shelby needed a brave
officer to command his artillery. The
merits of the invincible Collins were
well known to the heroic Shelby, and
throughout the entire army-- . David
Harris, brave, daring and intreped, was
selected as his lieutenant. So was C.
Smith, the refined gentleman and thor-
ough scholar. These were men capa-
ble of commanding in hours which tried
men's souls. Their followers bad so
much confidence in their skill that in
the presence of their officers danger
was faced and combatied with a smile.

The first noted battle in which the
battery was directed by the energetic
and heroic Collins was at Springfield,
Mo.,bth January, lN'ri, whefre, with two
guns, he contended against a number of
the enemy's batteries, and acquitted
himself wilh honor.

The next was Hartville, 11th Janu-
ary, whore tho brave and much
lamented Col. Emmett McDonald tell,
as also Coioncis Wimer andi'ortcr, aud
Maj. Kirtlcy. Here again Capt. Col-

lins displayed his usual coolness, and,
advancing within less than two hun-
dred yards of the enemy's lines, hurled

Sound Democratic Principles.

Resolved, That the several States
composing the LTnited States, are not
united on the principle of nnliaiited
submission to their General Govern-
ment, but that by compact, under the
style and title ot' a Constitution forthe
I iiited States, and of amendment
thereto, they constituted a General
I ioveri:mcnt,for special purposes dele-
gated to that Government certain defi-
nite powers, reserving, each State to
itself, the residuary mass of right to
their self government ; and that'when-eve- r

the General Government assumes
undelegated power, its acts are unau-
thoritative, void, and of no force.
That to this compact each State acced-
ed as a State, and is an integral party,
its forming, as to itself the
other party, that the Government cre-
ated by this compact yvas not made the
exclusive or final judge of the extent
oi the powers delegated to itself since
that has made its discretion, and not
the Constitution, the measure of :.ts
powers ; b:it that, as in all other cases
of compact an, cng powtrs having no com-
mon jud'jc, each party has an equal right
to judge for itself, as well of infractions
as ff th'- - mode and measure of redress.
The' First Kentucky Resolution of 179R.

"I hold that this Government was
made on the basis, by white men, for
the benefit of white men and their pos-
terity forever, and should be adminis-
tered by white men, and none others.

The most desperate artillery duel
ever yvitnessed in the West was fought
cu the green fields of this place. The
heroic Collins was at his post. With
one section, he opposed three well
equipped batteries. A n entire detach-
ment, except one man, yvas killed or
mortally wounded. The brave Lieut.
Lindsay fell there. Lieuts. Harris,
Smith and Ltigiehart stood as firm as
marble statues. Night intervening,
the awful caruage ended. The winds
mournfully swept over the battle field
all the uight long, as if mourning over
the depravity of man. When the sun
rose over the blood-staine- d field, the
buule sounded the retreat. RetreaUna
to Camden, fiirhtintr hard all the way.
from thence to Wachita river, thence
to Mark's mill, there our forces, under
Maj. Gens. Marmaduke, Shelby, Cabell
md r agan, engaged the enemy s forces.

Gen. Shelby' w as directed to cut oil tho
enemy s retreat towarj fine liiuti.
Soon a courier came, at luil sliced,
with information that Gens. Cabell and
Fugan were giving yvay before the en
emy. Geu. Mielby ordered a charge:
and, with u swiftness seldom equalled,
hurled his troops against the enemj-'- s

lines, lu a few minutes, Cojiins' bat
tery was in position, throwing shell
and shot with his usual precision. Fu
gan, with a pleasing smile lighting up
his lace, said that 'One sound of Col
lins' guns was worth a thousand men."

After capturing the entire force ol
the enemy, yve directed our steps to
ward Camden. Our wearied and war
worn forces, Hushed with victory, and
elated with their late success, went in
to cantonments.

Captain Collins was not idle in camp,
but always busy, seeing that his men
were comfortably situated for the win-
ter, and his artillery properly repaired.
He enjoyed the ease of an undisturbed
camp life until spring.

As soon as spring returned, huelby
was prepared for fresh encounters.
The skillful officer knew the nature of
the duty before him. Many battles
were to be fought, heavy work was be-

fore him. But the chivalrous Collins
was in readiness, willing to share the
dangers to be encountered.

On the morning of the 10th of April,
a long gray column could be seen
winding through the forest, on its way
to take post, on White river. This
was Shelby's cavalry, a terror to its
enemies. Ye liau not Jong uranfc oi
tho silvery waters of White river yvhen
a scout brought intelligence that a fed
eral force had fortified on tLe Littlo
Rock railroad.

In a few hours Gen. Sholby yvas on
the march, determined to pay his re-

spects to the laboring gentiemeu above
mentioned.

A three days' ride, and Gen. Shelby
arrived before the fort, and, as soon as
Capt. Collins placed his battery in po-

sition, tho frowning mouths of his can-

non belched forth a storm ol ball and
eannister, and compelled the enemy to
surrender in a very short time, without
tho necessity of firing a single small
arm.

Thence, marching three miles east of
the captured fort, Gen. Shelby drew his
force up in lino before another of the
enemy's fort. The vigilant Collins
posted his battery, which soon let loose
the racing masses of iron that chased
each other through the federal ranks.
Soon our cavalry came charging down
upon the worn and disheartened enemy;
with grim and terrible energy they
came up determined to make short
work ot it, and, in a few minutes, tha
enemy surrendered.

From this place we marched back to
White river. Wo had not rested long
beneath the shady bowers which over-
hung l or banks", when Shelby, yvho
seemeM to be aware of everything that
was going on. again took up the line of
march, and this time to surprise a Fed-
eral gunboat, anchored in White river,
near Clarendon. Arriving at Claren-
don at a 11 o'clock, wjt hailed till night.

Being varnished, or finished in oil, the
walls may be cleaned in tho same yvay
as ordinary furniture.

Tnlike paper, which fades in color,
tho wood hangings increase in richness
ny ago, and tho delicate grain of

walnut and other woods con-
tinue to augment in beauty. The
thiniies of the wood does not injure
its errain, and the wHl has the same ap-

pearance as if covered with solid boards
and even tetter for there is no

shrinking or liability to warp. As an
invention which is destined to elevate
the taste in house decoration, it stands
at the head of modern improvements.

On the 26th April, 1S03, we find him
opposing the frowning batteries of
Cape Girardeau. During the battle, he
showed a skill surpassed by none ; in
the retreat he managed so well that
the enemy was kept in check, giving
Gen. Shelby ample time to draw his
forces off the field, hotly pursued by
an enemy vastly superior in numbers.
Niseht throwing her sable niaulic over
our wearied forces, we rested for the
night between two Federal armies. As
soon as the sun began to throw his
mellow rays through the vegetating
forest, the enemy 's guns sounded forth,
awakening our forces to action. Per-
icles like, tho invincible Collins was
ready lo meet the enemy ; bold and
fearless, he was at his post, dexterously
outdoir.g superior numbers, with his
ai tillery protecting our rear; pouring
forth its destructive missiles into the
advance of tho enemy's column, he
kept them at a distance, so as to make it
impossible tor them to do any execu-
tion with their small arms. The sun
went down beneath a cloudless sk-- ,

giviiig us repose in the little town of
Bloonitieid.

Morning came; the dew dried away
before the flaming mouths of artillery.
Capt. Collins, Lietits. Conner, Harris,
and L. Wayman were facing the cita-
del of fire, doing all that it was possi
ble lor men in their station to do. Con-
ner managed his section well, acquitted
himself honorably. The beardless Har-
ris, who never in the most dangerous
places swerved or waved, could lie seen
on his steed, tall, erect, directing every
shot which told with ten fold effect.
The gallant Luther Wavnian, encour-
aged his men lo do their duty amid
plunging shot and bursting shell. The
missiles of death were no terror to the
brave Wayman, w hen duty and honor
called him. Retreating, until we ar-

rived within two miles of St. Frarcois
river, we formed a lino of battle
and repelled the assaults of the enemy'
until night pot a stop to the carnage,
the having in the
meantime constructed a Moating tridge
across the river, which was completed
by 1 o'clock. Our retreat was so ad-

mirably conducted that, although the
space between the two armies did not
exceed half a mile, tho enemy knew
nothing of our movements until ho
found us safely on the opposite sido of
the river. Capt. Collins, placing his
artillery in position fired a parting sa-
lute at the enemy. From St. Francis
we continued ourmarch uninterrupted-
ly to J acksonport, thence to Augusta,
where the gallant Gen. Price, with his
ar,n3' joined us.

From Augusta, wo advanced on Hel-
ena, yvhere we arrived on the 4th July.
That day will ever be remembered by
the Missouri troops. Captain Collins'
battery was the only battery that
could be brought into position.

his guns, he drew them by
hand up a high hill yvhere he placed them
in position; and, in order to prevent
their recoiling over tho hill on either
side, he fastened them with cables.
Soon the air was rent furiously with
ball and shell from the enem'ys gun-
boats and batteries. So dreadful was

Graham, struck by a six
pound shot, fell dead by his gun; corp'l
John faul lei! mortally- - wounded ; pr
vates Simons, Ninemeier and D. Glover,
slightly wounded, and P. Youree se
verely. Besides the above mention
cd regular cannoneers, some seven or
eight of Gen. Shelby's cavalry men, vol
unteer cannoneers for that day, were
either Rilled or wounded.

But to return to the subject of my
sketch. The brave Captain Collins
stood by his beloved batter-- , whilst
even death itself was written upon ev
ery loot ot that memorable battlefield.
