NATURALIZATION.

Wasuinaron, Moxpay, July 4, 70,

SesaTE—At 12.20 o'clock the natu-
ralization bill was taken up. Mr.
Sumner's amendment striking the
word “white” from the naturalization
laws, * having been adopted, the
question recurred on Mr. Williams’
amendment tn exclude the Chinese
from the benefits of the pending legis-
lation.

Republican Senator, (meaning Mr.
Stewart) bad thrice denied the princi-
ples of the Declaration of Indepen-
dence, and that like Peter, he might
weep bitterly,

Mr. Stewart, &e. Mr. Williams, S¢
Mr. Sumuper,dc. CUongress, &c. * -
And if it did naturalize, “the law
mast be in harmony with the Declura-
ton of Independence.” He considered
that instroment &s paramount o the
lam, not to be et asfide or guestioned in
any respect but rrerversible, and one
which all the Senate were bound to
' respect.”  (Soto voce.) This was
meant for a stunner, a sledge-hammer,
a Damascns blade, 8 Roman pilum.

Mr. Williams. Mr. Schurz, (lucid ?)
Mr, Carpenter. * * Ouar great prin-
ciple, the corner-stone of our instita-
tions, was that every man who was
bound by the law, was entitled to a
voice in making the law. * Give
it to the Negro. * * Severe trial,
but we had no choice. * XNow we
come 10 the Chinese. * The snme
principle must be maintfained, or re-
judiated. The truth or falsity of the
theory upon which our institutions
rest, must be proven.

(Nore.—1,000,000 of men in their
shallow graves,and the annihilation of
7,000,000,000 of values prove that that
theory /s nof frue.)

If true, we could not honestly re-
fase to apply it to the Chinese. If
false, then the foundation of our gov-
ernment was as “unstable as water.”
Mr. Wilson, 7 .* “brotherhood of
all humanity.”s * * Bah!! Mr.
Corbet, &c. Mr. Summner, &c. Mr.
Conkling, &c. Chafl—chaff—chail. At
730, * * the vote on Mr. Sumner's
amendment striking out the word
“white,” was recorsidered. Yens 27,
nays 14. Mr. Sumner’s amendment
was then rejected, 30 to 14. Mr,
Warner's amendment to extend the
naturalization laws to the negro, was
then adopted, 31 to 20.

Mr. Sumner renewed his amendment
to strike out the word “white.” Lost,
36 10 12. The bill thon passed, and nt
11:20 the Senate adjourned.

Here, what Sumner calls “the great
principle” of the Declaration of Inde-
pendence, is repudiated, and trampled
under foot. The “created equal” the
“I'm as as youare' is voted down
in the great Sepate of the New Nation,
sisughtered in the honse of its friends,
And yet, this “created equal,” “I'm as
good as you are,” “ull of one blood” is
tke flag under which, and still more,
under pretence of which, the cold-cli-
mate conspirators of western Europe,
and of our northera States : bave laid
in ruins the great tropic, and semi.
tropic belt of America. But what adds
more than all else to the sting of this
career is the “great fact” that these
doctrines are not truths, but antrutas ;
such awful and deadly untruthes that
if mnot repudiated, and given up,
christianity and our phase of civiization
must sink to a cowmon ruin,

It is mot true that we are created

equal. We are created diverse, We
are not the equal of John Morissey in
body, or of Charles O'Conner in mind.
It is not true that we are all of one
race; we are of different races, and
distinct creatione. “Created equal,”
“I'm as goed as youn are !” These early
and childish illusions are passing
away ; but slewly, too slowly. Ita
mission is inexorable. Europe and the
new Nation must sink inte a sooial
war, & war of the poor and the needy,
aguinst property-holders; a new edition
of the old French Revolution.
Nation war, Lke that which now
threstenes France,Prowsis ﬂ:‘gﬁpﬁ
would postpone this social war for a
half century.  Otbérwise it will not
be postponed ten years. In fact the
demoralized labot system of
Europe and the new Nation, show un-
mistakably that this war is slready
begun. SCHOHARIE.
