o'clock on Friday, Sept. 2d. Its lisordT
was a rtisilt ol mutt to Hit; liead. i lie abuse
and villiiication ami letveriil blank-ruardis- ,

with which its proncnptive clement lias hab-
itually assailed every prominent man who
had sense enough to see pro-
duced on the part of many of its intelligent
members a determination to take care oi to-

morrow', and let the party take care of itself.
The brains went out. The intestines re
mained. "Time was that when the brains
were ont the mau would die," and the party
died.

million of the money of the people loaned
by a favored bank or two; when a newspaper
could frankly speak its objection to men and
measures without being accttscel of treachery ;
when, in short, brave men should not fear
to go before the whole people with just
principles as their only hope of success.

There were two ways of bringing that bet-
ter day. One was to regenerate the party.
The other was to kill it. Liberal men honest-
ly and faithfully tried to lift it above the level
of proscription, hatred, gred for small offi-
ces, and prolonged disfranchisement.. They
spoke, they wrote, they iiersuaded, not
without zeal and hope. Even to the last mo-
ment, Carl Schurz said lo one w ho sat next
to him: ! do yet greatly hope that we
shall carry this majority report, and then
the selection ot any fair candidate will make
alt well." But .lewett was there. As the
skill of country doctors is measured by the
size of their graveyards , .lewett deserves dis-
tinction as having killed a little the strongest
party Missouri ever saw. He administered
one more dose. Soul parted from body and
freedom came with death.

Yes, freedom! Men may now say aloud
that "the time has come. ' ' The brave and
steady three hundred, who waited three
tedious, weary days, "in light niarchling
order" to a man, yet faithful to the end to
save the party if tlicy could without sacrific-
ing its principles, are now on the war-pat- h.

"Let us have peace, " Mr. President!
Though the administration may not support
itself, sixty thousand freemen are coming to
support it, by making good your promise.

The dead party has a line assortment of
dead political hacks to work it. One little
fellow, who has been a defeated candidate for
everything from delegate to a county con-
vention up to secretary of state, or member
of the national executive committee, runs its
organ. Another, who begged in vain for a
place as attorney general, or member of the
legislature, or anything else, is its spokes-
man. Another iiiaii, ever since he was
beaten for public printer, was its manager in
debate. Another, once elected mavor of
St. Louis by accident, whose failure in that
position was so conspicuous that lie soon left
it, and, though a candidate for everything
since, has been nominated for nothing, is its
chosen one for St. Louis. We cannot count
the defunct persons who add the weight ot
their corpses to this dead party. Let it and
them drop into the grave of oblivion. En-
franchisement will soon place the sod over
them for ever.
