Tho monstrosity came up
in the Senate Friday afternoon of
last week,entitled"an act to guard the
purity of elections &c.,&c. Mr. Vick-er- s

denounced it as an offshoot of the
unconstitutional measure of last ses-

sion, under which military interven-
tion had been resorted to, to control
State elections.

Motions to strike out the eighth
and tenth nections, the first authori-
zing the United States marshals to
arrest an election officer during the
progress of an election, thus over-
turning and defeating the ejection ;

aud the last authorizing deputies to
make arrests without process, and
compelling bystanders to aid them,
under penalty of two years impris-
onment, were defeated, though
their atrocious character was shown
by the lemocrats. Only Messrs.
Trumbull, Ross and Tipton voted
with the Democrats. Other amend
ments were regularly voted down.
Mr. Thuiman stated that the bill was
going through under the dictates of

party caucus.
The discussion was further contin

ued by the Democratic minority'
for hours, on the threatened control
f elections by Federal authority,
nd similar topics, the Republican

senators, meanwhile manifesting ap
parent indiUerence to tbe debate and

determination to sit ail night.
The Democratic members seemed

isposed to test tho physical endur- -

nce of tho majority, and Messrs.
hurman, Bavard and Casserly refr- -

larly succeeded each other in the
offer and advocacy of amendments,
and the delivery of lengthy arguments
on the revolutionary and monstrous

haracter ot tho measure, wuile the
rest of their associates prepared to
ontinue the struggle indelinitely.

Ail amendments were rejected
lva voce.
At 9 o'clock in the evening Mr.

Bayard was awarded the iluor. In
the course of a lengthy speech, he
enied, as a base slander on the peo- -

io oi his state the charge thai the
military were needed there to pro-
tect voters from intimidation at the
polls, and asserted that the intro- -

uction of soldiery iuto Delaware
prior to the electiou last fall was only--

prevented by his emphatic protest to
the t'resident. ..Notwithstanding
this, tbe State was invaded under the
lead of a United States marshal, by a
horde ol jail birds Irom tho neigh
borhood tit Philadelphia, disguised as
depuU' marshals: but these follows
did not dare to carry out thoir designs
n mterlcring with the elections, or
hey would have received the punish

ment they deserved.
At 11 o clock a motion to adjourn

was met oy the response tiom Mr
Sherman that the majority intended
to pass the bill before adjourning, aud
the debate was resumed.

Senator Blair closed tho debate
in a speech ot bail an hour s dura
tion, remarkable no less for the forci
bio manner of its delivery than for
the forcible points it presented. He
made a fierce attack on the carpet
baggers in coDgress, and brought, to
his feet Ames of Mississippi, whom
he charged with electing himself
by the bayonets he commanded and
even signing nisown certmcate oi
electiou as military commander.
Gen. Blair said that this bill instead
of being a bill to protect the right of
suffrage was a bill to deprive the
people of that right. What was the
ceed ot this urgent baste lor pass- -

ng that bill. It ts two years in ad
vance ot the time wnen it can
possibly be needed. Two sessions of
congress will intervene belore it can
be put in operation; and wby is it
urged now, if not because tho major
ity are afraid to meet the representa
tives fresh from the people. Ibis bill
like the other la intended, be said to
enforco tho fraudulent fifteenth
amendment, which, as he showed the
other day, was carried by the most
outrageous traud and deceit, sena
tors and representatives, the people
ol whose states had overwhelmingly
voted down negro suffrage, voted for
this amendment; and now Bit here
and voto for these bills to enforce it
Whilst he recopuized the Fifteenth
amendment as valid notwitbstand
tng the manner of its adoption, he
could not enforce it as constitutions
or valid. While the senator irom
Delaware (Mr. Bayard) has spoken
of tbe use of the troops at elections
in New York and Philadelphia,
nothing bad been said about the uso
of troops at the South during elec
tions. W e bad become so used to tho
bayonet in the South at elections
that it seemed to be regarded as
a matter ol course that the elec
tions were carried by the bayonet;
and said Gen. Blair, the President
elected himself by the bayonet, and
bis military commanders in the South
had by the use of their troops elect-
ed themselves to high offices. One of
mem is in tbe senate now, and it is
e,irl another is on tba way here.
Sensation.

Mr. Ames for the first time since
he has taken a seat in the senate
jumped to his feet: " I desire to
know, sir said ho, "if the senator
means to intimate that the troops
were not used according to law?"

Gen. Blair replied promptly: "Oh,
I suppose you used them according
to the law; but tbe law had no right
or authority under tbe constitution.
He added that tho order issued by
tho United States marshal in New
York was withdrawo,butit would not
have been withdrawn if there had been
a presidential election. The election
of Grant by the aid of the army in
the Southern states was identical
with the coup d'etat by which Louis
Napoleon acquired power, and Grant
would nse the bayonet in New Tork
as relentlessly as he used it in Missis-
sippi. He believed that the desig.i
now was to pass this bill to give the
president power to re-ele- ct bimee'f
by me Dayonet, as be elected him-
self by tbe bayonet before, and to
carry tbe state of New York by
driving the Democratic voters from
the polls at tbe point ol tbe bayonet.
He looked upon Senator Conklin
aa the proper person to bare charge
of the bill in the senate, for that
senator, he deolared, while misrep-
resenting the voice of his people,
Toted to fasten negro suffrage upon
them, aod other senators who did as
that seoator did,stained their banda.
