If any other creature than Ulysses
S. ,grnt was President of this conn
try, and any other men, except those
now Congressmen, were our rulers
and the custodians of American hon
or and rights, we would be fully au
thorized, by events happening daily
upon the high seas, and the uni

the party that bad governed the stale for years
Willi a rior id rule unevaiiipied in its history,
was siidueuly shorn of nearly all its powers.
