These gentlemen
were elected unanimously.

THE RESOLUTIONS.

Col. Grosvenor, on behalf of the
committee, submitted the following
resolutions, the leading of which
was greeted with frequent outbursts
of applause:

Resolved. That we, the Liberal Re
publicans of Missouri, faithful now as we
were in tne uarK aays oi civil war to the
vital principles of true republicanism, by
no act or word will endanger the rightful
sovereignty of the Union, emancipation,
equality ot civil rightsor enfranchisement.
To these established facts, now imbedded
In the constitution, we claim the loyalty
of all good citizens.

Resolved , That a true and lasting peace
can come only from such proposed recon-
ciliation as enfranchisement has wrought
in this State, nor can those governments
be pure or just in which the tax-paye-

have no active part. We therefore de-
mand, with equal suffrage for all, com-
plete amnesty lor all, that the intelligent
and experienced of every State may be
welcomed to active service for the common
welfare.

Resolved, That no form of taxation is
just or wise which puts needless burdens
upon the people. We demand a genuine
reform ol the tariff, so that those duties
shall be removed which, in addition to ihe
revenue yielded to the treasury, involve In-

crease in the price of domestic products,
and a consequent tax for the benefit of
favored interests.

Resolved, That the shameless abuse of
government patronage for control of con-
ventions and elections, whether in the
interests of an individual, a faction or a
party, with the consequent corruption and
demoralization ol political life, demands a
thorough and genuine reform of public ser-
vice. Those who would suppress inves-
tigation forget that they owe a higher
duty to the country than to any party.
VVe honor those Senators whose courage-
ous course has compelled the disclosure
of grave misdeed, and they deserve the
thanks and the hearty support of all good
citizens.

Resolved, That local
with impartial suffrage, will guard the
rights of all citizens more securely than
any centralized authority. It is time to
stop the growing encroachment of exec-
utive power, the useot coercion or bribery,
to ratify a treaty, the packing of a supreme
court to relieve rich corporations, the
seating of members of Congress not
elected by the people, the resort to un-
constitutional law to cure ku-klu- x dis-
orders, irreligion or intemperance, and
the surrender of individual pardon to
those who ask that the pleasure, practice
or creed ot some shall be the law of all.
VVe demand-fo- r the individual .the largest
liberty consistent with public order, for
the State aud for the
nation return to the methods of peace,
aud the constitutional limitations of
power.

Resolved, That true Republicanism
makes it not the less our duty to expose
corruption, denounce usurpation ofpower,
and work for rt forms necessary to the
public welfare. The times demand an
uprising of honest citizens to sweep from
power the men who prostitute the name
of an honored party to selUsh interests. .

We therefore invite all Republicans who
desire the reforms herein set forth to meet
in national mass Convention at the city
of Cincinnati, on the first Wednesday of
May next, at 12 m., there to take such
action aa our convictions of duty and the
public pxigeucy may require.
