BURLINGTON AND GULF R. R.

Ku. Caicaslan: Among (he many
railroads built and in process of construc-
tion in the West, especially in Missouri,
there are none so important to Ihe .Stale
as the Burlington and Gulf Hail road. It is
so peculiarly located that it must of neces
sity meet the wants of a larger portion of
the people than any other road yet built
In this State. It enters our great Common-
wealth at Maulton; passing directly to
I'nionville, the county seat of Putnam
county; thus penetrating the very heart
of that county, it goes to Milan, the coun
ty seat of Sullivan county ; thence to
I. ineus, iu Linn county; crossing the
Hannibal and St. Joseph road at or near
J.aclede; from Laclede it passes anglingly
through that county to the thriving shire-to- n

n of Carroll county; leaving Carroll-to- n,

It takes a direct westward course to
about a mid point on the east boundary of
Hay county; thence angling across the
county of Uay, crossing the west branch
of the North Missouri railroad, near the
II. &. L. Junction, to the Missouri ltiver,
opposite Lexigton, forming a junction
therewith the St. Jo&St. Louis railroad;
crossing the Missouri river at this point,
it passes through the city of Lexington,
Lafayette county; thence across said
countv to Pleasant. Hill, crossing the Mis-
souri Pacific railroad at this point; passing
through the counties of Cass, Hates, Ver-
non. Barton. Jasper and Newton, where
it tonus a junction or taps the southwest
branch ol the Missouri Pacific railroad,
thence across to its terminus in Texas.

The value of this railroad to the citizens
of Uav county is indeed incalcula-
ble. Its construction on the above con-
templated route, would build up E. & L.
Junction, enrich the whole eastern portion
of Hay county, and secure to its citizens
a bridge across the Missouri l iver at Lex-
ington, thus connecting Kiehmond and
Lexington by a great and permanent high-
way, which heretofore have been separated
by "the turbid waters of that uncertain
river. Lexington and Laiayette nounty
are liberally contributing to this irreat en-
terprise, and will ask her neighbor Hay
county, to assist her, in opening out this
Treat highway to our people.

w hen Kay county was struggling lor
a railroad, to give her an outlet to the
commercial world, Lafayette county gen-
erously gave her seventy-liv- e thousand
dollars to aid her in the construction of
her road through the county, feeling a
mutual interest in her improvements,
being a natural ally and neighbor. Now
we are similaily situated, and our interest
becomes mutual again; but this time
Lexington is to receive the iargest benefit,
as did Kay in building the St. Jo. & St.
Louis road. The building of a bridge
across the Missouri river at Lexington, is
indispensible to both lyexiDgton and Kieh-
mond. In addition to the biidge. she gets
all the advantages of trade and shipments
to Northern market, competition in
freight, &c. Her manufacturers, stock-
men and farmers cannot fail to appreciate
the advantages of this road, as it will
bring them in direct contact with the Chi-
cago market, thus getting up a competi-
tion in trade and freight, giving them
better prices and living rates of treight.
Can liay county now stand idly by and
not lend a helping hand, while we strug-
gle for an outlet, and especially when the
otcrprtse is so mutual? Docs not justice

requite her to expend for us what we
expended for her, and more especially
eo, since she can expend every dollar in
her own county? Lafayette county will
ask Kav to subset ibo to this road, the
seventy-liv- e thousand dollars given her
by our county to build Iter railroad, upon
the nlain principle of justice and re
ciprocity. We want this railroad to come
to Lexington, and we want it to come
through Kay county, and shall expect
Kay to aid us in return by her influence
aud capital, sue tairiy owes our county
seventy-fiv- e thousand dollars, and she
can liquidate the debt, by applying it to
ber own nenent, ana in uer own county,
thus aiding us in return, in opening out
a highway which we cannot well do
without. This much we shall expect,
and we have every reason to believe that
her generous people will do it readily
and willingly. C. iJ. K

the fumes of the pipe and cigar. I say be
temperate; 1 say. more, abstain from all
such filthy practices.
