There was no excitement in Warrens-bur- g

over the affair. Many of the most
respectable citizens of various parts of the
county, were engaged in the hanging, and
t hey made no effort at concealment or dis-

guise. The affair is to be regretted, but
it certainly was conducted with a de-
gree of decorum and formality that strip-
ped it of the more hideous features of
mob law, and made it an unique and curi-
ous affair of its kind.

THE LYNCHED MAS
was about tifty-tw- o years of age, and
owned one of the finest farms in Johnson
county,located near C'enterview and about
three or four miles from the line of the
Missouri Pacific railroad. He was a stock
raiser ami feeder, and dealt largely in
Texas and Cherokee cattle. His farm, with
what stock, crops, buildings and utensils
are on the premises, is worth at least for-
ty thousand dollars. Itissaid to be only
lightly encumbered, and is in a fine state
of improvement.

His family consists of his wife and six
children, the eldest of whom is twenty-tw- o,

and the youngest about seven years
old. Mrs. Sharpe is a lady about forty-fi- ve

years of age, rather below the aver-
age size of women and more than ordina-
rily good looking for a woman of her age.
She is an amiable.iutelligent little woman,
with a face beaming with womanly kind-ue- ss

and motherly affection. Her name
in the neighborhood is a proverb of chari-
ty and benevolence, and she is a devoted
Christian, in deed as well as in profess-
ion.

In tliis awful trial that has come upon
her she has the keenest and most active
sympathy of the eutirecommtinity. Since
Sharpe has been in jail with a certainty of
death at the hands ot tne law or a uioo,
she has borne her affliction with meekest
resignation. To all who have conversed
with her upon the subject, she has ex-
pressed her sense of the justice that has
overtaken her erring husband, aud has
said that bis career has been, in spite of
her teartul entreaties and prayerful re
monstrances, a wicked one. A few days
ago she visited harpe in his cell, accom-
panied by three of her children. The
scene was a terrible one. Then, for the
first and ouly time, he showed feeling and
utterly broke down.

Hi denth in view of his career, is un
doubtedly a relief to her, though the man
ner of his taking off must always be a
theme of the keenest grief and shame.
But the community cannot and will not
visit upon the innocent neau i ims uove-eve- d

little woman a shadow of the re
proach that belongs to her hardened hus
band alone.

THE KASTKgS A1KICAN SLAVE .TRADE.
' "In trying to make the Eastern Afri-
can slave trade better known to Ameri-
cans, 1 indulge the hope that I am aiding
on, though in a small degree, the good
time comity when slavery, ?s well as pi-

racy, will be; chased from the worid.
Many have but a taint idea. f the evils
that trading iu slaves Inflicts on the vic
tims and authors of its atrocities. The
slaves generally, aud especially those on
the east coast of Zanzibar and elsewhere,
are extremely ugly. I have no oremdice
against their color; indeed, any one who
lives among them fornreU that they are
black, and feels that they are Just fellow-me-n.

But the low, retreating forehead,
prognatlmous jaws, lark heels, and other
physical peculiarities common among
slaves and West African negroes, always
awaken some feelings of aversion. I
would not utter a syllable calculated to
press down either class more deeply iu
the mire m which it is already sunk.

CENTRAL AFRICAN PHYSIQUE.
'But I w'lsli to point out that these are

not typical Africans any more than ty
pical Englishmen, and that the nations on
nearly all the high lands of the interior of
the continent are. as a rule, averatre
specimens of humanity.

THE CENTRAL TARLK LAND-- .

The watershed is a broad bolt of tree--
covered upland, some seven hundred
miles in length from west to east.

THE VALLEY 01? THE NILE. , '

All flow toward the center of the im
mense valley, which I believe to be the
valley of the Nile. In this trough we
have" at lirst three large rivers, then all
unite into one enormous locustrine river,
the central line of drainage, which I name
W ebb s H alalia. In this great valley
there are live great lakes. The one near
the upper end is called Lake Bemba, or
more properly Bangnecolo; but it is not
a source of the Nile, tor no large river be--
rius in a lake. It is supplied bv a river

called Chanibezi , and several others which
may lie considered sources, and out of it
flows the large river Suapula, which en-
ters Lake Moena, and conies out as

THE GREAT LAKE-RIVE- R ' ' '

Lualuba, to form Lake Kamolondo. West
of Kamolondo, but still in the great val-
ley, lies Lake Lincoln; which 1 name as
my tnbut of Jove to the great aud good
man whom America enioyed for some
tune. The last one of the three areat
rivers 1 mentioned, Bartlefreeres, or Lu- -
gia, mus iulu ivauioionuo or Lake Lin
coln and becomes a locustrine river. It.
too, joins the central line of drainage, but
lower down, and all these united form a
tilth lake, which the slaves (sent to me
instead of men) forced me, to my great
grief, to leave as the unknown lake. By
my reckoning, the chronometers being; all
dead, it is live degrees of longitude west
of Speke's position at Ujiji. This makes
it probable that the great locustrine river
in the valley is the western branch of
Petheriok's Nile, the Bahar Ghozol, and
not the eastern branch which Speke,
Grant and Baker believed to be the rivers
ot Egypt. If correct, this would make
it the Nile; only, after all. the Bahar
Ghozol enters the eastern arm . 1 found
that mighty river left its washing and
tlowed right away to the north.

The two great western drains, the Lu-fir- a

and Lomaine, running northeast ad
joining the central line or main vVebb's
Lualaba, told that the w estern side ot the
great, valley was high like the eastern;
and as this main is reported to get into a
large reedy lake, it can scarcely be aught
less than the western arm til" the Nile.

THE FOUNTAINS OF HERODOTUS.
But besides all Uiis, in which it is

quite possible I may be mistaken, we have
two tountiuns on probably the seven Hun
dred miles of water-she-d, and giving rise
to two rivets the Leambai or Lpper
Zambezi, and the lvafre, which flow into
the river Ltheopia, ana two fountains are
reported to rise In the same quarter,
forming the Lulira and Lomaine, whieh
flow-- as we have seen, to the north.

THE STAPLES OF AORICCLTCRE.-
The country abounds in food of all

kinds, and the rich soil raises everything
planted in great luxuriance. A friend of
mine tried rice, and in between three and

.four months the crop increased one hun
dred and twenty told; three measures ol
seed have yielded 300 measures. Maize
is so abundant that I saw forty-fiv- e loads,
each about sixty pounds weight, given for
a 'single goat. Maize, dnra or hot cirs,
sorghum, hennitun, cassara, sweet pota-
toes and yams fitrjiish us in no stinted
measure farinaceous ingredients for diet.
Palpi oil, ground-tint- s and a forest tree
afford fatty material for food. Bananas
and plantains exist in great profusion ; and
the sugar-can- e, the saccharine, the palm-todd- y

, beer of bananas, tobacco and vauge
conabis salina are the luxuries of life.

The villages swarin with goats,.sheep,

hogs, pigs and fowls, while, elephants,
buffaloes, zebras and gokas or gorillas
yield to expert hunters plenty of the
nitrogenous ingredients of Human food. '

A WELL ORGANIZED MOB.

STOUD NERVE OF THE CRIMINAL

From the Kansas City Times, July 127

The reader will recall the account of an
attempt to lynch James Sharpe, the mur-
derer of John Erskine, at Warrensburg.
on last Monday night, ihe result ot that
attempt was evideutly anything but satis-
factory to those engaged iu it, and there
was good ground, as tne teqttel lias
pr wed, for the apprehensions of the
slientt, a stated to our reporter, that
another and more formidable atlempt
would lie made to take Sharpe out and
hang him.

Night before last, just belore night-fal- l.

Uie"shcn-u- received an intimation that that
night was the appointed time for a re
newal ol the attempt to lyncti the prison
er. Accordingly, Sherill Smith summoned
a large posse to assist him m guarding the
doomed mau, but. the nnijoriiy of them
failed, for some reason or other, to come
to time, so that about time o clock Smith
found himself unsupported save by some
halt a dozen citizens, and with the cer-
tainty belore him that an attempt would
lie made that night to take Sharpe out ol
liis hands and hang him, and that the at-

tempt would be of the most
PKSPKRATE A.VO DETKRMl.VF.l) CHARACTER.

The first mob had evidently come ex-

pecting to be let into the jail after a little"
parley, and came unprovided with means
of breaking in. They had therefore gone
away when it became evident that, they
coiifd not foree a passage to Sliarpe's ceil
without a light with the slientt. The sec
ond mob came prepared, if they could get
nr. their victim m no other way, to raze
the old jail to the ground. A little alter
midnight on Thursday, the mob, mounted
and numbering over

THREE HUNOniCO MEN,
Was observed approaching over the s ight
eminence that rises between the old town
of Warreiisbnrg and Pot Oak creek.
W hen they had come within a short dis-
tance of the court-hou- se square they
halted, seemed their horses, and came on
in two bodies.

To explain the nature of their opera-
tions a brief description of the jail is neces-
sary. It is a two-stor- y brick, about forty-si- x

feet north and south by twenty lect
east and west. It stands 'close to the
north end of the court-hou- se square, about
mid-wa- y cast and west. This court-hous- e

square, it must be remembered, is iu the
old town of Warreusbttrg, which is about
half a mile from the new, or railroad
town, and westward from it. The jail is
divided into two parts, the north end be-

ing used as a resilience by the jailor,
and the south end fitted up lor the incar-
ceration of prisoners. The cell in which
Sharpe was chained is on the southwest
corner of the building, on the first lloor.
and has two small, heavy --grated windows
looking out into the little buck yard of the
jail, which is perhaps ten feet by twenty,
and enclosed bv a high paling. The
brick wall arotimf this cell is about sixteen
inches thick, and the cell itself is a box
made of two-inc- h oak plank, crossed and
bolted together, and the whole lined w ith
boiler iron.

The approach to the cell from the in-

side is through a narrow ball-wa- y which
extends to tiie end of the btiildiiig. and
between the end of the hall and the open
air there is only the sixteen-inc- h brick
wall . The jail lias been

CONDEMNED BY THE GRAND .IURV,
And is evidently a very insecure place for
the incarceration of desperate felons,
either for keeping them in or mobs out.

As has been said, tho mob approached
the jail in two bodies one detachment
investing the premises in front and the
other coming up through the court-hous- e

square from the west, and surrounding
the south end of the building. They
moved with the silence, rapidity and pre
cision of veteran troops executing a move-
ment on the field.

They evidently meant to do their work
of death this time, and to do it for certain,
and in spite of whatever might come iu
their way. It had become a settled con-
viction in the minds of these people of
Johnson county that Sharpe must die,
and that he must speedily be put beyond
any peiadventure of an escape from the
consequences of his crime.

These men. therefore, were deter-
mined. There was no bluster, no loud
talking; no one in the mob was drunk;
there were no threats. The orders and
pass-wor- ds were delivered in miillled un-

dertones sullen growls through the set
teeth of the lynchers; but there was no
bravado; nothing but quiet,

TIGER-LIK- E MOVEMENTS,
That had the rustle of death about them,

and hoarse whispers that might have been
from the grave.

At length, when all was ready, a tor-ma- i,

respectful demand was made upon
Sheriff Smith for the body of James E.
Sharpe. The Sheriff was upon the door-ston- e.

It was an unpretentious rostrmn
but the audience was attentive and will-
ing to hear.

WHAT THE SHERIFF HAD TO SAY.
"Gentlemen," said Smith, "you are,

most, of you, citizens of Johnson county.
You have helped to elect me to this po
