While he
was talking to Armstrong-- . Mr. Hall out
in an appearance. "coming from his place
of business, through Mr. Armstrong's
building. As soon as the negro discov-
ered linn, he leveled his pistol at him.
Mr. Hall caught up a neck-yo- ol a
wagon and struck at the negro. He
ran, and Mr. Hall after him. When im-
mediately oppo.-it- e Chas. Homer's sa-

loon, the negro threw his pistol over his
left shoulder and tired, the ball entering
Mr. Kuide's door. The would-b- e assas-
sin was captured by the sheriff and lodged
in jail, to await his trial for assault with
intent to kill. He is evidently a desperate
scoitudrcl.

Mo.,
was working for him Without being invited,
aod without aay right whatever, Doage came
over to oar shanty and took possession of m y bed
He had told some of the rueo thrtt as i was the
largest man about there, he wanted to whip me,

ftMu intended to keep on until he provoked me
to light bim. I id id not want any Uitheuliy with
him. 1 was a trauger. For several nights i
slept on tbe floor to avoid quarreling with bim.
Oo tbe night of June ltd 1 took the tick off my
beadsleau and put it on the floor. 1 'here were
five men in tbe room besides Doage. When be
came and found 1 bad removed the tick.be be-
gan abusini in, using tbe most oflVnHive lan-
guage that be could command, and while I was
sitting ou the ti r jumped on me and beat uie.
Alter atria m if mr several very hard blows, he
jumped up and ran out doors and picked up a
club. 1 got up aud ateppt-- ouUide the door.
When b oegao to advauceon uie with the club,
I drew my puttol- Mr. raw lord called t me
Oot to shoot. At this Doage stopped advanciug.
I spoke to him. and told bim if he would put
down bis club I would not shoot, but would
treat him like a gentleman. Jf refused to put
down the club, aud coutinued to u e the moat
abusive lauguage to me. He dually set the club
up against a bench. 1 put up my ptstol and

'Dt into tbe shanty. He then declared i.e
Would kill rue before morning. When I heard
this I again took out my pistol and sat down
with if ia my band. He came In, got bia hat
tod pipe and went out. In about a minute he
returned, and went to where I knew there was
a oavy puttol. I saw bliu reaching for it. but 1

could not tell whether he got il or not. He then
went towards the door saying as he w ul,
"Black. 1 will tell you one thing peaceably, 1

will kill you before morning, it J
Lavs b bushwhack you " Just at the door he
uddemy turned towards me. and I shot him.

There was another aery important railroad
uieeting held In Kansas City iaat Saturday, at
which reports were made by leading interested
pal ties in the several tinea aeeking a connection
at Kansas city The following ia tha report of
what waa said on behalf of tbe B. A S. W.
railroad

Mr. Putmuu President of the B. 4 3. W. road,
had no notification of the previous meeting, and
was unprepared to answer. We started out
from Burlington about a year ago, and by the
isi oi voiooer we win nave lata ISO nines Ol
track, leaving 1IU miles to be built. Kansas
City has always been an objective point, but we
bare never presented our claims, and had hoped
that tbe necessity for il would have been de-
ferred till we were nearer. We propose to
nndge tbe river at Lexington. We will put a
corps of engineers in tbe field to make a survey
from Lexington to Kansas City. When that is
done we will be ready to make an offer, our
route will be a little shorter than any otber. As
soon as we are able to tiud out what will be tbe
cost of getting here, w e will be prepared to tell
how much we will w ant from your county.

At Burlington, Iowa, our connections are
good via Cedar Hapids to St. Paul. We are
already shipping large quantities of pine lumber
lo Kunsas City from tbe pineries at lower rates
than by any otber route. Since we opened oar
line to the pioe regions, rates ou lumber to
Kansas City have been reduced from 9ix to $44
rer car, with a prospect of further reduction

Carroll county, where we now are, acta in
good laitb, we snail be at Lexington with our
trains this ear, and then we will have proposi-
tions to make to Jacksou county, for our road
is coming to Kansas City.

KANSAS CITT BROOKPlSLD ANti CHICAUO.
Mr. Myers of the Kansas City. Brookfleld

and Chicago road, regarded it as highly com-
plimentary to Kansas City that so many rail-
road enterprises offer to come here.
