HORACE GREELEY'S LETTER TO GEN-

ERAL IMBODEN.

Cincinnati Commercial's Nw York Telegram .)

General J. I. Imboden publishes
a letter relating incidents in Horace
Greeley's past personal efforts to
further the cause of reconciliation in
Virginia und other Southern States.
The General asserts that Virginia
but for Mr. Greeley's skill as a pa-
cificator, would be to-da- y in as terri-
ble a condition as South Carolina.
General Imboden produces the fol-

lowing letter written to him recently
by M r. (Jreeley:

Nkw Yokk, June 20, 1872.
My Dear Sir: I have your httur to .Mr.

W. Held. I would not wish to publish
anyihing with respect to a private conver-
sation with President Johnson without,
his assent. I did visit him jUst before
Congress assembled after his inaugura-
tion. I supposed 1 was invited by him,
but would not assert it if he dissented. I
did advise him to call three representa-
tive Northern men and three equally
eminent Southern men. to consult with
him as to the best mode of pacifying and
humanizing the coiuilr,. 1 asked him to
invite ihese to remain ifi the White House
as his guests iiuiil they should have
agreed 011 a plan of reconciliation, he
meeting and consulting with them when-
ever his daily duties should permit. I tli I

suogest to him as conferees on the part of
the North. Governor John A. Andrews,
of Massachnsscts; (ierrit Smith, of New
York, and Judjje Ruths P. Spaulding. ot
Cleveland; 1 did propose that he desig-
nate and invite General Robert E. Lee'as
one of the conterees 011 the part ot the
South. If I named another Southern
man 1 can not now recall the circum-
stance.

So much I feel at liberty to state, be-
cause it refers solely to my own action
in the premises as to Mr. Johnson. Part
of the coloquy 1 can not speak without
his permission, but you are at liberty to
send this letter to him, and he may state
what he said on the occasion or nol as he
shall see tit. I can remember nothing
more of consequence said by me on that
occasion, except that I pledged myself to
support to the utmost any plan of recon-
ciliation which the conferees should agree
upon, and he should adopt and recom-
mend.

In I860 Mr. Howell Cobb, Secre-

tary of the Treasury, returns the
total expenditure f r lighting Ex-
ecutive Mansion and Capitol, for
