GALL FOR A STATE CONVENTION.

Pursuant to a call published in the Cau-
casian, which was signed by a nember of
the old soldiers of the war with Mexico,
4 meeting of the surviving veterans of
‘46-7-8, now resident in this county or
vicinity, took place in the Circuit Court
room, in this city, last Mondsy alternoon,
at 2 o'clock.

Col. Wm. P. Walton, of Brownsville,

was called to preside, and AIf. S3. Kierolf,
of the Cancasian, made secretary.
On taking the chair, Col. Walton ad-
dressed bis old comrades in a brief, appro-
priste and feeling manner, remarking
that the representatives of the people
had grown rich and corrupt, and it be-
came necessary now for the old soldiers
of the country to petition their rulers for
that public snd just recognition which
their eminent services should long since
have merited through a nations® gratitude.
He referred to the vast continental domain
wrenched from aparchical Mexico and
added to the country;—territory which
more than doubled the area of the Union,
and from which sovereign common-
wenlths were almost yearly springlng
into republican lite. This princely acgui-
sitlon to the grandeur of the great Amer-
can republic had been bought with the
blood and sacritices of his living and dead
compatriots, and It was doe the few liv-
ing beroes of that epoch that a grateful
posterity should at least recogmze their
patriotic sacrifices before they had all
passed from time and were no more.

How a Lexingtonian Abates
Moles and Insects and Pro-
tectis his Creps.

Comb:ned Corn, Potato and Cab-
bage Patch and Reptile
Breedery.

Qur city readers all know that Dr. ©.
M. Pirner, druggist, owns a four-acre
puteh of ground on the hill between Cen-
tral College and Tilton Davis’ residence;
and that for the past two years he has
been growiog corp, potatoes and other
vegetables; but few of them will credit ns
with telling the unvarnished truth, when
we Inform them that he has also been
ralsing,—breeding, we should say,—an im-
mense number of reptiles; sod that his
patch of ground may now be the abode of
half as many besutiful, parti-colored
creepers, of aull approved breeds, as there
are hills of corn. Last year Dr. Pirner
had less than thirty pairs of snakes on the
place. But he has sinoce made many val-
uable additions, and taking into consid-
eration a reasonable natural increase,
there are probably not less than 700 snakes
at home there. He is breeding these rep-
tiles on scientific principles. with the
keen perception of Lheir value as scaven-
gers and insect and mole destroyers.
They are also an excellent night-guard
to his garden stufl, as it is only a very
ignorant or desperate creature who could
be prevailed upon to enter the enclosure
after night tall. We are assured by per-
sous who have loitered about the place
on mwoonlight nights, that the sparkling
eves of many of these reptiles can be seen
as they coil up the corn-stalks or stomach
it about under the cabbage-plants. Dr.
P’irner’s variety ol snakes is very choice;
being composed mainly of one, two and
three-year-old rattlers, a handsome turn-
out of the singie and double-horned beel-
clippers, about eleven pairs of cobra-de-
capelloes, perhaps thirty moceasing,ninety
cotton-mouths, and a suflicient number of
hoop., whip and garter suskes to furnish
food fur the pure-bloods, should the
sea<on be unpropitious. He pat in this
spring two pairs of mammoth blacks, bat
he fears his pure-blood rattlers have bit-
ten them to death; but he may be wrong,
and it i3 possible they are temporarily
absent on an obsterric mission. These
black snakes were nine feet long, having
been imported from Germany at the time
Dr. Pirner made his importation of cele-
brated hardy ftruits. It would be a real
misfortune to lose them. He also put in
one pair of the ugliest monsters ever
seen, but whose name we have forgotien,
They were only about twe feet long, but
were #s thick s a man’s thigh in the cen-
ter, the mouth being nearly one-fourth
as long as the body, the tongne being
tour-forked—zaid to be the most dan-
gerous creatures In the world, as their
chief hours for business are late at night.
When hungry, this snake has been Known
to invade the dwellings of people, in
search of food. It i= strange what & tond-
ness some of these reptiles have for the
habies of the colored people. We have
heard a story about how one of them pen-
etrated a house In a city and wrapped
itsell’ around the body of the sleeping in-
fant, where it laid a!l night suag and
warm, but bit the child to death the mo-
ment it was distiebed, In order to suc-
cessfully raise these beautiful creepers,
Dr, Piroer has been careful to bury a
number of rotten logs and to plant stumps
all about the ground. He also dug a
number of holes the first season, in which
be put certain kinds of rubbish and the
snakes, covering over the top with earth,
bat leaviog air koles for bhealth and
as doors. Although not what might
be culled a rich man, Dr. Pirner has
shown most praiseworthy and commenda-
ble enterprise, aud promises yet to be-
come famous as the most successiul
breeder of snakes for menasgeries in the
world, which will doubtlesz add greatly
to the now not inconsiderable revenue of
this growing and lively city.

Owing to an unusual rush of business,
Dr, Pirner forgot this spring to inform his
nelghbors on the hill of his enoterprise in
this mew and peculiar line,which was quite
unfortunate tor one of the sisters of a col-
ored church. Hul she known that Dr
Pirner was engaged so largely in this
business, for which nearly all ecolored
peoplie seem Lo have a horror, doubtless
she would not bave ventured into the field
a few nights since. But being ignorant of
the fact, shesimply dropped over thefence
to get a few heads of cabbage and a little
pall of pice fresh potatoes, and perhaps
to see how near the corn was ripe. This
move was her unconsidered inistake;
for no sooner had she clipped off a head of
cabbage, then there sounded the ominous,
warning, ready-to-strike rattle of a pure-
blond, which mude ber carly hair straight=
en out. In such an emergency, a head
of cabbage was not to be considered. It
fell to the ground; and the affrighted
**woman and sister’” made a bound, as if
she would take the opposite direction.
Notso tast. In her path, not two feet befi re
her, reared the battle-challenging hend
of another of the same tribe, who shook
his tail and showed fight. Then a bound
this way. But three others were there.
Thelr rattling grew to a concert. ‘I'ben that
way. But no;—there too was a stir in
the weeds, as if o thousand monsters were
crawling toward her. It appeared o ber,
that she was surrounded. She was. A
wild scream, as of a woman in distress,
rang out upon the night air. O my
God!"’ **Murder! murder!'> +*'0O,
Lordy!'" **O save me!"" and a dozen
other painful appeals brought timely relief,
in the pergons of balf a dozen brudders
and as many curs, who fought Mr. Pir-
ner's pets until the prostrate body of the
colored lady was gently borne to the fence
and thrown over out of danger. Natarally
enough, this estimable colored lady be-
lieves that she was providentially saved;
and is vow a better church member than
ever,zinging all the day long, the touching
songs of Zion. She will never again ven-
ture over that feuce.

SOLD PROSPEOTS OF LAFAYETTE COUNTY

Among the old Mexican soldiers
who assembled here, last Monday, in
reaponse to the Caucasian's ecall
was J. Browne Ogle, who strode
around “a Saul dmong his fellows,”
being six feet six inohes in beight.
He was born in Jefferson county, in
this state; served through the war
that planted the flag of yankeedoo-
dle above the halls of the Montezu-
mas ; and went to California about
ths breaking-out of the gold fever.
He was a miover for eighteen years,
and is thoroughly versed in all the
arls and mysteries of that strange
eraft. He is on a rambling tour of
the country, and has been for some
time luoking around in the garden-
spot of the West— Lafayette county.
In his peregrinations, with an old
miner's quick and trained eye for
every indication of mineral wealth,
he wandered intosomeof the hollows
a short distance south of Lexington.
His attention was immediately
arrested by the appearance of the
well-known “sign.” Ile commenced
digging, and soon threw out a lot of
earth impregnated with the precious
metal—in mining phrase, “the dirt
showed the colors.” He says, the
lack of water near, is the only draw-
back to a thorough examination;
but he was himself so sure gold
could be found in paying quantities,
that he proposed Lo one of his old
mining friends, whe happened to
pass through here about that time, to
unito with bim in leasing the whole
tract of land on which be made the
dincovery, and begin at once to work
it. Business in the far West pre.
vented his friend from embarking
in the enterprise; and Ogle himsell
bas engagements that eall him to
Texas. He declares, however, Lhat
if eighteen years’ experience is
worth anything, he is just as sure as
he is of his own existence, that gold,
in quantities that will puy to work
it, could be found not only in the
spol where he first struck it, but in
many of the hills and hollows around
our town. He says there are places
which, in every respect, are the
exact counterpart of the richest gold
beda he ever saw in the Pacific slope
regions.

QEN. SHELBY AS A FIGNTER AND FARMER,

Eprror oF THE WHITE Max's PAreri—
I have spent several days riding over Lae
fayette county with a friend out from Ken-
tucky, looking at the country. He is
much pleased with our land; and, no won-
der, for we have the best country In the
world. The people are now all busy at
harvesting their wheat.
ia abundant and very bheavy all over the
county. ‘The graiu is good and now ripe,
but the renperd are few. ‘The weather is
very warm and clear. ‘The farmers are all
delighted with their tive crop. Every
nerve Is exerted to save the wheat.
They are putting In about fifteen bours
every day In their vast and numerous
wheat fields. God seems to be swmiling
upon the larmers, and bids them throw in
the sickle. 'The weather being so hot, in
many of these wheat flelds, the hands are
stimulated with a cup of strong coffee;
others with a glass of old Bourbon. At
one of these large wheat flelds, where
many hands were at work,they were taking
a little Bourbon for their stomach's sake;
and they sald to us *‘Gentlemen, try a
glnes.'" 1 then drew a number of the
Cauaensian and said, **Will you hear what
Douan says about Fresident Grant drink-
ing whisky? I think you will then stop.*’
All bands gave three eheers for the Great

In
this vast wheat tield he has about fifry
hands. The wheat i2 s0 heavy, und the
heat 80 oppressive that hands give out
every day. Hunds sre generally scarce,
but General Sheéiby has no difficulty i
getting or Keeping them. KEverything In
this vast wheat tield moves in perfeet or-
der and In double-quick time. He has a
place lor every man and every man in his
place; and they work with a quick step
and in high spirits,  General Shelby man-
iges a large force under him secemingly
with pertect order and gquick motion.
