A grand turnout and picnic by the
Grangers of Audrain, Monroe and
Boone counties took place in a beau
tiful trrove at the head-wate- rs of
Long Branch in Boone county, on
the 31st iust., the following descrip-
tion of whioh is from the Mexico In-

telligencer :
By nine o'clock the roads from every

direction to this point of interest were
alive with the eld, the young and the
middle-age- d: fathers, mothers, husbands,
wives, sweethearts and children, all joy
fully pressing their way to the first con-
vocation of the kind ever assembled, so
far as we are now advised. In north Mis
souri. Camp meetings, great political
gatherings, fourth of July, Masonic, tem
perance and celebrations of various kinds
are nothing new to tbe oeople ot this sec
tion .

Hut such a crowd of men and women
called together by the farmers to consider
the interests ot the farmer and to discuss
freely anil openly his relations to the vari-
ous other vocations ol the country and to
the government itself, and to consider his
dutii-- s growing out of those relations, was
a matter altogether new to all concerned
in the meeting upon that occasion. But
it was a grand success notwithstanding.

The grove selected was the best for the
purpose we ever saw. But few trees stood
upon the spot, but their wide extended
tops, tbe almost architectural arrange
ment of their branches, with
their rich and abundant foliage, coustitu
tuted a dense shade and almost complete
covering from the heat of the sun.

Nearly in the center of this pleasant
spot stood two tall, straight trees ten feet
apart. Between and in trout of these the
speakers' stand bad been erected, the
frout ot which rested upon two blocks of
wood, the rear being supported by a Star
corn-plante- r, in the centre ol which stood
an upright support. Upon the top of this
we noticed a large pone of corn bread and
upon it lay a copy of the Bible, the two
representing the staff of physical and
spiritual lite. In the rear of the stand.
suspended at a height of twelve fit et be
tween the trees,was a plow partly conceal-
ed above by large stalks of green corn.
with their large tempting roasting-ear- s
lookini? out from the green fodder. Sus
pended from the plow directly behind the
speaker was a board covered with white
muslin trimmed with braid bearing this
motto :

:Corn Better Thau Gold. :

The word corn was represented by an ear
of corn suspended at the end and front
of the board and mounted by a spiral
wrapping ot red braid. The vertical
lines of the lirst letter in each of the other
words of the motto was composed of a red
corncob mounted with braid in the same
manner as the ear of corn, each embra
cing a sprig of evergreen, the balance of
the wording being couiposed of two par
allel rows of red and yellow grains of corn
inserted into a layer of wheat dough which
covered the entire surface ot the board.

About the trees at the rear corners ot the
stand stood several large stalks of green
corn and sheaves of wheat, above which
was suspended a seed-sowe- r, a wood-sa- w

and other implements.
The speakers' stand was enclosed at

each end by a plow, the handles of which
were secured to the trees, the beams ex-
tending to the front upon the end of which
tested a broad board which served to pre-
vent the speakers from walking overboard.

The entire length of this front piece was
covered with ears ot corn, watermelons.
squashes, beans, peas, butter-bean- s, cu
cumbers, potatoes, onions, tomatoes, etc.
The whole arrangement was novel, artist
ic and pleasingly appropriate.

The crowd, composed chiefly of farmers
and their families, and which numbered
3,000 or more, were pretty well collected
by ten o'clock. A procession was formed
a few hundred yards from the grounds by
the members of the Granges in attendance,
clothed in tbe regalia of the order, and
marched to the ground, headed by the
Paris Cornet Band . The pi ocession, com-
posed of both sexes, clothed lu the beau-
tiful regalia of the order, with beautiful
and significant banners floating in the
breeze, and the steady and graceful steps
with which they kept time to the sweet aud
inspiring music, the echoes of which re
verberated through the forest trees of
iMtig Branch, attracted universal atten-
tion during its movements, and was ad
mired by all.

Tbe order of ceremonies embraced
speeches, a glorious dinner such a
one as a band of farmers' wives only
know how to get up, and speaking
again in the evening.

When be came
to the one recording the sale of the
woman to the keepers of the bro-h- el

The court then threatened
to send him to jail, bat he would not
obey. Finally the court gave him
till Monday to consider the matter.

Unlike any social
and political order ever before un
dertaken, the Grange movement
seems to be firmly grounded on good
morals, justice and right; and all
who have an interest in agricultural
pursuits, the spread of knowledge,
tbe encouragement ot amity and so
cial intercourse, purity in official
station, and who feel. that they are
entitled to protection in thoir own
business matters, should extend it
their hearty support.

Stephens :

We are also taught that as
cultivators of the earth, while we reap
the golden harvests that spring from her
ever willing aud bounteous bosom, we
should cultivate those scions of fraternity
amity and laith that spring from the
tree of Truth, and which will bear for us
fruits of joy aud peace in the Paradise
above.

The Intellectual aspect of our Order pre
seats to our notice considerations of no
unworthy importance. You will observe
that every subject which can improve the
condition of the Patron is brought up for
discussion. It is the duty of the Lecturer to
gather food for mental studv and reflection
upon all subjects connected with the art
and science ot agriculture; to collect inior- -

maiion relating to the beneficent opera
tions and progress ot the Order; and to
invite a desire for inquiry and meotal im-

provement among the membership. The
spirit of amity aud friendship inculcated
and practiced, induces them to present
their views freely and unreservedly, with-
out Incurring the risk of harsh criticism
Reciprocal confidence Inspires tbe unre-
strained attention of ideas and elicits
truth.

Here is a continued incitement to men
tal cultivation and progress, and the
Grange is converted into a school of agri
culture aud education.

against the schemes oi tuese suoue in
triynors.

The simple habits of the farmer, and
his constant and daily practice of habits
of integrity, stimulated by the necessities
ot his vocation, will impel on bis parts
scrutiny of the wily money-changer- s, and
induce caution and circumspection iu re
posing confidence Iu those who are of
doubtful veracity and integrity. More
over, we have the advantage of all other
associations ana combinations ot men, in
tbe magic influence of woman. Her pu-

rity of thought and life, innate sense of
justice, aud her natural prescience in
reading human character, and intuitively
arriving at just conclusions apparently
without any intermediate steps of mental
effort, render a powerful help-me- et Iu
this union of mutual protection and ad
vancement. She Is an integral portion of
tbe organization, ana not a mere silent
spectator of passing events, and her in
tlueuce is tor good and conservatism.

The financial benefits arising from co
operation among planters, will probably
De regard ea oy many as me uenent par
excellence, ins irou mongers, me man-
ufacturers, and tbe merchants, demand a
definite price for their 'wares, and the
railroads a voluntary tana upon the
transportation of passengers and freights.

The planter, upon whom all these va-

rious corporations and companies are de
pendent lor tbeir existence, Is not allowed
to put a pt ice upon his cotton, but meekly
takes what is offered bim. All the articles
consumed upon his farm pass through
several intermediate agencies, after leav

gives tbe following synopsis) of their
doings and purposes: ;

: One half tbe elevators and grain ware-
houses in the state, are now owned and
controlled by the Granges, and no less
than 5,000,000 bushels of grain went ship-
ped to Chicago on Grange account, prior
to December 1 . The number of cattle and
bogs shipped In tbe same manner Is enor-
mous, and tbe reports received from tbeir
shipments, show an increased profit to the
farmer of from ten to forty per cent., as
compared with the usage received at tbe
hands of the middlemen in times previous.
In the matter of purchasing agricultural
implements direct from the manufactories,
the Grange purchases of the slate have
saved the farmers, by computation and
comparison of tbe price at the implement
store, $3f5,O0O. For Instance, one class
of reapers rating at No. 1. retailing at
$240, were sold to the Grange, in four or
more, at $140 a clear save of $100 on each
machine. Dnrlng the present year not less
than $100,0u0 will be Invested by the
Granges In the establishment of manufac-
tories and elevators throughout the state.
Thus, by bringing skilled labor- - among
them, they create a home demand for tbe
products of the farm. ;
