Now, be very attentive, younjr ladle

and geutlemen, and hear what we have to
propose, and If you are very quiet and
don't Interrupt the reading, our word lor
it, the requisite number ot nickels will be
forthcoming.

First, we have to propose that all the
stohI childreo all those who mind their
lather and mothers, who study their leu-- ns

and only make dirt pies wheu they
have on their old clothe shall, under
the direction of their elder sister, get up
a series of tableaux. In which the dresses
shall be made of tissue paper the soft,
fleecy paper which can be bought very
cheaply of any paper dealer, and which
eome in all the colors of the rainbow.

This pretty and inexpensive material
can be readily worked up into the most
astonishing and be&utitui costumes snd
drapery, and the most natural artitlcial
flowers and wreaths, and the addition ol a
little gold lace or tinsel will work the
most marvelous effects and fairy-lik- e illu-
sion.

The great difficulty in getting up tab-
leaux has heretofore been the costumes,
aiid thousunds of children have been de-

barred the delights incident to amateur
theatricals and tableaux, because In these
hard times papa bas not the money to ex-
pend on costumes that are frequently only
used once and then thrown away.

The !t. Louis lilobe thus prettily notices
some tissue paper tableaux that were re
cently given by a number of littie folks in
that city, at a inarvelonly small expense:

There- - were about a dozen maids, rang
ing from three years to fourteen ; such a
wild, chaotic time as they naa getting
ready; they glued, pasted, pintied and
stitched their srossatner drapery, with a
pleasure that made them slike all over..
Some bothered their mothers with so
many questions about, their dresses that
they, in sheer desperation, made (heir
whole suits. They were goiug to have a
good time, at any rate, even if they did
fail to see Cinderella, for it was she who
had created all this commotion.

The auspicious eve at laat arrived,
and, tableaux, Sunsrs and pieces were the
order of the evening. The grown folks
considered u best to be faebionabie, and
did not arrive umil nine o'clock, and
when they did they bad to be content
with oblique giances cast into the win-
dows, for they bad to remain without,
as a very select dead-hea- d audience had
already crowded in. which consisted ol
all the little drops of humanity and poor
waifs the block contained, and who lis-
tened, awe-inspir- and breathless, alter
nating with vociferous encores, which no
prima donna would have despised.

With a numerous household
to supervise and control, it was necessary
that the mistress snouia possess some ex
ecutive ability to keep everything going
smootbtv. There was the store-roo- m and
the "giving out" of provisions. Living
on plantations remote from towns, as
many did, and purchasing supplies tu
large quantities, the key-bask- et was a
necessity. Who ever saw a Southern
housekeeper without the badge of author
ity? lc stood Dy her at trie ore. k last
table, or was at hand on the sideboard.
It went with ber on her daily rounds, and
its bunch of keys locked up many thing
besides food. That had to be apportioned
to ttie mouths that were to eat it io
much meal and bacon weekly to the peo
ple who lived in the quarters and worked
in the field, so much to the house ser
vants .and so much daily measurement fur
the table of the family. Ine not bread
which smokes on the Southern breakfast
board was measured into the cook's
kneadiog-bo- the night before. The
coffee was given out, i:ot the uncertain
variety, half chickory or two-thir- rve
and molasses, which we drink who buy
it already ground, but the Java, brought
green, browned over the fire In a spider.
andjground as it was wanted. ' The eggs
were counted for the batter-cake- s or the
pone, and to the least minuitise of salt
and spice, every condiment was distrib-
uted under the mistress's eye. This was
the only way nnder that system of affairs.
for with the easy-goi- ng shiftlessness of
Cbloe and Dinah, had they been as honest
as a pane of glass, things would have
melted away like snow in a March sun
Alt the clothing, for winter and summer,
lor men. women and children, had to bo
cat out and made under the direction ol
the ladies of the family. And any hour of
day or tiiifht. if anybody wag sick, the
mistress was the person to be called upon
The medicine chest was always well
supplied with patent remedies, especially
me calomel and quinine, wlucu irigiiteu
Northerners, but which seem to have a
Messed affinity for those who live south of
jnaaon s ma Dixon's line.
