IRREQULAR USURY OF THE STATES.

The Need of a National Sys-
tem, or No System at ARl

One of the recently adopted prop-
ositions of the wmew and bazarding
school of political economists, is
the law fixing an increase in the le-
gul rate of interest. The principle
of the law is in harmony with the
generally onstaid, uonsertled, aund
restless condition of Lhe ceuntry,
financially, politically, morally and
socially. It i8 & concession to
tbe novn-producing element, al the
cost of all production ; nay, it I8
more—It is a premiom to ene class,
puid from the pockets of anotber
and greater class; and while the
adoption of the system in certsiu
sintes 15 indicative of the venture-
some character of the times, it is
equally creditable tv olber sections
that their law-making power bas s
fur strenuously aod esuccessiuily
opposed what is not only an inno-
valion on the fixed costom of sll
nations beretofore, but a palpable
wrong to the laboring cluss, The
ten-percent interest laws now i

tall wud effective nperation in this|-

state, Kentucky, and several others,
were intended mainly as ao attract-
ive bid for the acquisition of capital,
abnormally, from other qaarters,
Io shus view of the case, the ten-per-

trifles, like bubbles upon the surface
of a pool, where the minutest atom
maust eventually find its level, even
though fer a time the whole may
be lashed into furious commotion.

The effect of this law in Missouri
is plaioly oppressive to the grent
agricultoral masses, and must tend
ultimately to distress the farmers
beyond endurance, if it does not
baokrupt &ll who, from the necessi-
ties of the times, are compelled to
place themselves in the unmerciful
gripe of the money-lenders. No
farmer in Missoari can afford to bor-
row money at ten per centum per
anoum, for the very good and very
well-known reason, that the fruits
of his labor do not annually yield
him a vet profit of much over ten
percent. IHence,itis only a question
of time, and of no very extended
time either, when the cultivable lands
of Missouri will be covered over with
mortgages and liens, and the unwel-
come voice of the auctioneer, by
authority of the trustee, will be beard
much 07,6 frequently tham now;
#r " even now these incidents are
alarmingly oo the increase.

We do wvot believe that the manu-
facturer of any staple American
eommodity can afford to borrow
money at ten per cent. How much
less can the farmer, whose vet pro-
fits are perhaps less than from any
other industry on the continent?

We doubt either the rizht or pro-
priety of the regulation of the rate
of ioterest by the stutes. The
finuncial question is one in which Lhe
whole country is immediately and
directly interested. We believe the
question of interest should be left to
thg warbitrument of supply and de-
mand. If, however, it i8 to be col-
latei bv the then i
weem= 1easonable to ssrert that Can-
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the Constitation
legi~lating upon  1he correlative
guestion  of iulerest Capital
pscful und weedful, but it should oot
be put apsn stilts, nor encouraged
to make strides toward a destruction
of the common wealth.

For instance, had Judaa Iscariot,
the Saviour's financier and traitor,
but invested s single dollar of his
ill.gotten treasure at the old Amer-
ican rate of six per cent compound
interest, he would, only about cleven
hundred years ago, and seven hun-
droed after his Master's departure,
have had a sum due him more tban

Lowis Posimasier Leviea
a Contribution on his Clerks
te Defray Expenses of
Entertaining Grant.

Rich and juicy developmenta,
affecting the standing of one of the
KEmperor Ulysses” most gonerous
supporterr, are made  known.
Chauiicey 1. Filley, n pet colt of the
Prosident, and Postmaster of St.
Louis, atands convicted of having
levied sssessments upon puor clorks
for ‘his own personal sgzrandize-
ment. The oxpnse wus ocession-
ed by the refussl of one of his
victima Lo longer stand the levy.
He nppesled to ihe Department—
apd the bubble hus' busted. This
main, it seems, hus been extorting
sum#  from his employes ever
sinte he has beon in office. This
pwsition, he being a pet of Grant's,
he was permitted to pick by choice
from n list of some ten, left at his
option by our noble President. At
the time he chose the pesition of
Postmaster of St. ' Lonis, he was a
petered-out merchant, and since then
his property has gone through the
courts and been sequestrated smong
his creditors. When Grant was
lately in St. Louis, he was the dead-
bead guest of Postmaster Filley,
and the very heuse in which he
slept and fed was advertised for
rale by a court of bankruptey.
How much it cost Filley to feed
and pamper the illustrious dead-
beat may be gleaned from this
confession.

Filley i= & warm personul friend of the

President, amd has contributed his share

He is now in stealghtened elrcumstan es,

haviog recontly pas-ed
ruptey. The house in which he enter-
tuined Grant was sdvertived lar sale un-
der the bankrupt act &t the thme of the
entertainment, and there was a great deal
ol comment at the time on e indiscre-
tion of General Grant’s reception of the
hozpitality of u wan whuse craditors were
£0 close upon his heels.

Filley, it is declared, has boeen ir:
the habit of levying tbese bardens
upon bis subalierns 7 According to
well authenticated report, says one
who seems o know, as soon as A
man was appointed he filed a blank
resignation, which Mr. Filley retain-
ed the right to put in force at any
time. It leaked out about a week
ago that Mr. Filley had pressed the
assessment system upon the clerks
in his employ with unvarying regu-
alarity, and that bhis first order was
for an assessment dating back five
months, or Lo the commeacement of
his administration, which began
early in April, and included some
persons who had not been in office
more than two months. One case
is spoken of wherein the assessment
amounted to more than had been
earned by the employe at the time
the payment was demandcd, and
when Lhe employe protested againet
the exaction, Mr. Filley told him he
could not vary the rule, but he wounld
assoss him all of his wages and then
msake bim 4 loan of one-balf to date,
to be puid in fature iostullments.
It is an undoubted fuct that 1ihe
assessment has been levied and col-
lected from every clerk in the employ
of the Post-office except two or three,
who dechined to pay and resigned
their places. Two papers were
hauded to euch empluye at the same
ume—one was & Llank resignation
and the other was an order on
ihe cusmer for an amount equal to
five per cent of the individusl’s
salary, dating back five montha.
The employe bad to sign one or the
other of tonese papers.
