The treat-
ment of the venerable and distin-
guished Judge John W. Brocken-
brough, by the Board of Trustees of
Washington-Lee University, looks
shabby, aye,—it pains us to ray it,
—villainous. Itsmucks of treachery,
trickery and ingratitude. One of
Virginia’s oldest und nobleat sons, he,
for vearly twenty years, reproach-
lessly filled a high position under
the federal government; but at the
beginning of the war, promptly re-
signed it to share the bardships and
the ruin of bis mother-state. Ile
was the founder of the famous Law
School at Lexington,where hundreds
of Virginia’s ablest minds acqnired,
scarce more by precept than example,
their legal training and their exalted
notions of honor and right., Te
was offered the chair of Law in the
University. Guave up his private
school, and accepted it, because he
was asaured it would be for the goed
of an institution of which Lec was
President. J. R.Tucker was made his
assistant. Recently,the Board notified
him in a twisty, circumlocutory, an-
certain style, that his department
bardly justified the expense of main-
taining it, Like a high-spirited, true
old man, as he is, he immediately
tendered his resignation, to be used
whenever they saw fit to abolish the
department. Secret caucuses were
beld, and he was notified of its ac-
ceplance. But tothe shame of every
trustes who took part in it, the mo-
ment Judge Breckenbrough was oust-
ed by chicanery, instead
of abolishing the Law department,
they installed his assistant, Tuocker,
in his chair, and increased his salary !
Such conduct is a disgrace to
the College, and t» the South of
which it is the educational pet and
pride. It has called forth indiguant
protests from every portion of the
country. The one below is from
the pen of Cul. D. 5. lHounshell,
formerly of Virginia, bot now the
law-partner of Hon. Thos. L. Jones,
at Newport, Kentucky. He speaks
like the warm - hearted,
earnest gentleman we know him to
be :

foce, This in itself is an historic monu-
ment 1o your diligence and ability as a
jutist.
