He combines in one rotten,
putrifying carcass, tho diabolisms of
a hundred Caligulae, Bobespierres,
Hantons, and a legion of poison
instilling libertines. Carpenter f
Wisconsin, is a growing rascal, who
is proud of his rascally achieve
ments. Anthony, of ELode Island,
although somewhat disgusted with
the higher degrees of crime, might
stoop, as be has often stooped, to the
perpetration ot the lower degrees,
Byard, of Delaware, is but a politi
cal cypher. And yet to this quartet
of fair, bad, indifferent and horrible,
the people of the United States are
indebted for a reformatory proposi
tion, looking toward an amendment
of the Constitution in the matter ot
electing Federal rulers, the Presi
dent and
must of necessity commend itself to
every patriot in the land. These
men are the members of the Sena
torial Committee on Privileges and
Elections of the last Congress. They
have had a late conference in the
city of New York iu relation to ex
tending to the people the privilege
of voting more directly in the choice
of their Federal figure-head- s.

It abolisbes that
middle contractor between the re
publican masses and budding royal
ty, called the Electoral College; and
under it instead of voting wholly
by states, the people are to vote by
Congressional districts, the stale
polling only two votes. But that
the reader may criticise the whole
plan, for himself, we give the text of
a dispatch of Wednesday last :
