DARK SCENES iN SOUTHERN LIFE.

They're ounly two small items,
only two tiny straws; bul they
give & faint idea of the sterm of
ruin that is sweeping over the
South. The St. Louis Globe, whose
loyalty forbids a suspicion of draw-
ing such pictures in any but the
mildeat colors, contains, under date
of New Orleans, Ooctober 30, this
special dispatch, which needs no
retouching to show that the “organ-
ized perdition” predicted by Trum-
bull, is already in fail blast :

Monday evening, about dark, the steam-
er Frunk Pargoud was attacked at Good-
| rich's Landing, by beiween fifty and sixty
colored men, who, but for the coolness
of Captain White and officers, would have
taken possession of the boat, as they had
heretofore threateued to do by resslutions
adopted in public meetings. The trouble
arises from the vexed guestion of the Up-
tonian social equality, aud ls related as
ollows:

“*I'he Pargoud was on her down trip to
New Urleans, and, as ususl, stopped at
Geodricl’s Landing, which Is on the Louis-
tunn side of the river, about thirty-five
miles above Vicksburg, for the purpose of
taking freight on board and signing bills
of landimg, when suddenly, and without
previons warning, the Pargoud was beard-
ed by tifty or sixty colored men, headed
by Calo Sartin, s member of the Kellogg
House of R?reuau:ivu from Carroli
parish, Davia Jackson, Clerk of the parish,
Budd Swmith, sod otber noted characters
uf Lthe locallty. Entering the ecabin in a
bolstereus manner, they were assigned by
their leaders, who demauded they should
be turaished with drinks., Captain White
was lying in his state-room amd came
down at this juneture to confront the riot-
ers, and met Cain Sartin, with whom he
hid & discussion. Cain msserted that he
was 8 member of the Legisiature that
mude the laws governing steambosts, and
cluimed that he had a right to drink on
board the boat, on the grounds of social
equality ; besides making threats against
the Captain and officers fer refusing to
serve him; the bar-keeper, but for the
timely arrival of Captais White, would
have besn seized by the rioters. they
having, In fact, made demonstrations to
that effect. Captain White stood his
ground manfully, snd told Sartin that
there was a higner authority whica gov-
ered steam-boats than his Legislature,
aud finally ordered them off the Pargoud.
Sartin heeded the warning reluctantly,
but retired with his crowd, but enly to
altack the mate, Mr. Cummings, and the
crew of the boat on the landing, where
they were attending to some [reight. Mr.
Cummings was several times surrounded
by the rioters, who voclferated anathemas
at hia head and threatened his life. For-
tunately the erew of the Pargoud, which
was large, resolved to stand by thelr offi-
cers, and Mr. Cummings was rescued from
his perilous situation. Meanwhile Sartin
had dispatched a messenger or horseback.
with orders to go to the neighboring plan-
iatlons and summon the colored men to
the lauding, with Instructions 1o bring
their guns with them, because t were
to have a fight with the boat. Baefore the
messenger could return, however, the
Pargoud backed from the landing, te the
greal gisappointment of the roters, whe
began a miscelinneous discharge of plstols
and revolvers, firing abosut cue hundred
shots al the boat, luckily, however, with-

States to shoot any white man he wanted
te shoot, and fo vinlate any woman he
met. [sald to him that these were state
troops and not United States. He replied
that the colonel hud 3aid at a negro ball
the night before that he wanied all the
colored people to come and see him; that
now they could do as they pleased; they
were under the protection of his soldiers,"’
