There was a space of grouod
oped off ; inside were three holes- -

ug in the ground, with a little
mound behind each, on which .was ;
pread a mat for the criminal to .

kneel on. Ou one side of tbe en
closure were two Japanese officials
n chairs, to see the thing properly

conducted. I had a place directly
n front of the mounds, at about six

feet distance. The criminals were
placed in a row on one side of the.
mclosure, blindfolded with pieces ol
paper (they use pieces of paper for
everything here). What struck me
most was the horrid coolness of tho
executioner's assistant, a good look- -

ag boy of about eighteen. He went
up to each poor wretch in his turn,
gave bim a tap on the shoulder, led
him to the mound, and made him.
kneel on the mat; be then stripped
his shoulders, made him stretch out
his neck, said,"That will do," and ia
a flash the man's head was in the hole
in front ot bim, and his bleeding neck
was, as it were, staring mo in the
face. The assistant, with the same
pleasant smile, picked the head up,
ihrew some water over the face to
wash off the blood and mud, and
presented it to the Japanese official-'- ,

who nodded and signed to go on
with the next; the assistant then
gave the corpse a blow between the
shoulders to expel the blood, and
finally tbrew tbe carcass aside like
a log ot wood. He then repeated
the same pleasant programme with
the next. I never thought' a man's
head could come off so easily; it was
like chopping cabbage, only accom-
panied with a peculiar and most hor-
rid sound that cf cutting meat, ia
fact. There was a denso crowd of
Japanese present, including many
women and even children ; these peo-
ple never ceased to eat, smoke, and
chatter the whole time, making re
marks on the performance, and even
occasionally laughing, just as if they
were at tho theatre, lhe execution
er poured water on nisswora oetw.een
each decapitation, as one wets a knife
in order to cut India-rubber.- "
