In Illustration of the Inhuman manner
In which Spaniards carry On war In Cuba,
we extract tbe following from Valmaseda's
proclamation of April 4th last. Every
man from the age of fifteen upward, found
beyond bis farm will be shot, unless a just-

ification for his absence be proven. Every
hut that Is found uninhabited will be burn-

ed by the troops. Every hamlet, where a
white cloth, iu the shape of a flag, Is not
hoisted In token that Its inhabitants desire
peace, will be reduced to ashes. Tbe wo-

men who are not found In their respective
dwellings, or those of their relatives, will
return to tbe towns of Jlquani or Bayamo,
where they will be duly provided for.
Those, wbo fail, to do so will be taken by
compulsion.

Secretary of War Belknap was in New
York on the 17th and left for Washington
in the evening. He was visited during
the day ' by several prominent military
men, with whom he held prolonged con-

ferences. To one of these he Is reported
to have said, "You are aware tbat 1 have
been considered aomewhat bloodthirsty
In this matter, but the entire Cabinet are
of my mind. At the cabinet meeting ou
Friday we were a unit, and If tbe Ameri
can people areBj.ot satisfied with the meas
ures resolved upon at that meeting to vin
dicate tbe aattonal honor, they must be
very hard to please. ' ' He absolutely de
clined to give any Information regarding
tbe object of bis visit, but it is generally
thought it was iu connection with the mil-

itary and naval preparations now being
made la view ef tbe contingency of war.

This is the text of another dispatch :The
statement put forth to the effect tbat the
President and prominent officials of this
government hsve declared themselves as
reluctant to take Say steps calculated to
bring about war with Spain, because cf
the inferiority of our navy. Is wholly
unfounded. While they fully appreciate
the odda against which we must contend
on the seas, they are not only determin-
ed to maintain the honor of our flag, but
entertain no doubt as to tbe result, should
hostilities ensue, firmly belpvlng tbe su-

periority of our officers r.nd men over
those of Spain more than compensate for
any inferiority In our ships, as compared
with those of tbe Spaniards. Ineeed, the
President and his Cabinet are fully in ac-

cord with tbe intelligent sentiment
of the country with regard to the Virgin
ius affair, and are doing all In .their power
to meet its demands.

Instructions have been Issued to Admi
ral Scott, commanding tbe North Atlantic
squadron, to protect our vessels in Cuban
waters at all basards. and if molested
n the performance) of their duty to resent

It. This Is to prevent the search of vessels
bearing the American flag, or any undue
Interference with them whatever, from
any quarter. Tbe Admiral has sailed for
Hampton Roads In his flag-shi- p, the Wor
cester, going direct to Key West, and
from thence to Havana. He wiil be join-
ed at the latter port by all the vessels or-

dered to reinforce the North Atlantic fleet.
as well as the vessels now on duty In the
West Indies. It Is understood the Kansas,
in proceeding direct to Santiago de Cuba,
Is acting under special orders from the
Secretary of the Navy. As soon as possi
ble after her arrival there, ber oommander
will make au official report direct to the
Secretary.

Tbe feeling In Government and diplo
matic circles Is of a serious and anxious
character. The fact tbat Castelar asks for
time, aa wll t ert ss.fi I

lot r sir. Sirlrto' latest adviews, im
presses Secretary Fish with tbe convic
tion that tbe situation at Madrid is such as
to prevent tbe Republican Administration
there from making pledges to the United
States and Issuing tbe needed orders for
tbe arrest of General Burrlel and tbe Tor
nado commander. Nothing short of this
can prevent a eellision, and even that may
not avert it; only It Is probable tbat the
conflict would not be with Spain so muck
as with its Cubsn lnsubordlnates. Diplo
mats in Washington, at well as Mr. Fish.
unite in the belief that Caatelar himself
would be slain, or a fugitive, within fort
eight hours after yielding to the demands
we are now compelled to make.

The government has received informa-
tion from Havana, through Consul Gener-
al Hall, of the execution, on tbe 13th inst.
of fit ty -- seven more of tbe Virginius pris
oners, of whom seventeen were British
subjects. Tbe British Legation is in re
ceipt, of tbe same intelligence. There
appears to be some discrepancy in tbe
statements as to the number executed
and those surviving, but tbat there were
executions on tbe 13th is clearly establish
ed. It is ascertained that there were
twenty-thre- e British subjects wbo were on
board tbe Virginias, all told, and this Is
probably In excess of the number, though
tne exact status oi ail tbe pnsouers can-
not be determined at this time; the Gov-
ernment has, however, a full list of the
officer, passengers and crew. It would
not be at all surprising to the authorities
If Great Britl.m should send a fleet
to Jamaica to demand reparation for the
murder of her subject, and should receive
it before our Congress meets; meanwhile,
the hands of this government are tied and
can do nothing. Congress having tbe
sole right to declare war and make re
prisals. The seeretar yof state can write
letters, but that Is as far as he can go
The President can send a ship of war to
Havana to ask for an explanation, but
written inquiry would answer tne pur
pose aa well.

Sir Kdward Thorn
ton. has received dispatches from Havana
confirming the above, and also stating
that among those slain were twelve or
fifteen British subjects. There is a dls
crepancy as to the number on beard tbe
Virginius, the British Consul stating the
number at about twelve more than our
dispatches.. ., -

1 he telegraph reports that great anxiety
is felt in Havana to see tbe comments of
tbe press iu the United States on the sub
ect of the Virginius executions. The

Havana Constancia, Infused with a spirit
of bravado, thus threatens the United
States: 'No matter how much our coun
try has fallen in tbe last five years, the
Spanish people have cot become degraded
to such an extreme to be frightened by
those who might have to pay dearly lor
their temerity and insolence in the event
of Intervention."
