He sesemed rather startled
ui  even such s suggestion, and
replied very decidedly: No, wir,
never go to ¢hurch ; I have not heard a
germon for 12 years.” 1 unswered,
“Is it possible? = What has been
your reason for such neglect? |
know & man of your sense must have
good redsons for such a course.”
Hee replied : “Yes, sir, 1 have good
rédsons.” I then msked him to be
kind etiough to give his reasous,
He began by saying, “Twelve years
ago, by the death of & young friend,
to whom 1 was devoted, 1 became
deeply interested in religion, and ou
the same night, niter the death of
my friend, I went to the house of
God ; I listened 1o the minister with
deep interest, and while be was
preaching, resolved, that when hLe
ooncluded bis sermon, I would con-
salt him in regard to the salvation
of my sonl. But just before he
finished, he remarked, with great
empbas’s, ‘that be bad witnessed that
very day tbe death of an interesting
z:ung msn, aod that he hbonestly

lieved that the sonl of that young
man was now in Hell,’ and he called
on all to repeat then. That young
mao was my friend. This declara
lion was 80 hesrtlers that il drove
all my serious thoughls from me,
and instead of keeping my resuln-
tion, I became disgueted with
the preacher and ull religior and
cburches, and made there aod then
s solemn resnlution, never to enier
another church while I lived, or to
listen to another sermon. That
resolution, he added wilh some force,
